He discussed the positive financial
outlook and budget variances. He commented that by using the five-year financial forecasting,
the City has kept the fund balance at a very healthy level.

Mr. Heffernan explained that the major and local street fund revenue has dropped to a point
where, under the accounting rules, it does not deserve to be its own fund. Therefore the
reporting on the financial statement has changed where the general fund is consolidated with
the major and local street activity.

If
contributions continue to be made in the health care fund, it is expected to be diminished by at
least one third by the time the new rules comes into effect.

The City has done a lot to
reduce it and is now ninety percent funded. Mr. Valentine stated that closing the system has
made an impact on this as well.

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Common Ground is a nonprofit agency dedicated to helping people move from crisis to hope.

The agency’s programs throughout Oakland and Genesee Counties are a lifeline for runaway and homeless
youths, families in crisis, victims of crime, people with mental iliness and others in critical situations.
Common Ground serves more than 50,000 individuals each year and is supported in part by state and
federal grants, contracts, individual and corporate contributions, foundation grants, special events, the
Oakland County Community Mental Health Authority, Genesee County Community Mental Health and
United Way for Southeastern Michigan. Most of its services are free of charge and 93 percent of the funds
received go to direct service. Common Ground’s programs and services are divided into three distinct
impact areas: Responding to crisis, providing safety and advocacy, and building communities of support.
Here is a sampling of these programs and services:

e Crisis and Resource Helpline is available 24-hours per day, 365 days per year. Trained staff and volunteers
provide over-the-phone crisis intervention counseling, information and referrals.

e The Street Outreach Program makes connections with homeless and at-risk youth. Case management and
referral services are provided by counselors and peer mentors to youths on the streets, at home, in school,
police stations and medical facilities. The program also provides supportive services in the areas of
homelessness, depression, suicide, sexually transmitted infections, substance abuse, date rape, birth control,
educational assistance, job placement, food and clothing.

° Victim Assistance Program provides 24-hour access to counselors and advocates for victims of crime, domestic
and sexual abuse, and workplace violence.

e Crisis Residential Units provide short-term voluntary psychiatric care for adults that includes medical
supervision, nursing and discharge planning. These services are designed to support stabilization, reduce
symptoms, restore function and prevent additional functional impairment, with the goal of transitioning to a
less-restrictive level of care.

* The Sanctuary, a free and safe 24-hour shelter, provides 3-week voluntary residential counseling to runaways
and youths in crisis between the ages of 10-17, with the goal of reuniting youths with their families.

* A Step Forward is a safe and home-like transitional living shelter for homeless youths ages 16-21, who are
seeking self-sufficiency. The program provides counseling, job training, career development, educational
assistance, financial subsidies and medical assistance for up to 21 months.

e Survivors of Suicide Support Group is a bi-monthly free 12-week program available to all surviving family,
friends and work colleagues of the person who ended their life through suicide.

e Survivors of Homicide Support Group is a bi-monthly free 12-week group available to all surviving family,
friends and work colleagues of the homicide victim.

 Growth and Healing Support Group provides support for young women ages 14-17 who have been victims of
sexual assault and/or abuse.

° SaYes Theatre Troupe is a prevention-based theater program comprised of trained Peer Mentors, ages 15-25.
The group presents live performances on issues facing children, teens, young adults and families. Topics include
peer pressure, bullying, teasing, substance abuse, dating violence, conflict resolution, stress and others.

DTE Energy Street Light Agreement

The building at the southwest corner of Cole Ave. and Commerce St. is currently
undergoing renovation. As a part of the site plan review process, the owner is required
to pay for the installation of new pedestrian scale street lights along their frontages. In
this case, three lights will be installed on the south side of Cole Ave., and three lights
will be installed on the west side of Commerce St. The proposed lights will match other
lights installed in the Rail District, such as on E. Lincoln Ave.

DTE Energy has prepared the attached contract for the installation of the lights by their
contractor. The agreement is identical to those authorized for other street light
agreements. The language has been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney’s
office. Once the agreement has been signed, we will return it to DTE for their signature
and execution. Once the work has been completed to our satisfaction, we will invoice
the owner for the full amount being charged ($32,076.08). A final Certificate of
Occupancy will not be issued until payment has been received. We expect after the
work is complete, we will in turn be invoiced for the value of the work from DTE
Energy, which will be charged to the streetscape account 401-901.009-981.0100, in the
Capital Projects Fund.

It is recommended that the Commission authorize the Mayor to sign the attached
Agreement for Municipal Street Lighting presented by DTE Energy relative to 2300 Cole
Ave. All costs relative to this agreement will be charged to the owner and developer of
the property.

The Customer will notify the Company of any changes in the Authorized Customer
Representative. The Customer must comply with SOM manufacturer's recommended inventory storage
guidelines and practices. Damaged SOM will not be installed by the Company.

D. In the event that SOM is damaged by a third party, the Company may (but is not required
to) pursue a damage claim against such third party for collection of all labor and stock replacement value
associated with the damage claim. Company will promptly notify Customer as to whether Company will
pursue such claim.

E. In the event that SOM becomes obsolete or no longer manufactured, the Customer will be
allowed to select new alternate SOM that is compatible with the Company’s existing infrastructure.

F. Should the Customer experience excessive LED equipment failures, not supported by LED
manufacturer warrantees, the Company will replace the LED equipment with other Company
supported Solid State or High Intensity Discharge luminaires at the Company’s discretion.
The full cost to complete these replacements to standard street lighting equipment will be the
responsibility of the Customer.

SUBJECT: 48" District Court 2015 Budget

Attached is the proposed 2015 budget for the 48" Judicial District Court. In total, the Court is
requesting an operating budget of $4,383,996 which represents an increase of $155,000, or
3.54%, from the prior year’s budget. Increases are proposed for all of the budgeted categories
which include salaries, benefits, operations, professional fees, court expenses and equipment
and capital.

Salaries: For 2015 salaries are proposed to increase overall by $55,000, or 3.21%. The
increase is attributable to a proposed 2% wage increase for Court employees and also
increased costs for longevity payments to some employees resulting from their years of service.

Benefit Expenses: This budgeted category is proposed to increase by $55,000, or 4.95% from
the prior year’s budget. The increase results from increased costs for health insurance, dental
and other insurance, and pension expenses of $48,000, $5,000 and $2,000, respectively.

Operating Expenses: For 2015 operating expenses are proposed to increase by $32,000, or
2.73%. Payroll taxes are budgeted to increase by $5,000, or 3.57%, attributable to an increase
in salaries. Utilities are budgeted to increase by $5,000, or 4.35%, over the prior year’s budget
and building and maintenance costs are budgeted to increase by $15,000, or 15%, to provide
for certain additional costs such as snow removal and salt.

Professional Fees: Overall this budgeted category is proposed to increase by $5,500, or 5.88%.
Expense for magistrates is proposed to increase by $8,000, or 16%, to restore these fees to
pre-recession levels. The increase in cost for magistrates has been partially off-set by a
reduction in expenses for dues and professional fees of $3,500, or 58.33%.

Court Expenses: This category is proposed to increase by $2,500, or 1.49% overall. The
increase is attributable to increased costs for court security.

Equipment & Capital: Expenditures for this category are proposed to increase by $5,000, or
7.25% resulting from computer replacement and firewall enhancement.

In accordance with the 1985 agreement, revenues and Court expenditures are allocated to the
four control units, which include the cities of Birmingham and Bloomfield Hills and the
townships of Bloomfield and West Bloomfield, in the same proportion as the number of cases
arising from each unit. At the end of each calendar year following the Court’s audit, an

1
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adjustment is made for the difference between those amounts advanced based on the estimate
and the actual caseload of each control unit under the agreement.

The City’s percent of total projected caseload for 2015 (28.43%) is the same as the projected
2014 caseload. This represents an increase from the 2013 actual caseload of 27.02%. The City
is expected to receive revenues from the Court for calendar year 2015 totaling approximately
$1,201,630. Based on the Court’s requested 2015 budget, contributions from the City to the
Court for calendar year 2015 will total approximately $1,246,370. Therefore, the 2015
requested budget is expected to produce excess expenditures over revenues to the City’s
General Fund of approximately $44,740. This compares to projected revenues of $8,720 to the
City for calendar year 2014.

2014 REVIEW






The Court in Review

OVERVIEW

The 48" District Court serves the Charter Townships of Bloomfield and West Bloomfield, and the Cities of Birmingham, Bloomfield
Hills, Keego Harbor, Orchard Lake Village and Sylvan Lake. The jurisdictions that fund the Court, per their own agreement, are:
Bloomfield Township, West Bloomfield Township, Birmingham and Bloomfield Hills. The political subdivisions of Keego Harbor,
Orchard Lake and Sylvan Lake use the Court’s resources, and receive reimbursements as reflected in Section 3. The role of the
District Courts within the Judiciary, as defined by the Michigan Legislature in 1968, is to provide an independent third branch of
government over:

= Arraignments — the setting of bond in Misdemeanor & Felony Cases.

= Misdemeanors — criminal cases punishable by imprisonment, not exceeding one year, written under state law or
local ordinance. This includes: Operating While Intoxicated (1% and 2"%), Domestic Violence, Assault/Battery,
Drug Possession, Stalking, Illegal Entry, Driving While License Suspended, and all violations of probation for
these cases.

= Preliminary Examinations — in felony cases. A preliminary exam is a hearing where testimony is heard for the
Judge to determine whether there is probable cause that a crime has been committed and that the defendant
committed the crime. If the Judge so finds, the case is bound over to the Circuit Court.

= Felony Pleas

» Civil Lawsuits — claims where the amount in controversy does not exceed $25,000.00.

* Landlord-Tenant Disputes — Hearings which include eviction proceedings, land-contract and mortgage
forfeitures.

* Small Claims — Claims where the amount in controversy does not exceed $5,000 and litigants represent
themselves. This jurisdictional amount increased from $3,000 on September 1, 2012.

= Civil Infractions — includes all informal and formal hearings.

= Search Warrants — Judges and Magistrates on call 24 hours a day.

1 48 District Court — 2015 Budget





The budget of the 48" District Court has two separate and distinct components. The first deals with caseload and monetary funds
received by the Court. This information is provided for statistical purposes only. Fines and costs are assessed as appropriate. Funds
received by the Court are subsequently distributed to the state, the county or local funding units. The communities of the 48" District
Court receive quarterly distributions per the parameters decided by the funding units.

The second component of this budget analyzes the expenses incurred for the operation of the Court. The Court submits a lump-sum
budget comprised of six account groupings. Any surplus is returned to the funding units upon completion of the annual external audit.
Funds used to maintain the operation of the Court are reviewed and approved through an annual budget process with the funding units.
Once approved, the funding units advance the Court monetary funds for operations on a quarterly basis, per the parameters decided by
the funding units.

The caseload/monetary funds component and the operational expense component are governed by the 1985 agreement signed by all
funding units.

2 48™ District Court — 2015 Budget
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Court Operations

The Judges and the entire staff of the 48" District Court understand the difficult budget issues facing all municipalities, courts,
families and individuals. In preparing this budget, we continue to strive to ensure that public funds are used in the most
efficient manner possible by reducing costs and maintaining a high standard of service, while honoring our constitutional duty
to serve the public. The figures and data presented highlight the Court’s commitment to the efficient use of the public’s
resources.

» Judicial case load

o Several years ago, the District Court’s criminal jurisdiction changed from $100 to $1000. Judges and staff

must devote a significantly higher amount of time to these types of cases.
» The requirements relative to case disposition have changed.

o The Judges of the 48™ District Court must submit quarterly reports to the State Court Administrator’s Office
(SCAO) regarding the disposition of cases and all matters submitted before them. They are effectively meeting
or exceeding the guidelines specified by the Michigan Supreme Court. For example, in 2013, 99% of civil
cases were adjudicated within 455 days of filing; 96% of misdemeanors were disposed within 126 days of
arraignment and 98% of civil infractions were adjudicated within 84 days of filing.

» Magistrates handle arraignments, small claims cases, informal hearings and weddings. They are paid from the
Court’s General fund, but do not receive any benefits from the Court. Magistrates are utilized 3 days per week in the
Courthouse, and are on-call 24 hours a day to assist Judges with search warrants. Arraignments are handled by the
judges when the magistrates are not here.

» For 2015, the number of active, eligible employees utilizing the Court-sponsored medical insurance has decreased
by 32% since 2004.

» The number of full time positions has decreased by 20% over the past ten years. The Court opts for the hiring of
part time positions whenever possible. This too assists in conservation of resources in so much that it eliminates the
payment of fringe benefits.

EXPENSE REDUCTIONS

Operations

The Court is responsible for paying all of its expenses through monetary advances from its funding units. From rent, utilities, building
maintenance, office supplies, equipment leases and benefits, the Court handles its own Accounts Payable system. Certain
expenditures are inherent in the course of fulfilling our obligation to the public, yet the court continuously strives to seek cost saving
measures, and to evaluate the efficiency of our organization. Even before the current economic downturn began affecting our
communities, the Court reviewed and implemented many cost saving measures. Some of those were:

Consolidated Departments

Evaluated workloads

Reviewed contracts

Partnered with courts or communities to save on costs
Created public self-service opportunities

Personnel

While the Court has always been diligent in the managing of its budget, never has that been more important than over the past decade.
The Court has analyzed in great detail each expense line item and vendor utilized to meet the demands of the economy, and our
Constitutional duty to serve the public. The Court has taken a pro-active position year after year to stay ahead of these issues.

Knowing that employee salaries and benefits account for a substantial portion of its expenses, the Court has made significant changes
over the past several years. The following are some of the measures taken by the Court:

e Increased medical insurance deductibles

e Modified co-pay amounts

e Began employee contribution toward medical insurance

e No new employees hired

In addition to these cost-saving measures, the Court is dedicated to closely evaluating legacy costs. In 2007, the Court modified its
benefit package such that any full time employee hired after 7/1/2007 is not eligible for retiree health care benefits, and they receive a
reduced contribution to their Court-sponsored defined contribution retirement plan. In 2009, the Court evaluated its annual other
postemployment benefit (OPEB) cost. In accordance with GASB Statement No. 45, the Court is funding the obligation, as calculated,
on an annual basis. This funding will realize savings for the Court and the community well into the future.
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SPECIAL PROGRAMS, SERVICES & PUBLIC SAFETY

» Collections —

o The Judges and staff of the Court are diligent in collecting fines and costs at the time of sentencing.
Consideration for time to pay is granted only under special circumstances, and requires the completion of a
Wage Assignment form.

o In June 2007, the Court began a specific Collection Program for delinquent civil infractions. The goal of the
program is to enforce outstanding court orders and close old cases. Since the implementation of the
program, the Court has collected in excess of $1 million in revenue. The program is monitored with
extreme efficiency at a minimal cost.

o In 2014, the Court added another component to its Collection Program effort. Cases meeting certain criteria
are forwarded to the Michigan Department of Treasury for tax garnishment. If a defendant is owed an
income tax refund, but has the garnishment order in place, money is forwarded to the Court from the State
of Michigan.

» Cost of Prosecution — The law allows for the Court to collect on the cost of prosecution for OWI cases when
requested by the prosecutor. Once collected, these funds are reimbursed, in full, directly to the appropriate funding
unit. In 2013, the Court collected $85,562 to distribute back to the appropriate community. To date, this amount is
$78.851.

» Restitution — The Crime Victims’ Rights Act plays a vital role in the courtroom. As such, the judges order
restitution when possible. In proceedings involving individual or business victims, the Court vigorously pursues
restitution to make the crime victim whole. The Court collects the restitution from the defendant and forwards it to
the crime victim. To date, the Court has forward nearly $147,457 to individuals/businesses who have been victims
of theft, embezzlement, fraud, property destruction, medical injuries, auto damage, etc.

> Website — The court’s website, http://48thdistrictcourt.us, is an extremely user-friendly and informative site. Users
are able to easily access general information about the Court, as well as print necessary Court forms. The site
reduces the number of phone calls received by the Court clerks, thus allowing them to utilize their time more
efficiently.

> WWAM & Community Service— Weekend and Weekday Alternative for Misdemeanants — The WWAM program
is an alternative to incarceration where sentenced defendants use their skills to help community groups by
performing work on a supervised crew. In addition to WWAM, appropriate defendants are sentenced to perform
other acts of community service benefitting local non-profit groups such as food banks, soup kitchens, shelters,
hospitals, schools, etc.
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> Probation Oversight Program — The Court has an intensive Probation Oversight program for alcohol and drug
related offenses that includes treatment and aggressive testing requirements. The Judge sentences individuals to
participate in the program, which requires them to abstain from drug and alcohol use, and participate in random
drug and alcohol testing. Individuals are referred to outside drug and alcohol treatment facilities for in-patient,
intensive out-patient, or out-patient treatment.
In addition to the treatment and testing requirements, the Court is very proud of its in-house educational programs
dedicated to drug and alcohol abuse. They include:
= AAP — Alcohol Awareness program — a first time offender awareness program
= MAP — Marijuana Awareness program — a program not only for substance abuse cases, but also
targets retail fraud, theft, and other offenses rooted in drug abuse.
= MIP — Minor in Possession — is a first time offender program for minors
= NEAT/SOAP — New Education Awareness Training & Significant Other Awareness program —
Intensive programs for second or subsequent offenders or those whose blood alcohol level was very
high at the time of their arrest. The SOAP program deals with the problems associated with spouses,
children, significant others or anyone in the family unit who may be affected by these individuals.

> Serving the Community — In addition to serving as judges at the 48" District Court, each individual judge strives to
use the Court as a tool to educate our young people about making positive choices regarding drug and alcohol use
and criminal activity.

o Judge Diane D’Agostini’s “Order in the Court” program has hosted thousands of students to the Court for a
field trip where she educates the young visitors about the court process and making responsible decisions. She
also speaks at local high schools about the law and penalties in addition to taking the court to local high
schools.

o Judge Kimberly Small implemented her “Critical Life Choices” and “Cool to be Clean” programs; a
combination of court proceedings and a multi-media interactive presentation designed to help our youth make
wise decisions. To date, she has shared her programs with over 20,000 students.

o Judge Marc Barron presides over the “Teen Court” program which allows high school students from local
schools to take an active role in the court process by handling actual juvenile cases. The students act as
lawyers and jurors and decide the penalty on juvenile cases presented by the Prosecutor’s Office, while Judge
Barron advises and sentences the individual.
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» OAK.gov Credit Card Processing — The Court partners with Oakland County online services to accept credit card
payments both within the courthouse and on our website. Also, the Court receives a quarterly distribution from the
County for a portion of the service charges the County collects. To date, we’ve received approximately $5,000.
These distributions are forwarded to the funding units as part of their quarterly revenue distribution.

» Security — The Court receives an average of 376 people through its doors on a daily basis, most of whom are first
served by clerks in the criminal, civil or traffic division, cashier or probation department. Procedures and
equipment are constantly assessed with regard to security and entrance into the building. Also, security personnel
have been utilized on weekends when probationers attend mandated programs.

SAD Public Hearing of Necessity

At the meeting of November 10, the City Commission reviewed the most conceptual drawings
for the Hamilton Alley Reconstruction project. The drawings were the result of reviews
conducted both by the Architectural Review Committee and the Planning Board. The
Commission was split on the idea of how much exposed aggregate was now proposed. Some
felt that there was not enough, while others felt that there was too much. It was decided that
concept plans going in both directions should be provided, and input from the adjacent property
owners should be solicited at the time of the public hearing (set for December 8, 2014).

As a result, the attached public notice was mailed to all property owners, as well as hand
delivered to all tenants that will be involved in the special assessment district. The notice
identifies the location on the City’s website where the latest drawings are now posted, and
encourages feedback from the members of the district: www/bhamgov.org/hamiltonalley. The
website has text that explains the various plan sheets, as well as access to the most recent set
of plans. The text and most recent plans are attached to this memo for your reference.
Following that attachment are the other memos that were prepared for previous discussions on
this topic.

It is requested that the Commission provide direction on two different design issues, as outlined
on pages 1 and 2 of the attached drawings:

1. The amount of exposed aggregate being installed varies from sheet 1 to 2. As explained
on the attached website text, the design on sheet 1 is estimated to cost adjacent
owners about $200 per foot, while the design on sheet 2 is estimated to cost adjacent
owners about $195. Both designs are simpler and use less exposed aggregate than
what was originally proposed, therefore, the price difference between the two is
relatively small.

2. The pavement design at the crosswalk area varies from sheet 1 to 2. The exposed
aggregate “path” on sheet 1 features a diagonal path between the two crosswalks, while
sheet 2's exposed aggregate “path” is more of a straight line “s” between the two
crosswalks. There is no difference in cost for these two versions.

To date, our office has not received any comment relative to the most recent set of plans.

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As a reminder, please note that if the project is approved, a separate special assessment district
for the replacement of sewer laterals within the alley will also be recommended, at a later date.

A suggested resolution has been prepared below should the Commission wish to determine
necessity of the improvements, and authorize this project.

Suggested Resolution:

WHEREAS, The City Commission is of the opinion that construction of the improvement
herein is declared a necessity; and

WHEREAS,  The City Commission has not declared it practicable to cause estimates of cost
thereof and plans to be made at this time, now therefore be it,

RESOLVED, that there be constructed an improvement to be hereinafter known as:
HAMILTON ALLEY — HAMILTON AVE. TO PARK ST.

consisting of the construction of an 18 foot wide concrete pavement with a decorative
combination of plain broom-finished concrete and exposed aggregate concrete accents as

RESOLVED, that at such time as the Assessor is directed to prepare the assessment roll, one

Hamilton Ave. to Park St.

A public hearing to consider creating a special assessment to improve the S. Hamilton Alley was
held before the City Commission on September 22. At that time, the Commission asked for
further review of the concept plan by both the Architectural Review Committee, and the
Planning Board. Those reviews have now occurred, and conceptual plans have been prepared
for the purposes of discussion. The City Commission has reviewed these concepts, and is
asking now for your input. A second public hearing will be held on December 8, 2014, at 7:30
PM.

The following helps clarify what is happening on each sheet:

Sheets 1 and 2 — Sheets 1 and 2 represent four variations on the base plan, as explained
below:

a. Exposed Aggregate Concrete: The City is currently installing all new sidewalk and
alley surfaces with a mixture of regular sawcut concrete, accented with exposed
aggregate sidewalks. A sample of this construction can be found nearby around the
Palladium Theatre Building. The exposed aggregate sidewalk, built near the street
curb, has a rougher, stony texture, and is more brown in appearance. Based on
past input from the property owners, the amount of exposed aggregate concrete has
been reduced on both options. Sheet 1 contains more than Sheet 2, but both are
substantially less than in the original concept. The estimated special assessment
cost has been reduced to $200 per foot for Option 1, and $195 per foot for Option 2.
The Commission is looking for input from the public before a preferred option is
selected.

b. Design Concept at Pedestrian Crossing: In the area of 261 E. Maple Rd., City owned
passageways run north and south from Hamilton Ave. and Maple Rd. to intersect the
alley. Since more pedestrians use this part of the alley, the concept depicts a
pavement that more closely matches the City sidewalks that will eventually be built
on the adjacent streets. On Sheet 1, a diagonal band of exposed aggregate helps
direct pedestrians from one walkway to the other. On Sheet 2, a straight line path
of exposed aggregate directs pedestrians using 90° turns. The construction cost is
about the same for either version. The Commission is looking for input from the
public before a preferred option is selected.






Sheet 3 — As depicted in 3D on Sheet 7 of this package, a new sign concept is planned to be
introduced with this project. The sign concept was included in an Alleys and Passageways
Master Plan created in 2012. Directional signs that help direct pedestrians to other destinations
will be installed at key entryways into the passageway system. The signs feature a large “V”
that will be hung from an existing street light post. (“V” stands for “Via.”) Existing street lights
would be used to install such signs at the points shown with blue circles.

In 2016, the City plans to reconstruct Hamilton Ave. A that time, the street lights and sidewalks
in the area will be updated, including the City-owned passageway located between Comerica
Bank and Commonwealth Restaurant (east of 300 Hamilton Ave.). Street lights will be located
in the locations shown by the red circles, and “V” signs will be installed at these locations as
well at that time.

The “V” signs will help create interest for pedestrians, but also provide guidance. For example,
the sign on Maple Rd. will have a directional sign underneath it saying “TO HAMILTON AVE.”
Likewise, the directional sign located on the south side of the alley will have a directional sign
saying “TO MAPLE RD.”

Sheet 4 — Comments relative to the poor appearance of the dumpsters located in the alley
have been made both by the City’'s board members, as well as the public. Staff is currently
attempting to start conversations with three property owners about the potential of setting
aside some private property for the installation of a community trash compactor that could be
shared by many properties. However, if those plans do not materialize, there is a proposal to
partially screen the main dumpster areas from the side view. Additional details about the
screens can be found below on Sheets 9 and 10 of this package.

Each of the yellow rectangles on Sheet 4 represent where the majority of dumpsters are placed
on City property. By installing two screens at each dumpster area (for a total of six screens),
the majority of the dumpsters would be partially concealed, thereby improving the appearance
of the alley. (Given the small amount of space available, it is not recommended that gates be
installed on these dumpster areas.) See additional detail on Sheets 9 and 10.

Sheets 5 & 6 — Sheets 5 and 6 depict the proposed alley in 3D at the point where the two
passageways meet the alley. As suggested above, a pavement using the City sidewalk standard
design concept would be used here. The pavement would be flatter here as well, which would
reduce vehicle speeds, and make it easier to walk on.

Sheet 7 — Sheet 7 provides a 3D view of the proposed “V” directional signs. The signs would
be custom made, and installed on the street lights so that they are visible at night while not
having to have a light source of their own.

Sheet 8 — Sheet 8 depicts the alley at the 90° bend, using the option with more exposed
aggregate. If the option with less exposed aggregate is built, the joint pattern would remain
the same.

Sheets 9 & 10 — Sheets 9 & 10 offer two varieties of dumpster screens. The screens would be
built with an anodized metal surface for long service life, mounted on one anchored post with a
footing. While they would be within inches of adjacent building walls, they would not be
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anchored to them. Each screen would also have a concrete bollard painted a similar color
adjacent to it to help keep them from being damaged.

The City has not installed similar screens elsewhere, but for discussion purposes, it is estimated
that each screen will cost about $2,000 each installed. The cost of the screens would be
charged to those properties that are using the dumpsters at each location. For example, if one
property is responsible for all of the dumpsters in an enclosure area, they would be assessed an
additional $4,000. If two properties are using some portion of the dumpsters in a particular
area, they would each be assessed $2,000. These costs would be added to the base
assessment charge, and could be paid back over as many as ten years, at the owner’s
discretion.

It is not clear how often the screens will be damaged or need maintenance. The City would be
responsible for repairing the screens if they are hit. Costs for the repairs will be charged to the
properties using the dumpster areas, on an as-needed basis.

Hamilton Ave. to Park St.

At the meeting of September 22, 2014, a public hearing was held regarding the above potential
project. Several interested property owners were present raising questions and concerns. At
that time, it had been assumed that the pavement design would be modeled after what was
built on the Willits Alley. However, the Commission made it clear that the pavement design
need not follow what was done before. Direction was given to provide a design that is more
practical, and reduces the amount of exposed aggregate. Direction was also given to obtain
input from the Architectural Review Committee (ARC) and the Planning Board.

Before any drawings were prepared, a meeting of the ARC was held on October 3. Unapproved
minutes of that meeting are attached. The ARC concurred that while this alley needs work, the
design should focus on practicality. Opportunities for special emphasis should be given
primarily at the point where the two north/south pedestrian pathways meet, and to a lesser
extent, at the 90° bend. Accents at the two points where the alley meets City streets would
also be appropriate, to help invite people into the area. The ARC endorsed the idea of using
the Ron Rea designed “V” signs to help direct pedestrians through the area. They also helped
provide ideas on how to screen the dumpster areas, given the tight space constraints.

Staff then hired Jason Kreiger, of Krieger Klatt Architects, to assist in the creation of a
conceptual plan that could be presented to the Planning Board. The plans as prepared for the
Planning Board are enclosed in this package, and labeled “Planning Board Submittal, October
22, 2014.” The plan was reviewed by the Planning Board at their meeting of October 22.
Unapproved minutes of that meeting are attached. Continuing with the theme provided by the
City Commission and the Architectural Review Committee, the Planning Board comments can be
summarized as follows:

e The use of exposed aggregate should be minimized more.

e The area of the pedestrian pathway should continue to be emphasized. Some liked the
concept as shown, while others thought it needed refinement.

e The dumpster screens, while nice looking, may be problematic. Due to their size, and
their fragile nature, the Planning Board was concerned that they would be damaged by
impact. It was suggested that they be reduced in size (smaller than the actual
dumpsters being screened).

e The “Via” sign design was endorsed. There was not a consensus on what the signs
should say.





Given the comments of the Planning Board, staff worked with the architect to refine the plan.
The first attachment, labeled “City Commission Submittal, November 10, 2014” represents the
plan as now presented. The following points are prepared to better explain what is proposed
references to Sheet numbers correlate with the pdf sheet numbers in this package):

1. Sheets 23 and 24 of the conceptual plan set depict two variations on the joint pattern
design. Both have the following characteristics:
¢ Minimal use of the exposed aggregate, except at the junction of the pedestrian
pathways, at the 90° bend, and at the point where the alley meets a City street.
e At the junction of the pedestrian pathways, a smaller 3 ft. square grid pattern
has been introduced. The smaller pattern attempts to match the theme being
used on all new sidewalks in the downtown area, including the previously built
“Social” pathway to the south, and the proposed “Commonwealth” pathway to
the north.
In the area where the sidewalk grid pattern is used, sheet 1 shows a diagonal themed
exposed aggregate to direct pedestrians through this area. Sheet 24 uses more of a
straight line approach. Staff would appreciate the Commission’s input as to which is
preferable.

2. Sheet 25 highlights the proposed locations for the “Via” signs. The pedestrian pathway
to the south has already been constructed, and street lights have been placed at both of
its ends in such a way that a “V” sign can be constructed and mounted to it as a part of
the project. These lights are designated with a blue circle. The “V” signs could be
manufactured and installed as a part of the 2015 project. The pedestrian pathway to
the north is old and needs to be reconstructed to match current pavement standards.
The two existing street lights in this area also need to be updated and relocated.
Hamilton Ave. is budgeted for complete reconstruction just one year later, in 2016. At
that time, all of its street lights will also be updated and relocated as needed to meet
current standards. Since no street light work is contemplated in the 2015 alley project,
it would be more efficient to wait on the reconstruction of this path until 2016. Once
that work is finished, and new street lights have been located in the appropriate
locations (designated by the red circles), two additional “V” signs could be installed at
that time.

3. Sheet 26 depicts the three locations where dumpsters currently are placed in significant
numbers in the alley. It is proposed to install the dumpster screens as shown at both
ends of these three yellow areas, for a total of six screens.

4. Sheets 27 & 28 depicts the junction of the pathways in 3D. As was discussed at the last
Commission meeting, the new alley pavement will generally be graded such that there is
a low point in the middle, keeping water flowing away from the buildings, and into
drains located in the center of the alley. Based on comments from the Planning Board,
we plan to implement a different grading scheme in the area where the sidewalk sized
joints are installed. The crosswalk would have a raised feel to it, which will encourage
vehicles to slow down through this area, and further help direct pedestrians walking
north or south to the other pathway.

5. Sheet 29 details the proposed “V” signs. If this concept is approved, staff will work with
a sign manufacturer to prepare an appropriate specification for these signs that can be
used on this project, as well as into the future. The signs will be attached to a standard
City street light post, and made of materials for a long service life. Please see Appendix
A for a further discussion on what the signs should say.





6. Sheet 30 details the area of the 90° bend. Additional right-of-way in this area provides
an opportunity to create some architectural interest here. Note that other design ideas
were considered for this area. However, this one was favored because it follows
standard joint design constraints that must be considered if the concrete is going to
have a long service life. For example, if circular patterns are introduced, it would result
in odd shaped concrete panels that would likely crack soon after construction, and
ultimately become maintenance problems.

7. Sheets 31 & 32 detail two different design schemes for the metal louvered dumpster
screens. Like the “V” signs, if this concept is approved, staff will have to work with a
fence manufacturer to develop specifications for the screens. They have been designed
to be anchored to the ground using one steel post with a footing. They would be
installed with a small gap from the adjacent building walls, so they are not reliant on the
building for support. That way, if the owner needs to perform maintenance on the
exterior of the wall, the screen can remain in place. Staff is also exploring the idea of a
community trash compacting station, located on private property. We are seeking input
from three different owners, one of which has expressed interest so far. Please see
Appendix B for additional details on our proposed funding and maintenance
mechanisms.

The simplified concrete design has helped reduce the overall estimated project cost to
$196,000, based on a unit cost of $200 per front foot. The project cost includes the cost of the
“V” signs to be made and installed for this project. It does not include the cost of the dumpster
screens. A revised suggested assessment roll is included for your reference.

If the Commission endorses the conceptual plans as now prepared, we propose to put together
a cover letter that will cover the plan highlights and estimated cost, directions on how to see
the concept plans on the City’s website, and an invitation to an upcoming public hearing. A
Suggested Resolution is provided below.

SUGGESTED RESOLUTION:

To receive the conceptual drawings as prepared by Kreiger Klatt Architects reflecting previous
direction from the City Commission, the Architectural Review Committee, and the Planning
Board, regarding the reconstruction of the S. Hamilton Alley, from Hamilton Ave. to Park St.,
using the concrete joint pattern at the junction of the pathways as featured in Sheet _? (23 or
24) of the plans, and to adopt the following resolution:

RESOLVED, That this Commission shall meet on Monday, December 8, 2014, at 7:30 P.M., for
the purpose of conducting a public hearing of necessity for the improvement proposed herein.

FURTHER RESOLVED, if necessity is determined on December 8, a hearing to review the
assessments and to confirm the roll will be held on January 12, 2015, at 7:30 P.M.





APPENDIX A

PROPOSED “V” SIGNS FOR
PEDESTRIAN PASSAGEWAY DEMARCATION AND DIRECTION

Conceptual plans (attached) were prepared by Ron Rea as a part of the City’'s Alleys and
Passageways Plan. Since then, we have determined that the cost of installation and operation
can be greatly reduced if they do not have an electrical component, and if they are installed on
existing street lights. We intend to work with a sign manufacturer to help prepare a
specification for these signs that can then be bid out as a part of the reconstruction contract.

Staff will need direction on what the purpose and the signs should be. Some have maintained
that they are directional signs to help pedestrians understand that this is a public passageway,
and that it will take you to a destination. Others have maintained that they should serve as a
means to help identify particular alleys (or passageways). Here are two proposed scenarios.
Referring to Page 3 of the latest conceptual drawings, the Via sign locations can be numbered 1
through 4, starting from the most northerly location, and then following south (#1 would be the
sign on Hamilton Ave., #2 would be the sign at the south end of the “Commonwealth”
passageway, etc.).

DIRECTIONAL SIGNS

If the signs are used as directional signs to the nearest street, they could read as follows:

#1 — TO MAPLE RD.
#2 — TO HAMILTON AVE.
#3 - TO MAPLE RD.
#4 - TO HAMILTON AVE.

IDENTIFICATION SIGNS

If the signs are used as identification signs, they could read as follows:

#1 — COMMONWEALTH VIA
#2 — TO HAMILTON AVE.
#3 — TO MAPLE RD.

#4 — SOCIAL VIA

DIRECTIONAL/IDENDITIFICATION SIGNS

A hybrid of the two concepts could also be used:

#1 - TO S. HAMILTON VIA
#2 — TO HAMILTON AVE.
#3 — TO MAPLE RD.

#4 — TO S. HAMILTON VIA

We would appreciate input from the City Commission as to which message is preferable.





APPENDIX B
SPECIAL ASSESSMENT PROCEDURE FOR DUMPSTER SCREENS

Previous discussions regarding dumpster management in this alley have included the suggestion
that the City should encourage the implementation of a community trash compacting station.
Staff is currently attempting to start conversations with three different property owners in the
immediate area that have a potential site for such a dumpster installation. It is not clear
whether this effort will produce an actual working dumpster station (although one has
expressed interest). In the meantime, assuming that the dumpsters may well remain in their
present locations, we think it is important to proceed with the suggested dumpster screen idea.

We are currently proposing the installation of six dumpster screens. It is unclear what the cost
of the screens will be, but we are using the estimated price of $2,000 each for the purposes of
discussion.

The dumpsters placed in the right-of-way are benefitting particular property owners. The cost
of the screens should be assessed to those particular parties. If this concept is approved, staff
will interview and discuss the screen concept with the owners that have them sitting adjacent to
their buildings. Some dumpster areas involve just one business, while others involve more than
one. We will try to determine how best to split these costs among those properties that are
using these dumpsters and add it to their base assessment. Information regarding this
procedure would be included in the announcement for the special assessment.

Once the screens are installed, there will be potential maintenance costs in the future. It is
hoped that the current design (reduced in size, and guarded with a post) will not be easily
susceptible to being damaged when it is hit by a vehicle. However, it is still possible that they
will be damaged at some point. There will also come a time when they need to be cleaned or
painted to bring them back to their original appearance. We assume these activities would
likely have to be initiated by City staff. Not knowing the costs involved to maintain the screens,
we recommend that the method of paying for repairs or maintenance be determined in the
future as needed, with the idea that the City may be able to pay for some costs out of general
funds. However, when appropriate, the owners should be aware that they may also receive
invoices in the future for maintenance of the screens, as needed. The latter approach may
encourage them to also initiate maintenance and repairs on their own, which would be
appreciated.

If the Commission has suggestions or modifications to these ideas, they are requested at this
time.

Mr. O’Meara informed the board that the architect, Mr. Jason Krieger, Krieger Klatt
Architects, was present. Mr. O’Meara recalled that during the budget hearing for the FY
2014/2015 City budget, the City Commission asked the Engineering Dept. to consider
reconstructing the alley that runs between Hamilton Ave. and E. Maple Rd. The alley is
generally an 18 ft. wide strip of land, although it widens out at the 90° bend located
south of the Hamilton Ave. entrance.

The existing pavement is in poor condition. There are some areas that have been
patched in the past, but the majority of the alley still has the original 1929 pavement in
place. The sewer has not been studied, but it is expected that it likely needs to be
enlarged.

Pursuant to the City Commission’s direction a meeting was held on September 11, 2014
to allow the property owners and tenants to meet with Engineering Dept. staff to discuss
the project prior to the public hearing. In general, the comments from the people who
attended the meeting were concerns about the cost and duration of the project, and that
this is not a good alley to try to turn into a pedestrian environment because of its
necessary service nature and high amount of traffic. Therefore, exposed aggregate may
not be the best material to use in high amounts. Those present generally noted support
for the reconstruction of the sewers, and improving the drainage in the alley.

The Architectural Review Committee also looked at this and offered several
suggestions. Mr. Krieger worked with those concepts came up with a design that put
some exposed aggregate in the middle of the 18 ft. wide strip of concrete.

“Via” signs following the conceptual drawings of Ron and Roman Architects will be
partially implemented. The signs will be simplified by not adding electricity and
mounting them underneath the street light. There may be an opportunity to name the
alley through the Via signs.

There are three main areas where dumpsters are currently placed. Patterned metal
screens can be installed adjacent to the dumpsters to help block the view of them and
add some architectural interest on the sides. Mr. Krieger explained the screens will be
permanently attached to the ground with footings.

Mr. Koseck thought in this particular via it would be much more practical to use
concrete. Beautify it in the N/S axis as proposed. Chairman Clein liked the plan
because it is a nice balance between the practical and the ornate. Ms. Whipple-Boyce
believed the most important distinction in the concrete should be the connection
between the two alleys that run north and south. As for the other, she wouldn’t waste
the money on aggregate. She was worried the dumpster panels would be hit and
damaged. She hoped to see the name of the passageway on the via sign. Mr. Williams
said he would significantly highlight the N/S passageways from Hamilton all the way to
Maple Rd. and not E/W. Mr. Koseck added that signage, lighting, and pavement
patterns can direct people so they don’t get lost.

Mr. O’'Meara advised the N/S Commonwealth passage is planned for 2016. Complete
reconstruction of an alley is typically funded by special assessment. The City
Commission can authorize a special assessment district after taking input from the
property owners, if it declares the project a necessity.

Under CDBG guidelines communities may only spend a maximum of 30% of their 2015 funding
allocation on public service activities. For Birmingham the 30% allocation totals $9,882, which
is the amount requested by BASCC under the public services category. BASCC’s request
includes $6,554 for yard services and $3,328 for senior services to help defray the expenses
involved in the overall operations of BASCC’s outreach program. This is the same amount of
funding approved for these services last year. It is recommended that funding for these
services be approved again this year.

2015 CDBG Application Public Hearing

The City in the past has utilized CDBG funds to remove architectural barriers at public facilities
to meet Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards. This year it is proposed to continue
utilizing a portion of CDBG funds for barrier-free improvements. As such, funding totaling
$23,061 has been recommended to be approved for barrier-free improvements at the City’s
Municipal Building to provide automated door openers to the police entrance doors on the
Pierce Street side of the building.

Federal regulations governing the public hearing require: the public hearing to first be opened
to the public for comment; after public comment, the public hearing should then be closed;
after the public hearing has been closed, the City Commission may then discuss the
application and take action by roll call vote. If a City Commissioner is a board member of
BASCC, they should abstain from discussion or voting on this item.

At the close of the public hearing, the eligible projects are required to be identified, along with
the approved funding allocations. The mayor should also be authorized to sign the completed
application, subrecipient agreement and conflict of interest certification on behalf of the City.
Federal regulations require Oakland County as an urban county grantee to execute a sub-
recipient agreement with each participating community, which must be signed by the highest
elected official and returned with the application in order to receive funds. The completed
application, agreement and certification are required to be submitted to Oakland County no
later than Friday, January 16, 2015.

Putney Dr. — Henley Dr. to N. Adams Rd.

At the meeting of July 14, 2014, the City Commission held a public hearing to consider several
streets to be cape sealed under a special assessment district. At the hearing, some residents of
Putney Dr. appeared, expressing concern that the sewer system on their street was causing
problems, and that it should be addressed prior to being cape sealed. The minutes of this
meeting are attached for reference.

After further discussion, Putney Dr. was taken off the special assessment district. The
Engineering Dept. was asked to meet with the residents of this street to obtain more
information, and report back to the Commission later with a proposed solution.

I personally met with several residents on Putney Dr. later that week, on July 18. A majority of
the homeowners were present, confirming that they were not interested in petitioning to have
the street permanently paved, they just wanted their sewers fixed. | agreed to conduct a
sewer study and get back with them at a later date, in time to schedule work in 2015 if work
was indeed determined to be advisable.

The attached sewer study was conducted by our consultant, Hubbell, Roth, & Clark (HRC). |
asked HRC to do the following:

1. Verify if the existing combined sewer system was indeed lacking capacity for the size of
the drainage area.

2. Estimate the extent and cost of work needed to simply upgrade the existing combined
sewer system to a logical ending point.

3. Estimate the extent and cost of the work needed to supplement the existing sewer
system by taking storm water off the upstream end of the pipe and redirecting it to
Adams Rd. (where a storm sewer system already exists).

The attached study results have since been prepared by HRC, and further studied for feasibility
by our office. The combined sewer replacement option has been estimated to cost $133,000
(denoted by the bold red line on the attached map), while the storm sewer relief option
(denoted by the bold green line on the attached map) has been estimated at $92,000. We
have determined that replacement of the combined sewer system is the best option for the City,
for the following reasons:
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1. While installing a storm sewer would be less expensive at the present time, it would add
new pipe to the system, and not address the issues in the old pipe, which would remain
in service. The old 85 year old combined sewer system is in marginal condition, and
should be replaced soon. Replacing the combined sewer system will address both the
capacity problem and the poor condition sewers at the same time for just an additional
$40,000. The cost to keep the old system operational in the long term would be much
greater.

2. The residents have indicated that they have no interest in seeing the road reconstructed
to a permanent pavement. That said, it is important that any work that is done avoid
damaging the existing pavement as much as possible, for the following reasons:

a) Removing and replacing unimproved roads should be avoided whenever possible.
Doing so runs the risk that putting the street back without a proper drainage system
will cause new drainage problems that did not exist before, which can upset the
adjacent owners.

b) No cape seal program is planned for 2015. Attempting to cape seal a small section
of street is not cost effective, due to the mobilization costs involved.

Due to the wide parkways both on Putney Dr. and the downstream section of Henley

Dr., new larger and deeper combined sewers can be installed in the east parkway of

Henley Dr. and the north parkway of Puntey Dr. in such a way that no more than five

feet (perhaps less) of the adjacent cape sealed surface would have to be damaged and

replaced (with an asphalt patch). Damaging the edge of the road would actually
improve the street as well, since there is significant damage to Putney Dr. (in particular)
along the north edge of the street.

3. The selected paths of the new sewers are relatively clear of City trees or driveways.
There are two trees on the north side of Putney Dr. that would have to be removed. The
trees are approximately 30 years old, and neither is considered of high quality after
being reviewed by the City’'s forestry contractor. They can be replaced with a more
desirable species after construction.

With the help of a resident, | was able to call a meeting with the majority of the Putney Dr.
homeowners, as well as some on adjacent Henley Dr. today (November 26). In total, ten
homeowners were present, most from different homes. After explaining the options and the
thought process, all present appeared to be supportive of the planned improvements. There
was some angst expressed about the loss of the trees, and a large area of brick paver drive
approach that would have to be partially reconstructed at homeowner expense. Overall,
though, the residents appear happy with this proposal. Two residents, in fact, have already
written emails to support the concept, and those are attached.

Similar to the Catalpa Dr. Sewer project covered on this same City Commission agenda under
separate cover, this project would lend itself to being added to the 2015 Local Street Paving
Program (Contract #2-15(P)). It is our expectation that upon completion, the residents would
have a greatly reduced chance of sewer backup during extreme rain events.

Due to the overall goal of saving the existing pavement, a modified approach is suggested with
respect to replacing sewer laterals. Since the sewer would be replaced near a right-of-way line,
houses on the “short” side would be able to have their sewer laterals replaced (if needed) at
minimal cost (the main sewer trench would be excavated up to the City sidewalk already). For
those on the “short” side of the sewer, it is recommended that they be included in a sewer
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lateral special assessment district. The cost for these homeowners would be approximately
$1,000. For those that are on the “long” side, a lot more work would be involved, plus the
street pavement would have to be removed and replaced (asphalt patched). The cost for the
“long” side residents would be more in the range of $2,500. Knowing that some of these
residents may still want to have their sewer lateral replaced, we would suggest that they be
offered the opportunity to voluntarily join the assessment district after the actual cost is
determined. Unless there is direction to the contrary, we will proceed on this basis, and report
back to the Commission at a later date once we are prepared to create a special assessment
district for sewer laterals.

At this time, the Engineering Dept. recommends that the 2014/15 budget be amended to
include the replacement of the combined sewer on all of Putney Dr., as well as Henley Dr. from
Abbey Rd. to Putney Dr., to address sewer capacity issues on this street, at an estimated cost
of $133,000.

Recommendations for Sewer Improvements
Dear Mr. O’Meara:
As requested, we have completed an analysis of the condition and capacity needs for
the existing sewers within the above-mentioned limits, on and tributary to Putney
Street, in the northeast quarter of Section 25, and have written this letter to present our

findings and recommendations.

Sewer Condition

The study area includes the existing sewers on Putney, between Henley and Adams,
and on Henley, between Putney and Abbey. The sewers in the study area are
combined sewers generally aligned at the edge of the roads, on the north side of
Putney, and east side of Henley. Mature trees are present in parts of the greenbelt area
near the sewer. The sewers were constructed in the late 1920’s using clay pipe, and are
8” to 12” in diameter. The existing depth of the sewer ranges from 5.9 ft. (MH28) to
7.2 ft., and does not meet current standards for sewer depth.

Based on the results of the 1993 Sewer System Study, the sewers on Putney and
Henley are generally in fair to poor condition, with radial cracking, linear cracking,
and mineral deposits present in many of the segments, and root intrusions noted on
Putney. A sunken section of pipe is present in the Putney sewer, between MH28A and
MH28, which was traversed by the camera in 1993, and we would recommend this line
be televised again to determine if the offset amount has increased since then.
Structural rehabilitation of the sewer segments would require completing a point repair
for the sunken segment of pipe and then relining with a cured-in-place liner system.

Sewer Capacity

Considering the modifications made to the sewer system as part of the 1995
Birmingham CSO Drain project, rational method calculations were completed for the
existing sewers on Putney and Henley. Drainage areas were established from two (2)
foot contour maps (Abrams Aerial Survey Corp., 1962). Based on these drainage
calculations it was determined that the existing combined sewer in the study area does
not have the capacity for design flows resulting from a 10-year storm.

Construction of the Birmingham CSO Drain eliminated combined sewer overflows to
the Rouge River, but did not directly address capacity issues in the local sewers. In
some cases, existing sewers were intercepted by the Drain, thereby providing an outlet
with sufficient capacity and reducing the hydraulic grade line (HGL) in the local

system for design conditions, which include the sewer on Abbey that is the outlet for
the Putney/Henley sewers. However, under existing design conditions, the flow in the
Abbey sewer at Henley will be surcharged by 0.5 feet, with the resulting HGL being
3.4 feet below grade. The flow in the Putney sewer at Henley will be surcharged by
1.2 feet, with the resulting HGL being 4.8 feet below grade.

Recommended Sewer Improvements

Due to the age, deteriorated condition, and relatively shallow depth of the existing
sewer, we would recommend that some improvements be made to the sewer system in
the study area. Two alternatives were considered in this study; the first being removal
and replacement of the existing combined sewers, and the other involving construction
of a new storm sewer to divert the excess flow to the combined system and
rehabilitation of the existing combined sewers to address structural and maintenance
concerns. Any new sewers that are installed would be constructed of reinforced
concrete pipe or PVC pipe, both with water-tight joints, and would have an expected
service life exceeding 50 years.

For the combined sewer alternative, we would recommend that the new sewers be
installed close to the alignment of the existing sewers. Some realignment is
recommended to reduce potential impact to the water main system and trees. New
sewers could be installed at slightly flatter slopes so that the depth of the sewer can be
increased to better serve adjoining homes. With the proposed sewer slopes shown, the
sewers could be installed at depths of 7.9 to 10.6 feet (2 to 3 feet deeper than existing).
Please note that even with the new sewers, there will be some surcharging under design
conditions due to downstream capacity limitations. However, because the sewers are
deeper, the depth of the resulting HGL in the Putney sewer at Henley will be 7.4 feet
below grade. The approximate construction cost for constructing the new combined
sewers on Henley and Putney, which includes restoration and 10% for contingencies,
would be on the order of $133,000.

For the storm sewer and rehabilitation alternative, we would recommend that a new
storm sewer be installed to collect the drainage to the catch basins on Putney, at MH’s
28A and 28. The new storm sewer would be connected to an existing storm sewer
along the Adams Road “service” drive. The Adams Road storm sewer flows north,
connecting to the 36” storm sewer at Manor Park, that outlets to the Rouge River. The
Adams Road storm sewer collects flow from the private sewer system at the apartment
complex on the east side of Adams, across from Abbey. There is also one catch basin
on that sewer just north of Putney. With the additional flow, the existing Adams Road
storm sewer will be surcharged under design conditions, but the resulting HGL will
still remain below grade. With the removal of this storm flow from the combined
sewers on Putney and Henley, they will have capacity for the 10-year storm.

We would recommend that with the storm sewer alternative, the existing 8” sewers on

Putney should be rehabilitated at some time in the future to address concerns with the
condition of the pipe and the future operation and maintenance. Rehabilitation would

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include completing a point repair and relining using a cured-in-place resin lining
system. The point repair work could be completed as part of the storm sewer work,
while the sewer lining could be included in a future sewer rehabilitation program. The
approximate construction cost for constructing the new storm sewer and completing
the rehabilitation of the Putney sewers, which includes restoration and 10% for
contingencies, would be on the order of $92,000

07-166-14 PUBLIC HEARING — SPECIAL LAND USE PERMIT

TOAST BIRMINGHAM, 203 PIERCE

Mayor Moore opened the Public Hearing to consider a Special Land Use Permit Amendment for
Toast Birmingham, 203 Pierce at 7:49 PM.

Planner Ecker explained the request from Toast Birmingham to add an outdoor dining platform.
She noted that the platform would require the use of two on-street parking spaces and one
parking meter would have to be removed. The platform would add an additional twenty-eight

Commissioner Dilgard expressed concern with taking away two parking spaces with the current
parking situation.
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Commissioner Hoff pointed out that a letter was received from Leslie Rogers, 180 Pierce,
opposed to the proposed platform.

Ms. Ecker confirmed for Commissioner Hoff that the ordinance does not restrict outdoor dining
to the sidewalk or a platform. Commissioner Hoff expressed concern with eliminating two
parking spaces on Pierce due to the parking issue. She expressed concern with increasing the
size of the bistros as it was not the intent of the bistro ordinance.

Commissioner Rinschler agreed that parking is a serious issue, but noted that other platforms
have been approved on Pierce. Commissioner Nickita pointed out that Martin Street has been
rebuilt since the previous request by Toast to add a platform.

Mayor Pro Tem Sherman pointed out that taking away parking spaces sends a double message
with the appearance of a parking issue. Commissioner McDaniel agreed that the timing of the
request is wrong and noted that he does not have a problem with the proposed size of the
platform.

Chris Longe, representing Toast Birmingham, acknowledged the parking deficit and noted that
not allowing the platform on two spaces will not make a significant impact on the deficit.

Dorothy Conrad suggested postponing the decision as a platform removes parking in the day
and evening.

Cheryl Daskas, Tender, expressed opposition to the platform and commented that there is a
parking crisis.

The Mayor closed the Public Hearing at 8:18 PM.
The Commission took no action.

07-167-14 PUBLIC HEARING OF NECESSITY

2014 CAPESEAL PROGRAM
Mayor Moore opened the Public Hearing of Necessity for the 2014 Capeseal Program at 8:18
PM.

Public Works Manager Matthews presented the 2014 Capeseal Program. City Engineer O'Meara
confirmed for Mayor Pro Tem Sherman that the City has not received any petitions to improve
these streets.

Mayor Pro Tem Sherman and Mayor Moore commented on the benefits of a permanent street
versus an unimproved road. Mr. Matthews and Mr. O'Meara explained the difference between
asphalt and chipseal and an improved street.

Jack Burns, Putney, expressed support of the sealcoat. He noted that the sewers, not the
street, are the problem on Putney. Mr. O'Meara noted that the sewers were camera scoped
and no issues were found. He noted it could be that the sewers are undersized for the area.
The Commission suggested Mr. Burns meet with City Engineer O'Meara for further discussion on
the issue.
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Heather Carmona, Lakeside/Oak, explained the uniqueness of her corner lot and expressed
concern with the path on the corner. DPS Director Wood noted that she has reviewed the site
and will address Ms. Carmona’s concerns.

Mayor Moore confirmed for Michael Pilus, Pine St., that the cost to improve a road is more than
the capeseal.

Anthony Long, Smith/Cummings, questioned how to begin the petition process to improve the
road. Mayor Moore suggested Mr. Long meet with City Engineer O'Meara.

Richard & Beth Bommarito, Abbey/Poppleton, questioned the method of assessment and
whether any adjustments could be made. Mr. Valentine explained that the cost is based on City
policy and there is no method for appeal. Mr. Matthews explained that only the frontage on
Abbey will be capesealed.

The Mayor closed the Public Hearing at 8:56 PM.

The Commission discussed the program and the need for residents to understand the benefits
of improved streets.

Catalpa Drive Sewer Replacement — Pierce St. to Edgewood Ave.

In 1925, the Birmingham portion of the Acacia Park Drain was constructed under the direction
of the predecessor to the Oakland Co. Water Resources Office (OCWRC). Its upstream end
starts at the intersection of Catalpa Dr. and Grant St. From there, it flows westerly on Catalpa
Dr. to Pierce St. It then turns south and flows on Pierce St. into Beverly Hills. The drain
continues to get larger as it flows south and west, eventually terminating at the Rouge River,
connecting to the Evergreen Interceptor at Evergreen Rd.

Since this pipe is owned and operated by the OCWRC, it is their duty to inspect and maintain it.
Recently, we were notified that the section of pipe on Catalpa Dr. between Pierce St. and
Edgewood Dr. is in very poor condition. The original pipe, which varies in size from 18 inch to
20 inch diameter, is about 700 ft. long. The pipe has several segments that are fractured and
are likely to fail in the future due to the weight of the load placed on top of it. Further, the pipe
is extra deep, varying in depth at 20 ft. at Pierce St. to 14 ft. at Edgewood Ave. Due to the
depth of the sewer, the number of house connections, and the poor condition of the pipe, the
best option for repair is to open cut and replace it. Such an excavation will result in complete
removal and replacement of the concrete street, which is also nearing the end of its service life.
The total estimated cost of the project, including sewer replacement, lateral repairs within the
trench, and concrete street replacement, is estimated at about $525,000, including design,
inspection, and contingency.

Starting in 1996, the Acacia Drain also includes the operation of the Retention Treatment Basin
built at that time. Birmingham and Beverly Hills are charged a maintenance assessment to
primarily cover the cost of operating the basin. However, the funds collected each year for this
district is not sufficient to cover the cost of a large construction project such as this. The
OCWRC staff offered to engineer and oversee the construction of the project, with all costs
payable separate from the annual maintenance assessment, split as all costs in the district are
typically split (29.79% Birmingham, 70.21% Beverly Hills). All OCWRC staff costs would also be
added to the charges.

In 2005, and again in 2007, Birmingham and Beverly Hills successfully oversaw the design and
construction of two large sewer capacity improvement projects in the Acacia Drainage District
without involvement of the OCWRC. All costs were payable with the typical shares noted
above. The 2005 project involved sewers primarily on Northlawn Blvd. and Birmingham Blvd.,
which Birmingham oversaw, while the 2007 project involved a large sewer on Bates St. (south

of 14 Mile Rd.), which was overseen by Beverly Hills. Both projects were designed by Hubbell,
1
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Roth, & Clark, Inc. Costs were reduced for both projects by not having the County staff
involved.

After learning of the need to do this work, | discussed our options with the Director of Public
Works for Beverly Hills. We are already currently preparing a project known as the 2015 Local
Street Paving Program (Contract #2-15(P)), which involves other streets near Catalpa Dr. Since
the sewer needing repair is in Birmingham, we have agreed in principal that it would be most
cost efficient to have this added to our already budgeted project, with all funding being split as
is typically done on Acacia Drainage District projects (Birmingham 29.79%, Beverly Hills
70.21%). To that end, Beier Howlett has prepared the attached agreement that has been
reviewed by the Village's attorney, and will be scheduled for approval by the Village Board some
time in December.

When a project of this sort is undertaken, it is in the City’s best interest to replace the public
water main and any sewer laterals to homes if they are over 50 years old. Any work involving
the water main should be charged 100% to Birmingham, as it does not involve the drainage
district. A portion of each sewer lateral would be replaced as a part of this deep sewer
construction, although the majority would not. If they are over 50 years old, we would
recommend that the laterals be replaced, payable as a special assessment to the adjacent
homeowners. This cost, as well, would not be charged to Beverly Hills. As outlined in the
agreement, it is estimated that the drainage district will be responsible for about $350,000, and
the City of Birmingham will be responsible for $173,000, for a total project cost of $$523,000.
Final estimated costs to Birmingham are as follows:

TOTAL COST TO BEVERLY HILLS $246,000

We are not suggesting that any costs be charged to the Local Road Fund, although the road
system will benefit. All pavement replacement is a result of the need to replace this County
sewer. Overall, this represents a good opportunity for Birmingham to replace two blocks of
aging infrastructure at greatly reduced costs.

The Engineering Dept. recommends that the City Commission approve the attached agreement
outlining the reconstruction of two blocks of the Catalpa Dr. section of the Acacia Drain, with
costs to be apportioned as outlined, and to be constructed as a part of the 2015 Local Street
Paving Program, Contract #2-15(P). Approval is contingent on approval also being obtained
from the Beverly Hills Village Council.

SUGGESTED RESOLUTION:

To approve the agreement between the City and the Village of Beverly Hills to cover the costs
of the replacement of the Catalpa Dr. segment of the Acacia Drain, to be built as a part of the
2015 Local Street Paving Program, Contract #2-15(P), with a total estimated cost of $523,000,
and further to direct the Mayor and City Clerk to sign the agreement on behalf of the City,
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contingent upon approval of the Beverly Hills Village Council. Further, approving the
appropriation and budget amendments to the fiscal year 2014-2015 budget as follows:

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this day of 2014, by
and between the CITY OF BIRMINGHAM (hereinafter referred to as “BIRMINGHAM”), and
the VILLAGE OF BEVERLY HILLS (hereinafter referred to as “BEVERLY HILLS”),

provides as follows:

WHEREAS, the City of Birmingham and the Village of Beverly Hills, in cooperation
with each other, have undertaken a project to fix defects that were identified in the 21” and 18”
diameter Acacia Park sewers by the Oakland County Water Resource Office. The pipes are
owned by the Acacia Park District, and the construction costs associated with the pipe
improvements will be paid for by the City of Birmingham and the Village of Beverly Hills based
upon a predetermined cost apportionment methodology. The apportionment is 29.79% for the
City of Birmingham and 70.21% for the Village of Beverly Hills. The City of Birmingham is
planning on replacing the water main and sewer laterals to the right-of-way line as well. The
costs beyond what were needed to replace the combined sewer will be paid for (100%) by the
City of Birmingham. The improvements are within the jurisdiction of the City of Birmingham,

which improvements are, hereinafter referred to as the “Project”; and,





WHEREAS, the estimated cost of the Project is Five Hundred Twenty-three Thousand

Dollars ($523,000.00), of which Three Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($350,000.00) is

expected to be the cost chargeable to the Acacia Drainage District,

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants set forth herein and in

conformity with all applicable laws, it is hereby agreed between BIRMINGHAM AND

BEVERLY HILLS, as follows:

1.

BIRMINGHAM shall forthwith undertake and complete the PROJECT, as above
described, as part of its 2015 Local Road Paving Program; and shall perform or cause
to be performed all preliminary engineering, construction engineering, and
administration in reference thereto, which is identified in Exhibit 1.

The PROJECT shall include preliminary engineering, construction engineering, and
total payments to the contractor.

The estimated chargeable PROJECT construction cost is approximately Three
Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($350,000). It is expected that the majority of the
cost of this project will be paid to the general contractor that is awarded the job as the
lowest responsible bidder, and secondly, to the design engineer, Hubbell, Roth, &
Clark, as outlined in Exhibit 1. The City will use its own staff to oversee the
inspection and administration of this project. Inspection costs are charged out at the
rate of $60 per hour, and will be included in the above pre-determined apportionment
costs. Administrative time spent by Engineering Dept. staff will not be charged
separately, but will be considered paid through the Inspection hourly rate noted

above.





4. The pipes to be replaced are owned by the Acacia Park District and the costs
associated with the pipe improvements will be paid for by BIRMINGHAM or
BEVERLY HILLS based upon the predetermined cost apportionment methodology.
That apportionment is 29.79% for BIRMINGHAM and 70.21% for BEVERLY
HILLS. BIRMINGHAM and BEVERLY HILLS agree to pay their portions of this
PROJECT in accordance with that predetermined cost apportionment methodology.
All costs attributable to improvements outside of those needed for the replacement of
the Acacia Drain facility shall be 100% paid by the City of Birmingham,

5. BIRMINGHAM is planning on replacing the water main and sewer laterals to the
right-of-way line as well. The cost for that part of the project, which are beyond that
which is needed to replace the combined sewer, will be paid for by BIRMINGHAM.
The total cost of the work outside of the Acacia Drain Improvements is estimated at a
cost of One Hundred Seventy-Three Thousand Dollars ($173,000.00).

6. BIRMINGHAM and BEVERLY HILLS agree to pay any costs in excess of the
estimated PROJECT construction cost up to Five Hundred Twenty-three Thousand
Dollars ($523,000.00) in accordance with the above referenced predetermined cost
apportionment methodology set forth in paragraph 4. The total access cost will be
determined from the records of the PROJECT. The final adjustments and final
obligations of the parties hereto will be made upon completion of the PROJECT or at

the conclusion of any requested audit.

There will be 2 paving and utility plan and profile sheets that will show the
existing and proposed roadway profile, sewer pipe replacement and water
main replacement that will be drawn on a plan scale of 1”=20’ and a
vertical scale of 1”’=5" in order to show the deeper sewer profile.

b.) There will be 2 grading plan and profile sheets that will be the same plan
sheet but the profile will be enlarged to a scale of 1” =2’ for detailing the
road centerline and curb and gutter profiles.

c.) There will be 1 other sheet that will detail the 3 intersection to show the
handicap ramps and intersection grades.

Please be advised that the Multi-Modal Transportation Board (“MMTB”) is in receipt of letters
from numerous residents regarding the upcoming 2016 project to resurface W. Maple Road
between Southfield and Cranbrook.

After the issue came up again last evening during a public hearing on the proposed
improvements to Oak Street, Chairperson Slanga requested staff pass along confirmation of the
Multi-Modal Board’s process and intentions with regards to the upcoming W. Maple project to
the City Commission.

Ms. Slanga indicated that the MMTB will begin a detailed study of W. Maple next year, using the
Multi-Modal Plan as a guide. The board will conduct a thorough review of existing conditions,
facts, research and data in conjunction with the Police, Engineering and Planning Departments,
and using the expertise of outside transportation consultants. After educating themselves and
reviewing all of the data, public hearings will be conducted. Chairperson Slanga advised that
the MMTB puts a lot of time and effort into any recommendations it makes, and intends to
study all options for improvements to the W. Maple corridor. She indicated that the Board
welcomes input from residents and the public is encouraged to participate, and will be solicited
throughout the review of the corridor and during the public hearing process. All letters received
to date will be included as public input when this issue is discussed early in 2015. The MMTB
intends to study the corridor in depth, however, this process has not yet commenced.
