Holland, Mercedes-Benz of Bloomfield Hills at 7:36 PM.

Planner Baka explained that the property is located at the end of Holland Street and abuts the
public school bus yard and DPS yard. He explained that the applicant is proposing to demolish
the majority of the buildings on the site and construct a 16,400 square foot warehouse to
provide off-site storage for the dealership. He noted that the proposal will include installing
gates in line with the front of the warehouse, which will leave the front portion accessible.

Lot #5 with the inclusion of residential and commercial elements along with the expansion of
the North Old Woodward Parking Structure; and

Whereas, the Rouge River Trail Corridor Master Plan proposed linkages from Lot #5 to the Booth Park
trail system through a combination of bridges and trail extensions; and

Whereas, the City Commission wishes to establish an Ad Hoc Parking Development Committee to provide
a coordinated review of these sites while considering all of the elements and input needed to
formalize a parking development plan.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved that an Ad Hoc Parking Development Committee is hereby established to
develop an implementation strategy for addressing future parking demands in the Central
Business District, while considering cost, capacity needs and impacts, master planning
concepts, financial alternatives and timelines, as follows:

1. The Committee will be Ad Hoc. The term of the Committee will expire upon completion
of a final report to the City Commission and the Committee will cease functioning unless
otherwise directed by the Commission.

2. The City Commission hereby appoints to the Committee the following members. Each
respective board shall recommend an appointee to the City Commission for appointment.
a) Two City Commissioners
b) One member from the Advisory Parking Committee
¢) One member from the Planning Board
d) One member from the Principal Shopping District
e) Two resident members from the general public, one with a background in finance and
one with a background in commercial development. (Such members would be excluded
from financial participation in the implementation of the Committee’s plan.)

The City Commission also hereby appoints the City Manager as an ex officio member of
the committee and the City Manager may designate respective city staff members to
serve as ex officio members of the committee to assist in providing information and
assistance as may be required.

3. The Committee shall formulate the development of a recommended plan on how to best
proceed in addressing the future parking demands outlined in the analysis of the Ad Hoc
Parking Study Committee in accordance with the following:

a. Review the parking system’s overall long-term parking demands for both the
north and south ends of the Central Business District and finalize the necessary
elements to complete the parking system’s expansion plan, while considering
cost, capacity needs and impacts, master planning concepts, financing
requirements and timelines.

b. Review the Ad Hoc Parking Study Committee’'s analysis, the Downtown
Birmingham 2016 Report and the Rouge River Trail Corridor Master Plan as they
relate to Lot#5 in order to achieve the best outcomes in all three areas in a
coordinated fashion.

Report & Planning Board, Historic District Commission, and Design Review Board Action Lists for

Commissioner Hoff questioned the status of the zoning transition overlay and the South
Woodward Gateway Plan.

Commissioner Rinschler pointed out that the Committee has considered keeping the curbs
where at the current location whether Maple is four lanes or two lanes. Ms. Ecker explained
that the discussion was constrained to keeping the curbs in the current location as this is not a
complete reconstruction project. It is a resurfacing project in the budget.

The Commission recessed to closed session at 8:35 PM.
The Commission reconvened in open session at 9:26 PM.

3.5"- 4” caliper balled and burlapped trees. The request for proposals was entered into the
Michigan Inter-governmental Trade Network (MITN) purchasing system and it was also publicly
advertised in the Birmingham Observer/Eccentric. The trees to be planted will be placed on
various street rights-of-way and parks during the spring of 2015. Four bidders responded. The
result of the sealed bids follows in the table below.

This purchase will include providing all trees, planting, topsoil, pruning and necessary watering.
The trees also come with a two year warranty. Based on extensive reference checks and a
thorough interview, the Department of Public Services recommends awarding the spring 2015
street tree purchase and planting project to Franks Landscaping and Supplies, LLC. Money has
been allocated in the 2014-2015 budget from various accounts for this service.

In 2014, the spring and fall tree plantings were awarded to KLM Landscape. The Spring 2014
plant was for 130 trees in the amount of $37,506.00 and the Fall 2014 plant was $35,085.00 for
115 trees.

For Spring 2015 Tree Purchase and Planting Project

This AGREEMENT, made this day of , 2015, by and
between CITY OF BIRMINGHAM, having its principal municipal office at 151 Martin
Street, Birmingham, M| (hereinafter sometimes called "City"), and Franks Landscaping
& Supplies, LLC, having its principal office at 26204 Doxtator, Dearborn Heights, Ml
48127 (hereinafter called "Contractor”), provides as follows:

WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, the City of Birmingham, through its Public Service Department, is
desirous of having work completed to supply and install trees in the right of ways,
Woodward Avenue median, and parks in the City of Birmingham.

WHEREAS, the City has heretofore advertised for bids for the procurement and
performance of services required to perform tree supply and planting of one-hundred
and sixty-two 3"-3.5" B&B trees, and in connection therewith has prepared a request for
sealed proposals (“RFP”), which includes certain instructions to bidders, specifications,

terms and conditions.

WHEREAS, the Contractor has professional qualifications that meet the project
requirements and has made a bid in accordance with such request for cost proposals to

perform tree supply and planting.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the respective agreements and

undertakings herein contained, the parties agree as follows:

1. It is mutually agreed by and between the parties that the documents consisting of
the Request for Proposal to perform tree supply and planting and the Contractor's
cost proposal dated March 17, 2015 shall be incorporated herein by reference and
shall become a part of this Agreement, and shall be binding upon both parties
hereto. If any of the documents are in conflict with one another, this Agreement

shall take precedence, then the RFP.

2. The City shall pay the Contractor for the performance of this Agreement in an
amount not to exceed $48,262.00 as set forth in the Contractor's March 17, 2015

cost proposal.

3. This Agreement shall commence upon execution by both parties, unless the City
exercises its option to terminate the Agreement in accordance with the Request for

Proposals.

4. The Contractor shall employ personnel of good moral character and fitness in
performing all services under this Agreement.
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5. The Contractor and the City agree that the Contractor is acting as an independent
Contractor with respect to the Contractor 's role in providing services to the City
pursuant to this Agreement, and as such, shall be liable for its own actions and
neither the Contractor nor its employees shall be construed as employees of the
City. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be construed to imply a joint venture
or partnership and neither party, by virtue of this Agreement, shall have any right,
power or authority to act or create any obligation, express or implied, on behalf of
the other party, except as specifically outlined herein. Neither the City nor the
Contractor shall be considered or construed to be the agent of the other, nor shall
either have the right to bind the other in any manner whatsoever, except as
specifically provided in this Agreement, and this Agreement shall not be construed
as a contract of agency. The Contractor shall not be entitled or eligible to participate
in any benefits or privileges given or extended by the City, or be deemed an
employee of the City for purposes of federal or state withholding taxes, FICA taxes,
unemployment, workers' compensation or any other employer contributions on
behalf of the City.

6. The Contractor acknowledges that in performing services pursuant to this
Agreement, certain confidential and/or proprietary information (including, but not
limited to, internal organization, methodology, personnel and financial information,
etc.) may become involved. The Contractor recognizes that unauthorized exposure
of such confidential or proprietary information could irreparably damage the City.
Therefore, the Contractor agrees to use reasonable care to safeguard the
confidential and proprietary information and to prevent the unauthorized use or
disclosure thereof. The Contractor shall inform its employees of the confidential or
proprietary nature of such information and shall limit access thereto to employees
rendering services pursuant to this Agreement. The Contractor further agrees to use
such confidential or proprietary information only for the purpose of performing
services pursuant to this Agreement.

7. This Agreement shall be governed by and performed, interpreted and enforced in
accordance with the laws of the State of Michigan. The Contractor agrees to
perform all services provided for in this Agreement in accordance with and in full
compliance with all local, state and federal laws and regulations.

8. If any provision of this Agreement is declared invalid, illegal or unenforceable, such
provision shall be severed from this Agreement and all other provisions shall remain
in full force and effect.

9. This Agreement shall be binding upon the successors and assigns of the parties
hereto, but no such assignment shall be made by the Contractor without the prior
written consent of the City. Any attempt at assignment without prior written consent

shall be void and of no effect.

10.The Contractor agrees that neither it nor its subcontractors will discriminate against
any employee or applicant for employment with respect to hire, tenure, terms,

employment because of race, color, religion, national origin, age, sex, height, weight
or marital status. The Contractor shall inform the City of all claims or suits asserted
against it by the Contractor's employees who work pursuant to this Agreement. The
Contractor shall provide the City with periodic status reports concerning all such
claims or suits, at intervals established by the City.

The Contractor shall not commence work under this Agreement until it has, at its
sole expense, obtained the insurance required under this paragraph. All coverages
shall be with insurance companies licensed and admitted to do business in the State
of Michigan. All coverages shall be with carriers acceptable to the City of

The Contractor shall maintain during the life of this Agreement the types of
insurance coverage and minimum limits as set forth below:

SUBJECT: City Bench Purchase

The City currently uses a sole source vendor, Dumor, sold through Superior Play, LLC for the
purchase of site furnishings uptown, in select parks and for our Recognition Program, which
includes such items as city benches and trash receptacles. This is the result of previous reviews
and evaluations of other providers to supply the City of Birmingham with equipment in the
approved “Birmingham Green” color, style and custom lettering. To date, this is the only
vendor that can provide the approved style and color. Therefore, no competitive bids were
obtained for this purchase.

There is a need for additional benches for upcoming improvement areas such as the Chester
Parking Structure upgrade/corner of Maple and Chester and to replenish inventory of donation
plagues ready benches which are for both streetscapes and parks.

In order to continue providing standardized equipment throughout the City streetscapes and
parks, I am requesting the purchase of twenty-two (22) Custom Color and Lettering Dumor
Benches, in the amount of $29,665.00 or $1,348.41 each, for placement in appropriate parks
and as part of downtown streetscapes. The last time benches were ordered was in December
2013 and unit cost was $1,501.93. This total purchase amount of City benches includes freight
and the custom color green. The money has been budgeted in fiscal year 2014-2015 Capital
Projects Fund in the amount of $30,000 for this equipment purchase from account #401-
901.009-981.0100.

SUBJECT: Chester St. Structure Street Improvements

Contract #3-15(P) Contract Award

Bids were opened on the above project on March 27, 2015. The low bid was submitted by
FDM Contracting, Inc., at a cost of $410,955.50. Two bids were received, as listed on the
attached summary. The engineer’s estimate was $340,000.

FDM Contracting has successfully completed three projects for the City since 2011. The most
recent was the similar but larger Pierce St. Paving Project (2013). The Oak St. Paving Project
was recently awarded to them as well. We are confident that they are qualified to perform the
work on this contract.

The project will include three street improvements, all adjacent to the Chester St. Parking
Structure:

1. Martin St. will be constructed as a public street between Southfield Rd. and Martin St.,
serving as the entrance to the parking structure, as well as the two adjacent buildings
on the south side of the road (550 W. Merrill St. office building, and Baldwin House
Apartments). The existing parking control equipment will be removed from the right-of-
way. Street lights will be added to both sides of the street, and landscaping will be
introduced on the south side of the parking structure.

2. The large radius for right turns from Maple Rd. to Chester St. will be reduced in size,
which will reduce the crosswalk lengths from this corner, as well as allow for a
landscaped seating area in front of the parking structure stair tower.

3. Chester St. from Maple Rd. to Martin St. will be resurfaced (general maintenance).

Since other significant work is already scheduled for this parking structure this spring, we have
asked the contractor to not start on this work until the internal work is no longer impacting
traffic flows. We expect that it will start in July or August, and take 2 months to execute.
Landscape plans have been attached for your information.

As is required for all of the City’s construction projects, FDM has submitted a 5% bid security
with their bid which will be forfeited if they do not provide the signed contracts and required
bonds and insurance required by the contract following the award by the City Commission.

The cost of the project will be charged to the following accounts:

Executive Summary

The subiject site is located at 250 N. Old Woodward, on the south side of the existing Palladium
building, in a portion of the former Palladium Theatre space. The parcel is zoned B-4,
Business-Residential and D-4 in the Downtown Overlay District.

The applicant, Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill, is seeking approval of the
transfer of ownership of one of the Class C liquor licenses that has long been associated with
the Palladium Building to allow the owner to operate the Emagine Palladium Theatre and
Ironwood Grill under Chapter 10, Alcoholic Liquors, of the City Code. The assignor of this
Class C license is The Palladium of Birmingham, LLC (owner of the Palladium Building), which
is assigning the license to CH Birmingham, LLC a/k/a Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill
Inside Emagine Palladium, which will own and operate the theatre and restaurant proposed at
this time. There are 2 members of CH Birmingham, LLC: CH Royal Oak, LLC as to 65% (entity
that operates the Emagine Royal Oak), and Cloud Nine Theater Partners, LLC as to 35%
(entity that operates the Maple Theater in Birmingham). Emagine owns and operates seven
other movie theatres, with a total of 84 screens. Ironwood Grill was founded 5 years ago and
currently operates a restaurant in Plymouth, MI, and works in partnership with Emagine Royal
Oak to provide selected offerings at that location, and with full food service at Emagine
Macomb.

This license was formerly used at Buca di Beppo and is being transferred from 270 N. Old
Woodward to 250 N. Old Woodward. This Class C liquor license is proposed to be held by CH

Sunday PM Sales Permit; and

Specific Purpose Permit (for movies and food).





The applicant has indicated that there is no permanent dance floor proposed inside the
Emagine Palladium Theatre or Ironwood Grill, but that dancing and entertainment will be
offered at special events only. The applicant has also indicated that the additional bar permit
is to allow the use of a “floating bar”, which will be set up in certain areas of the establishment
as needed for special events. Finally, the applicant has advised that the specific purpose
permit is to allow the showing of movies and the service of food outside the normal operating
hours for the service of alcohol (such as special midnight release showings that could go
past 2:00am, thus theater would be open past 2:00am, but alcohol service would cease at
2:00am). No outdoor dining permit is requested, nor required.

Chapter 10 requires that the applicant obtain a Special Land Use Permit and approval from the
City Commission to open a new liquor establishment, and to transfer ownership of existing
liquor licenses. Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill will be required to obtain a
recommendation from the Planning Board on the Final Site Plan and Special Land Use Permit,
and then obtain approval from the City Commission for the Final Site Plan and Special Land
Use Permit (“SLUP™), and for the transfer of ownership of the existing liquor license.

On March 11, 2015, the applicant appeared before the Planning Board for review of
the proposed Emagine Theatre and Ironwood Grill. After much discussion, the
Planning Board postponed the matter and requested additional information on the
proposed membership theatre concept, an updated and ordinance compliant sign
package with all required details, and design and material details on the proposed
exterior changes on the fourth floor of the south elevation where open air dining is
proposed.

At this time, the applicant has not provided any additional information on the
proposed membership theatre concept, but has provided an updated sign package
and a detailed elevation of the fourth floor of the south elevation where open air
dining is proposed.

1.0 Land Use and Zoning
1.1  Existing Land Use — A portion of the tenant space was most recently the

Palladium Theatre. The tenant space is currently vacant. Land uses
surrounding the site are retail, commercial and residential.

1.2 Existing Zoning — The property is currently zoned B-4, Business-Residential, and
D-4 in the Downtown Overlay District. The existing use and surrounding uses
appear to conform to the permitted uses of each Zoning District.

1.3 Summary of Land Use and Zoning - The following chart summarizes existing
land use and zoning adjacent to and/or in the vicinity of the subject site.

2.0 Proposed Theatre and Restaurant Operations

Both movie theatres and food and drink establishments are permitted in the B4 zoning district,
and alcoholic beverages may be served with approval of a valid SLUP. The proposed theatre
and restaurant space is approximately 31,000 sq.ft. in size, and is proposing to operate 5
movie screens with a total of 590 seats. The former Palladium Theatre had 12 screens and
2200 seats. Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill propose to operate under a new
neighborhood theatre membership model, where patrons must buy a yearly membership.
Under this model, only members can purchase movie tickets, and all individual seats will be
reserved for a specific date and time. The applicant does intend to provide guest
memberships to visitors staying at the Townsend Hotel. All theatre seating will be luxury
recliners and luxury rockers in the digital projection auditoriums. The proposed standard hours
of operation for the theatre are 10:00am — 1:00am, seven days a week.

Ironwood Grill is proposed to be open to the public (with no membership requirement). The
restaurant will provide an upscale casual dining experience and offer 198 seats, including 17
seats at the bar, with an exhibition style brick pizza oven kitchen and an open air dining
experience overlooking Hamilton above the theatre marquis. Ironwood Grill will offer award
winning BBQ specialties and wood-fired Neapolitan style pizzas, a variety of freshly prepared
dishes and an extensive selection of craft beer, wine and cocktails. A private banquet room is
also proposed with a private bar that will be available for rental for birthday parties, meetings,
bridal showers and similar functions. The proposed hours of operation for the Ironwood Grill
are 10:00am - 12:00am, seven days a week. At this time, the applicant has not
provided any additional information on the proposed membership theatre concept,
as requested by the Planning Board on March 11, 2014.

Emagine Palladium Theatre members will be entitled to priority reserved seating at the
Ironwood Grill during busy periods and be entitled to call ahead food service. Theatre





members can enjoy concession stand food and beverages that will be offered in the theatre
lobby, or they order from the Ironwood Grill and restaurant wait staff will provide the service
of food and beverages from the Ironwood Grill to patrons’ theatre seat prior to the start of the

movie.

The applicant will be required to execute a contract with the City outlining the
details of the proposed theatre and restaurant operations that must be fully
executed upon approval of the SLUP.

Parking — As the subject site is located within the Parking Assessment District,
the applicant is not required to provide on-site parking for theatre or restaurant
uses.

Loading - Loading spaces are not required, nor proposed for this tenant space
individually. Loading areas for the entire building are provided off of Ferndale
Avenue.

Vehicular Access & Circulation - Vehicular access to the building will not be
altered.

Pedestrian Access & Circulation — Pedestrian access to both the theatre and the
restaurant will be available directly from the City sidewalk. Patrons will walk into
the first floor lobby and will be greeted by a concierge who will assist both
restaurant and movie membership guests with reservations and ticketing, and
direct patrons to the stairs and elevators to the second floor.

Streetscape — The existing sidewalk conforms to the current Downtown
Birmingham Streetscape Standards. No changes are proposed.

Department. The following area of concern was noted:

The existing curtain wall is fire stopped at each floor level. The fire
stopping system must be maintained or replaced with a UL approved
system.

Design Review

The applicant is proposing several design changes to the existing building. The
changes proposed are to the design of the marquis itself, signage changes and the
removal of decorative metal elements and fixed windows at the new fourth floor. The
applicant is proposing to remove the art deco metal design element from the top of the
marquis, as well as the changeable channel letter boards that were previously used to
list all movies being shown in the former Palladium Theatre. In addition, 40" of the
fourth floor fixed curtain wall windows are proposed to be replaced with a retractable
Nanawall folding window system to provide an open air dining experience in the portion
of the Ironwood Grill overlooking Hamilton Street above the existing marquis. At this
time the applicant has not provided specification sheets or a color selection
for the Nanawall system. The applicant has indicated that a “code compliant safety
barrier” will be provided across this opening, and be covered by a spandrel glass panel
from 42” above the finished floor to the bulkhead above. No further details,
elevation drawings or materials have been provided to illustrate the design
of the proposed safety barrier or the panel that may be attached to the
safety barrier. The applicant will be required to provide specifics on the
proposed “code compliant safety barrier” before design approval can be
granted. In any event, the use of spandrel glass is not permitted in the
Downtown Birmingham Overlay District, nor are balconies or railings
permitted to be made of glass (Article 3, section 3.04(E) of the Zoning
Ordinance). The applicant has now provided an elevation drawing of the
fourth floor on the south elevation where open air dining is proposed. The
new plans indicate that the existing prefinished aluminum curtain wall
framing is to remain. A new Nanawall system is proposed for the upper 5.95’
of the existing opening. A new prefinished aluminum frame is proposed to
be added 3.5 above the bottom of the existing opening. This frame will hold
the base of the Nanawall frame, as well as the top of a new row of
prefinished insulated composite metal panels to match the existing panels
below. The plans note that all colors will match existing, but the existing
colors are not noted. The plans also show what appears to be a railing






element on the top of the proposed metal panel guard rail. This is proposed
to be mounted up to 2” from the top of the metal panel and extend 1.5
above. No other details are provided, so it is unclear what this is, and of
what material it is made.

The plans no longer propose the use of spandrel glass, and metal panels are
permitted for use on balconies and railings in accordance with Article 3,
section 3.04(E) of the Zoning Ordinance.

As the proposed open air dining is not located outside of the building footprint at grade
or in the public right-of-way, most of the normal outdoor dining requirements do not
apply. No outdoor dining permit or license agreement is required. However, the
applicant is proposing that the Nanawall window system will only be open during the
regular hours of business for the Ironwood Grill (weather permitting). As the
restaurant will not be open past midnight on any evening, no open air dining will be
offered past midnight. At this time, the applicant has not provided any
specifications sheets on the proposed dining tables and chairs to be used
within the restaurant in the area adjacent to the Nanawall retractable
windows. At this time, the applicant has not provided specification sheets
on the proposed dining tables and chairs to be used adjacent to the Nanawall
window system. Photos of the interior of the restaurant have been provided.

Signage

As discussed above, the decorative features on the top of the marquis are proposed to
be removed to create a clean line, and the existing channel letter boards are proposed
to be removed as well. Three new name letter signs and three graphic elements are
proposed to be mounted to the existing marquis sign.

At this time, no signage drawings or plans have been provided. The
applicant has provided a photo with the proposed signage overlaid on the
existing marquis. This photo is not to scale, and thus it is unclear as to what
the total amount of signage proposed. The applicant has now submitted
sign drawings, with dimensions, for each of the signs proposed to be placed
on the existing marquis. The plans submitted appear to show the removal of
the changeable copy boards on the marquis, with the installation of a new
black background panel. No details have been provided on the material of
the background panel. The following chart lists all proposed dimensions of
the signage proposed to be placed on the existing marquis.

No material samples or colors have been provided, nor have the mounting
details, projection details or full dimensions for any of the signs proposed to
be mounted to the existing marquis. The applicant will be required to
provide accurate, to scale drawings of the proposed signage, as well as a
section view to show the mounting details and projection information, as
well as material and lighting specifications.

The applicant has now submitted sign drawings, with dimensions, for the
proposed signage to be placed on the existing marquis, and has submitted
section views to show the mounting and projection details. The applicant
has also provided information on the proposed sign materials and sign
lighting.

Article 3 of the Zoning Ordinance provides that signage within the Downtown
Birmingham Overlay District shall be integrally designed and painted with the
storefront, with one sign permitted per entry. The proposed signage does fit on
the existing marquis, which can be considered an architectural feature
integrally designed with the building. However, Article 3 further provides
that only one sign is permitted per entry for each business whose primary
square footage is on the first story. As the primary square footage for both
the Emaqine theatre and the lronwood Grill is on the fourth story, the

applicant will be required to obtain a variance for all exterior entry signage.

Article 3 of the Zoning Ordinance also provides that buildings within the Downtown
Birmingham Overlay District may have sign bands a maximum of 1.5 in vertical
dimension between the first and second floors. Where a sign band is not architecturally
feasible based on building design, an alternate design will be considered, provided the
following conditions are met:

1. The sign must fit within the total sign area allowed for the business;

2. The sign must be compatible with the building’s street design and will enhance

the streetscape;
3. The sign adheres to the goals of the 2016 Plan.

The photo does show the height of the name letter signs at 1.5’, although they are not
mounted directly on the sign band, but on the previously approved marquis which is
located in the sign band between the first and second floor. The only information
provided on the sign material is that the signs are constructed of back lit acrylic panels
with crisp graphics and colors. The Planning Board must determine if a sign
band is architecturally feasible above the theatre entry doors between the

first and second floors. As the marqguis can be deemed an architectural

feature of the building, was previously approved and is located in the area
generally reserved for a sign band, the Planning Board may wish to approve

it as an alternative design for the placement of signage. The existing
marquis itself is however larger than 1.5’ in height. An alternative design
could be approved in this case as the signage fits within the total sign area
allowed (no maximum square footage in the Overlay), and the signage is
compatible with the building’s street design, will enhance the streetscape,
and is a pedestrian scale, thus adhering to the goals of the 2016 Plan.

The art deco graphic elements proposed are to be constructed of Modern
Master Platinum. The triangle element is proposed to be painted purple
(PMS 261) to match other detailing on the Palladium building. No colors
have been provided for the other portions of the graphic element.

The Emagine Palladium name letter sign is proposed to be constructed of
Painted Modern Master in Champagne (PMS 206). The Ironwood Grill name
letter signs are proposed to have a back panel with digital flame graphics in
black (PMS 261 is noted, but also shown as purple on plans), orange (PMS
172) and gold (PMS 123), and a brushed aluminum plate mounted over the
graphics with open cut lettering. All signs are dimensional, and will be pin
mounted 1.5” off the wall.

Article 3 of the Zoning Ordinance also provides that external signs shall not be
internally illuminated, but may be back lit or externally lit. The applicant has now
provided lighting details for each of the signage elements. All sighage is
proposed to use low voltage electronic LED lighting mounted behind signage,
to reflect off background and subtly illuminate each element with a halo
effect. However, due to the design of the Ironwood Grill signs including
open cut lettering, the LED lighting must be mounted so that it is not visible

through the open cut area. It must be mounted to a solid portion of the
aluminum panel from which the letters are open cut.

Downtown Birmingham 2016 Overlay District

The site is located within the D-4 zone of the DB 2016 Regulating Plan, within the
Downtown Birmingham Overlay District. Specifically, the 2016 Plan recommends a mix
of retail, office, restaurant, entertainment and residential uses downtown, and thus the
Palladium Building itself and the theatre and restaurant proposed are exactly the uses
encouraged in the 2016 Plan. The architectural details are provided on the theatre
entrance and the signage is proposed at a pedestrian scale, and the open air dining
above will add activity and interest to Hamilton Street. However, the use of glass
railings and spandrel glass is not in accordance with the recommendations of
the 2016 Plan. Other materials should be selected. As noted above, the
applicant has removed all previously proposed spandrel glass and replaced it
with metal panels, which are permitted.

Approval Criteria for Final Site Plan

In accordance with Article 7, section 7.27 of the Zoning Ordinance, the proposed plans
for development must meet the following conditions:

(1) The location, size and height of the building, walls and fences shall be such that
there is adequate landscaped open space so as to provide light, air and access to
the persons occupying the structure.

(2) The location, size and height of the building, walls and fences shall be such that
there will be no interference with adequate light, air and access to adjacent lands
and buildings.

(3) The location, size and height of the building, walls and fences shall be such that
they will not hinder the reasonable development of adjoining property not diminish
the value thereof.

(4) The site plan, and its relation to streets, driveways and sidewalks, shall be such as
to not interfere with or be hazardous to vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

(5) The proposed development will be compatible with other uses and buildings in the
neighborhood and will not be contrary to the spirit and purpose of this chapter.

(6) The location, shape and size of required landscaped open space is such as to
provide adequate open space for the benefit of the inhabitants of the building and
the surrounding neighborhood.

Approval Criteria for Special Land Use Permits

Article 07, section 7.34 of the Zoning Ordinance specifies the procedures and approval
criteria for Special Land Use Permits. Use approval, site plan approval, and design
review are the responsibilities of the City Commission. This section reads, in part:

Prior to its consideration of a special land use application (SLUP) for an initial
permit or an amendment to a permit, the City Commission shall refer the
site plan and the design to the Planning Board for its review and
recommendation. After receiving the recommendation, the City
Commission shall review the site plan and design of the buildings and
uses proposed for the site described in the application of amendment.

The City Commission’s approval of any special land use application or
amendment pursuant to this section shall constitute approval of the site plan
and design.

Planning Department Findings

Based on a review of the site plans submitted, the Planning Department finds that the
applicant meets all of the established ordinance requirements to qualify for a Special
Land Use Permit to operate a theatre and restaurant serving alcoholic liquors.
However, all design elements have not yet been finalized to allow a full
review by the Planning Board. The following sample motions with attached
conditions have been provided in the event that the Planning Board deems it
appropriate to send a recommendation of approval forward to the City Commission.
The applicant has now provided a signage design package and an elevation
drawing of the south elevation. However, the applicant has not submitted
any further information on the proposed theatre membership concept as
requested by the Planning Board on March 11, 2015.

Ms. Ecker explained that the subject site is located at 250 N. Old Woodward Ave., on the south
side of the existing Palladium building, in a portion of the former Palladium Theatre space. The
parcel is zoned B-4, Business-Residential and D-4 in the Downtown Overlay District.

The applicant, Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill, is seeking approval of

the transfer of ownership of one of the Class C liquor licenses that has long been

associated with the Palladium Building to allow the owner to operate the Emagine

Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill under Chapter 10, Alcoholic Liquors, of the City

Code. This license was formerly used at Buca di Beppo and is being transferred from 270 N.
Old Woodward to 250 N. Old Woodward. This Class C liquor license is proposed to be held by
CH Birmingham, LLC,

Three new name letter signs and three graphic elements are proposed to be mounted to the
existing marquis sign. The sign drawings as submitted do not meet all required sign
standards. The applicant has agreed to comply with the sign requirements. Details are
needed from the petitioner with regard to the balcony railing, the spandrel glass and signage.
This evening the board will consider only the packet that has been submitted and reviewed.

Discussion followed as to whether the membership requirement causes the operation to be a
private social club rather than a movie theatre and how that may affect the Liquor License.

Mr. Paul Glance, CEO of Imagine Entertainment, Inc., talked about the project. They have
substantially reduced the seat count which is consistent with their goal of serving the local
community as a neighborhood theatre. They believe that by creating an economic barrier to
entry they will to some degree ensure they are serving the demographic that they endeavor to
serve. They are considering a $400 membership fee which would include a $250 gift card that
could be used at the theatre. Thereafter the membership would be $150/year. He wants the
theatre to be a place where there will be civility and good behavior.

Mr. Glance advised that on occasions when there is a special midnight showing, the theatre
may stay open until 2 a.m.

Ms. Whipple-Boyce asked if it is possible to see what is going on in other floors in order to
understand how this application fits into the site as a whole. Ms. Lazar said the new concept
of requiring membership comes across to her as being very exclusionary and she is
uncomfortable with it. Mr. Glance replied the venue is so small that they can't serve a region.
The best they can do is to serve a community. He noted they are not selling movies anymore;
they are selling an out-of-home entertainment experience. If they don't pick up their game to
better serve the market, he thinks they will be relegated to the economic junk heap.

There was no input from the public at 8:50 p.m.

Application to allow a movie theatre, restaurant and bar serving alcoholic liquors in
a portion of the former Palladium Theatre space

Ms. Ecker recalled that on March 11, 2015 the applicant appeared before the Planning Board.
The Planning Board postponed the matter and requested additional information on the
proposed membership theatre concept, an updated and ordinance compliant sign package with
all required details, and design and material details on the proposed exterior changes on the
fourth floor of the south elevation where open air dining is proposed. At this time the
applicant has provided a detailed elevation of the fourth floor of the south elevation where
open air dining is proposed. The applicant has removed all previously proposed spandrel glass
and replaced it with metal panels, which are permitted.

Design Review

The applicant is proposing several design changes to the existing building. The changes
proposed are to the design of the marquis itself, signage changes, and the removal of
decorative metal elements and fixed windows at the new fourth floor. The applicant is
proposing to remove the art deco metal design element from the top of the marquis as well as
the changeable channel letter boards that were previously used to list movies being shown in
the former Palladium Theatre. In addition, 40 ft. of the fourth floor fixed curtain wall windows
are proposed to be replaced with a retractable Nanawall folding window system to provide an
open air dining experience in the portion of the Ironwood Grill overlooking Hamilton St. above
the existing marquis.

Ms. Ecker advised that an updated sign package has been received. However, Article 3 of the
Zoning Ordinance provides that only one sign is permitted per entry for each business whose
primary square footage is on the first story. As the primary square footage for both the
Emagine Theatre and the lIronwood Grill is on the fourth story, the applicant will be
required to obtain a varianice from the Board of Zoning Appeals for all exterior
entry signage. Further, the Planning Board must determine if a sign band is architecturally
feasible above the theatre entry doors between the first and second floors. As the marquis is
located in the area generally reserved for a sign band, the Planning Board may wish to
approve it as an alternative design for the placement of signage.

In response to the chairman, Ms. Ecker advised there is currently nothing in the ordinance that
prohibits a membership based theatre.

Mr. Paul Glantz, CEO of Emagine Entertainment, Inc., talked about their plans. They have now
resolved to take a slightly different tact with respect to their membership concept. The
approach now will be that customers can purchase a seat license that will allow preferential
booking rights on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and certain holidays. Other than that, the venue





will be open to the public. They do not intend to impose a two-drink maximum restriction.
Also, they plan to use low light surveillance cameras to monitor behavior.

Mr. Jason Gekiere, Tower Construction, Construction Manager for the project, explained that a
small glass petition that sticks up provides an added level of protection within the curtain wall
system. Mr. Michael Southen with Signature Associates, Consultant to Emagine Theatre,
described the detail on the partition.

With respect to limiting the number of drinks that can be served to patrons, Mr. DeWeese
thought the City could write the agreement to say if they start having problems the SLUP
would come back up for review. Mr. Williams stated he is in favor of the project. A little
elitism will ease the traffic flow in that neighborhood. Mr. Koseck encouraged the petitioner to
take another look at the sign. He thought it could be better. Mr. DeWeese had the concern
that the City Attorney should look at the membership concept before it goes to the City
Commission.

At 8 p.m. no one from the audience wished to discuss this matter.

Motion by Mr. DeWeese
Seconded by Mr. Williams that the Planning Board recommends approval of the
applicant’s request for a Final Site Plan and a SLUP approval to permit Emagine
Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill to operate at 250 N. Old Woodward Ave. with
the following conditions:
1. Execute a contract with the City outlining the details of the proposed
theatre and restaurant operations upon approval of the SLUP in accordance
with the presentation made this evening;
2. Meet all City Department requests, subject to administrative approval;
3. Provide material specifications for the background sign panel on the
marquis, and clarify all sign colors;
4. Obtain a variance from the Board of Zoning Appeals for all exterior entry
signage;
5. Planning Board finds that the marquis is an architectural feature of the
building, and is approved as an alternate design in lieu of a sign band; and
6. LED lighting on the Ironwood Grill signs must be mounted so that it is not
visible through the open cut area.

No comments were heard from members of the public at 8:03 p.m.
Motion carried, 6-0.

At the Commission meeting of March 22, 2015, the City Commission set a date of April
13, 2015 to hold a public hearing of necessity for the replacement of sewer laterals
located within the limits of the Oak St. Paving Project. Also at that meeting, a
confirmation hearing date of April 27, 2015 was set, should the assessment district be
authorized. Attached for your information are the previous report that were prepared
on this subject, as well as the public hearing notice most recently sent out.

Every owner in the district has been sent the attached letter. To date, our office has
received a small number of questions. One homeowner has notified us that their sewer
is actually connected to the backyard sewer adjacent to their home. Like two others,
we had no records of where the home connected.

A suggested resolution has been prepared below should the Commission wish to
consider authorizing this project.

The City of Birmingham has scheduled significant work on your street during the 2015 construction season.
Upgrades to the water and sewer system, and complete street replacement is planned. More information
relative to the project itself will be forwarded in the coming weeks as the time schedule firms up.

Accompanying this letter is a public hearing notice regarding a meeting scheduled to occur on April 13, 2015.
The public hearing is to consider a Special Assessment District for replacing the sewer laterals to each
individual home. This letter is to help clarify what is being discussed.

As a part of all street paving projects, the City has found that significant savings can be attained both for the
City and adjacent property owners when underground pipelines (such as the water and sewer systems) are
repaired or replaced (if needed) when the pavement is removed. Traditionally, the City has taken advantage of
these opportunities, and replaced public water mains and sewers during these projects, at significant savings to
the ratepayers.

Each homeowner typically has one water service (supplying fresh water to the house) and one sewer lateral (to
drain wastewater) extending from the front of the house, through the front yard, and into the public right-of-
way, to connect with the public water main and sanitary sewers. The distance from the property line (one foot
off the sidewalk towards the house) to the City’s sewer and water lines can vary between 20 and 45 feet,
depending on their locations within the roadway. The water service and sewer lateral were generally installed
at the time the house was built, at the expense of the builder or owner. Since these services only benefit one
property, they are not considered a part of the City’s public system, and maintenance and repair of them is the
responsibility of each individual property owner.

Water services tend to last a lot longer, and are not considered a critical item unless the property owner plans
to make a significant expansion or replacement of the house, as the Building Code requires a minimum 1 inch
water service on major housing projects. The City will be offering a voluntary opportunity to have your water
service replaced through a contract with the contractor. Information will be forthcoming soon if you qualify
for this potential upgrade.

The majority of Birmingham’s homes are now over 50 years old. The typical service life of a sewer lateral is
50 years. Many sewer laterals in Birmingham are nearing the end of their service life, and should be replaced.
Unexpected failures of sewer laterals can result in flooded basements and damage to personal property. Repair
of a sewer lateral in such an emergency situation can often cost over $6,000. Recent experience has shown
that replacing sewer laterals as a part of our paving projects can substantially reduce the cost. In addition, it is
in the public’s best interest to replace all of the existing old sewers and sewer laterals prior to replacing the
pavement, so that additional cuts into the pavement can be reduced in the future, extending the service life of
the road. With that in mind, the City Code requires that all sewer laterals that do not meet current standards be
replaced on such paving projects, at property owner expense (Chapter 114, Article 111, Sec. 114-171). If you
would like to review the City Code requirement, there is a City Code and Ordinances link on the City’s
website (http://bhamgov.org), under the City Government menu.
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Most homes on Oak St. are corner houses, and many tend to have their sewer and water connected in a
direction other than Oak St. As a result, this notice applies to a relatively small number of homes. If you are
receiving this letter, our records indicate that your sewer lateral does not meet current standards, and it is our
intent to have the sewer lateral (within the City right-of-way only) removed and replaced as a part of this
project. The actual cost of replacing the sewer lateral will be charged to you, and will vary depending on the
actual location of the City sewer, and any other obstacles, such as trees, that are in the way. The unit rate that
will be charged is $54.00 per linear foot of pipe installed by the contractor, for all 6 inch plastic pipe servicing
the homes along these blocks.

After the work is completed, the actual amount of pipe installed will be measured, and an invoice will be
generated and sent to the property owner of record. Payment in full will be expected within 30 days of receipt.
If you are not in a position to pay off the charge in one payment, it can be broken into as many as 10 annual
payments. An annual interest charge on the remaining balance (currently about 4%) will apply. If you would
like to know the actual amount estimated for your property, please contact our office at (248) 530-1850, and
ask for the Engineering Dept. It is expected that almost all of the homes on this project will be charged in the
range of $1,400 and $2,200.

If you feel that the sewer lateral has been judged unfairly, you may submit an appeal in writing within 30 days
of receipt of this letter. The appeal must have attached written invoices clarifying that replacement or repair
has occurred which has renewed this pipe. If that is not available, submit an internal inspection videotape
documenting the condition of the pipe. The videotape will have to clarify that the pipe was constructed of
PVC materials meeting current standards. Submittal of a videotape showing a sewer lateral in good working
order, but made of outdated materials such as cast iron, orangeburg, or clay will not be sufficient. Due to the
low prices being quoted above, all sewer laterals of this nature must be replaced, even if they are in good
working order today. In the long run, saving the lateral will end up costing the property owner much more to
replace later, not to mention the damage to the street.

You also have the right to comment directly to the City Commission about the policy in general, at the public
hearing noticed on the attached announcement. Questions or concerns particular to your sewer lateral are best
handled by the Engineering Department, rather than the City Commission.

Those homeowners struggling financially with respect to this issue should also contact our office, and we can
review with you other programs that the City has available to ensure that you are able to maintain your home,
but get these needed improvements done as well.

As referenced on the attached report, a portion of Oak St. is being removed and replaced.
Consistent with Birmingham policy, the plans have proposed to replace all sewer laterals
underneath these streets if they are over 50 years old. The streets in which this will apply
include:

Attached is a chart listing all of the properties impacted by this project, and the work involving
sewer laterals. Those properties that have a sewer lateral that appears to be greater than 50
years old are being recommended for inclusion in the district. In this case, the majority of the
homes are serviced by backyard sewers that are planned to remain in service, therefore, only 5
homes are recommended for inclusion in the district at this time.

The price for a 6” sewer lateral replacement from the low bidder (FDM) is $54 per foot. The
price bid for this pay item ranged from $40 to $90 per foot, with the average price being $65.60
per foot. Given that the low bidder’s price is 17% below the average, we believe charging the
recommended bidder’s price ($54), is appropriate. Total costs per house is estimated to range
between $1,400 and $2,160, less than half of the usual price obtained if done as a separate
project.

It is recommended that a public hearing of necessity be scheduled at the Monday, April 13,
2015 City Commission meeting. Should the district be declared at that time, it is further
recommended that the public hearing to confirm the roll be held on Monday, April 27, 2015 at
the $54/lineal ft. unit price for 6” dia. sewer.

On May 14, 2014, the Planning Board conducted a public hearing to discuss a request by the
applicant to add an outdoor dining platform in the two on-street parking spaces immediately
adjacent to their storefront. The Planning Board voted 6-0 in favor of recommending the
addition of the outdoor dining platform.

As required in the Zoning Ordinance, this request for a platform on the street was also reviewed
by the Advisory Parking Committee on May 28, 2014, and was approved 6-0.

On July 14, 2014 the City Commission conducted a public hearing to consider the addition of
the platform to the outdoor dining for the Toast Bistro. After a lengthy discussion, the City
Commission took no action citing concerns about the available parking in the immediate area.
It was suggested that the application be reconsidered after the City has had the opportunity to
evaluate the current state of parking needs in the downtown. The Ad Hoc Parking Study
Committee’s findings were presented to the City Commission on March 16™, 2015.

Accordingly, at the instruction of the City Manager, the Planning Department is bringing this
issue back to the City Commission for additional consideration. Please find attached the staff

report presented to the Planning Board, along with the relevant meeting minutes for your
review.

Executive Summary

The subiject site is located at 203 Pierce, on the east side of Pierce between Maple and Martin
Street. The parcel is zoned B-4, Business-Residential and D-4 in the Downtown Overlay District.
The applicant, Toast Birmingham, obtained approval of a Bistro License under Chapter 10,
Alcoholic Liquors, of the City Code in 2008.

At this time, the applicant is proposing to make minor design changes to the exterior of the
building, and is seeking approval to add an outdoor dining platform in the two on-street parking
spaces immediately adjacent to their storefront.

As design changes are also proposed to the exterior of the building, the applicant is required to
obtain approval from the Historic District Commission (HDC). In addition, the applicant will be
required to appear before the Advisory Parking Committee to review the use of the two on-
street parking spaces along. As Toast operates under an existing SLUP, final approval of the
City Commission will also be required.

1.0 Land Use and Zoning
1.1  Existing Land Use - The existing site is currently occupied by Toast restaurant.

Land uses surrounding the site are retail, commercial and public property
(municipal building).

1.2  Existing Zoning — The property is currently zoned B-4, Business-Residential, and
D-4 in the Downtown Overlay District. The existing use and surrounding uses
appear to conform to the permitted uses of each Zoning District.

1.3  Summary of Land Use and Zoning - The following chart summarizes existing land
use and zoning adjacent to and/or in the vicinity of the subject site.

2.0 Bistro Requirements

Article 9, section 9.02, Definitions, of the Zoning Ordinance defines a bistro as a restaurant with
a full service kitchen with interior seating for no more than 65 people and additional seating for
outdoor dining. Toast Birmingham was approved as a bistro in 2008. No changes are proposed
at this time for the interior layout or operation of the approved bistro. The only change
proposed to the bistro operation is to increase the amount of outdoor dining by adding an
outdoor dining platform on Pierce Street.

Toast Birmingham bistro is how proposing a total of 52 seats for outdoor dining, with 28 on an
elevated platform along Pierce, with the remaining 24 on the sidewalk directly adjacent to the
south side of front elevation of the building. The 24 seats on the sidewalk are proposed to
remain in their existing configuration.

The applicant is proposing to construct a temporary 11.16’ by 32’ platform of composite non-
slip decking fastened with clips to provide a level outdoor dining surface on the sidewalk and
into the street. The platform is proposed to extend into two parking spaces along Pierce Street.
The platform will have a 4’ wide access ramp to make it wheelchair accessible. The platform
will be installed on a pressure-treated lumber sub-frame. The existing drainage along the curb
will be maintained by cutting an opening in the wood sleeper at each member perpendicular to
the curb. The applicant is also proposing a 3’ high custom-made metal fencing system to
enclose the outdoor dining space. This enclosure will be attached to the temporary platform
and sub-frame.

3.0 Screening and Landscaping

3.1 Screening — No screening is required, nor proposed.

Landscaping — No landscaping is proposed for the outdoor café. One existing
street tree is located in the right-of-way in front of the building, which is
proposed to be incorporated into the design of the platform.

Parking — As the subject site is located within the Parking Assessment District,
the applicant is not required to provide on-site parking. The proposed outdoor
dining area will extend into two on-street parking spaces along Pierce.

Loading - Loading spaces are not required, nor proposed.

Vehicular Access & Circulation - Vehicular access to the building will not be
altered.

Pedestrian Access & Circulation — Pedestrian access to the outdoor café is
available directly from the City sidewalk. Under the 2016 Plan, outdoor cafes are
encouraged as they create a more pedestrian friendly environment. All outdoor
dining areas must maintain a 5 foot minimum width of unobstructed pedestrian
access along the storefront in the public right-of-way, however as mentioned
above, the Planning Board has determined that each applicant would be
reviewed on a case by case basis to determine the existing pedestrian traffic
flow. The proposed layout does provide for outdoor seating along the storefront,
as well as on a platform extending into two parking spaces along Pierce as
recommended in the 2016 Plan. The required 5’ pedestrian path has been
provided along the sidewalk except in the area of the existing tree
well. The applicant will be required to provide the required 5’ walk by
removing tables or adding an ADA compliant tree grate to the tree well.

Streetscape — The existing sidewalk was built to the Downtown Birmingham
Streetscape Standards when Pierce Street was reconstructed several years ago.
At that time, a pedestrian bump out was also added along the east side of Pierce
just south of the proposed outdoor dining platform. One street tree and tree
well is located along Pierce Street in front of the proposed restaurant. One
street light and one double head parking meter are located to the east of the
proposed platform. The applicant will be required to pay for the use of that
parking space during the outdoor dining season — April through November. The
applicant is not proposing to alter the existing sidewalk, street trees, or light
poles. No trash receptacles are proposed in the outdoor dining areas. Both
outdoor dining areas are required to provide trash receptacles within
them. The platform is proposed to be enclosed with a 3’ high powder coated
aluminum railing to match the existing railings used to enclose the sidewalk
seating. The applicant is proposing to bolt the railing around the outdoor dining
platform into the subframe of the elevated platform.

Lighting

One street light is located at the north end of the proposed platform, and will be
maintained. In addition, existing facade lights are proposed to remain in their locations,
flanking either side of the recessed entry way in the middle of the building. No other
lighting is proposed.

Departmental Reports

6.1 Engineering Division —In accordance with the Commission resolution passed
December 10, 2007, since parking spaces are proposed to be taken out of
service for this proposal, the applicant must also submit plans of the dining deck
for review by the Advisory Parking Committee. Ten sets of plans containing just
the deck can be submitted to Paul O’Meara immediately for discussion at the May
meeting of the Advisory Parking Committee.

6.2 Department of Public Services — No concerns were reported from DPS.

6.3 Fire Department — No concerns were reported from the Fire Dept.

6.4 Police Department - No concerns were reported from the Police Dept.

6.5 Building Department - The Building Department provided their standard
comments in addition to the following:

1. Need a detail of the proposed guardrail to review.
2. Handrails required on the ramp

Design Review

All exterior design changes and proposed signage must also be approved by the Historic
District Commission. No changes are proposed to the front elevation of the building at
this time.

No work is proposed on the rear (alley) elevation of the building at this time. The
Planning Board may wish to improve the rear elevation of the restaurant as it
fronts on the alley in accordance with the Activating Urban Spaces Plan.
Vertical landscaping on the rear elevation or paint and awning details could
be added to enhance the via fagade.

Outdoor Dining Area

Outdoor cafes must comply with the site plan criteria as required by Article 04, Section
4.42 OD-01, Outdoor Dining Standards. Outdoor cafes are permitted immediately
adjacent to the principal use and are subject to site plan review and the following
conditions:





1. Outdoor dining areas shall provide and service refuse containers within the
outdoor dining area and maintain the area in good order.

2. All outdoor activity must cease at the close of business, or as noted in
Subsection 3 below, whichever is earlier.

3. When an outdoor dining area is immediately adjacent to any single-family

or multiple-family residential district, all outdoor activity must cease at the close
of business or 12:00 a.m., whichever is earlier.

4. All tables and chairs provided in the outdoor dining area shall be constructed
primarily of metal, wood, or material of comparable quality.

5. Table umbrellas shall be considered under Site Plan Review and shall not
impede sight lines into a retail establishment, pedestrian flow in the outdoor
dining area, or pedestrian or vehicular traffic flow outside the outdoor dining
area.

6. For outdoor dining located in the public right-of-way:

(@) All such uses shall be subject to a license from the city, upon forms
provided by the Community Development Department, contingent on
compliance with all city codes, including any conditions required by the
Planning Board in conjunction with Site Plan approval.

(b) In order to safeguard the flow of pedestrians on the public sidewalk,
such uses shall maintain an unobstructed sidewalk width as required by
the Planning Board, but in no case less than 5 feet.

(¢) An elevated, ADA compliant, enclosed platform may be erected on the
street adjacent to an eating establishment to create an outdoor dining
area if the Engineering Department determines there is sufficient space
available for this purpose given parking and traffic conditions.

(d) No such facility shall erect or install permanent fixtures in the public
right-of-way.

(e) Commercial General Liability Insurance must be procured and
maintained on an "occurrence basis" with limits of liability not less than
$1,000,000 per occurrence combined single limit, personal injury, bodily
injury and property damage. This coverage shall include an
endorsement naming the city, including all elected and appointed
officials, all employees, all boards, commissions and/or authorities and
board members, as an additional insured. This coverage must be
primary and any other insurance maintained by the additional insureds
shall be considered to be excess and non-contributing with this
insurance, and shall include an endorsement providing for a thirty (30)
day advance written notice of cancellation or non-renewal to be sent to
the city’s Director of Finance.

The applicant is proposing to add a new outdoor dining platform in front of the building,
along Pierce Street, in addition to the existing sidewalk dining area along the face of the
building. Both outdoor dining areas are proposed to be enclosed with 3' powder coated
aluminum railings painted black. A 5’ pedestrian pathway, which is required, has
been provided along the sidewalk except in the area of the existing tree well.
The applicant will be required to provide the required 5 walk by removing
tables or adding an ADA compliant tree grate to the tree well.

The applicant has not provided any trash receptacles within the outdoor
dining areas as required by Article 04, section 4.42 OD-01 of the Zoning
Ordinance. The applicant intends to have business hours of 7 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. for
the outdoor dining areas Monday through Saturday, and to close the outdoor dining at
4:00pm on Sundays. The proposed outdoor cafés are not immediately adjacent to any
single-family zoned property.

The applicant has provided drawings and photos of the proposed tables and chairs,
which will match the existing outdoor dining furniture. The applicant is proposing a total
of 26 black solid surface tables, 28” square with tubular steel legs. Twelve tables and
24 chairs are proposed directly adjacent to the storefront; 14 tables and 28 chairs are
proposed on the outdoor dining platform. All of the proposed chairs are aluminum
bistro indoor/outdoor arm chairs composed of aluminum and wicker. The color of the
tabletops and wicker on chairs is proposed to be black.

No umbrellas are proposed at this time.

The applicant will be required to enter into a revised license agreement with
the City for use of the public right-of-way, and to provide the required
insurance. Liquor liability insurance will also be required for the service of
liguor in the right-of-way.

Signage

No signage changes are proposed at this time.
Downtown Birmingham 2016 Overlay District

The site is located within the D-4 zone of the DB 2016 Regulating Plan, within the
Downtown Birmingham Overlay District. Specifically, the 2016 Plan recommends the
addition of outdoor dining areas in the public right-of-way as it is in the public’'s best
interest as it enhances street life, thus promoting a pedestrian friendly environment.
The 2016 Plan also recommends that the 5 clear pedestrian passage be provided
against the storefronts to ensure that merchants can display and sell their products and
so as not to distort the flow of pedestrians. The applicant’s proposal to provide an
outdoor dining area adjacent to the storefront is not consistent with the
recommendations contained in the 2016 Plan, but the Planning Board has
determined to review each proposal on a case by case basis and to base
decisions on how current pedestrian traffic flows. The outdoor dining area as
proposed which extends into a Pierce Street is designed exactly as recommended in the
2016 Plan.

The outdoor dining area as proposed does not provide for safe and efficient
pedestrian flow as a continuous 5’ wide pathway is not proposed between the
platform and the seating located against the building. The 2016 Plan
recommends that this pedestrian way be immediately adjacent to the storefront to allow
pedestrians to see into the storefront and to have a consistent and unobstructed
walkway. However, the Planning Board has discussed where the location of the

pathway should be located (next to the building or closer to the street) and have chosen
to review each proposal individually to determine the most logical location based on the
current flow of pedestrians.

Approval Criteria for Final Site Plan

In accordance with Article 7, section 7.27 of the Zoning Ordinance, the proposed plans
for development must meet the following conditions:

(1) The location, size and height of the building, walls and fences shall be such that
there is adequate landscaped open space so as to provide light, air and access to
the persons occupying the structure.

(2) The location, size and height of the building, walls and fences shall be such that
there will be no interference with adequate light, air and access to adjacent lands
and buildings.

(3) The location, size and height of the building, walls and fences shall be such that
they will not hinder the reasonable development of adjoining property not diminish
the value thereof.

(4) The site plan, and its relation to streets, driveways and sidewalks, shall be such as
to not interfere with or be hazardous to vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

(5) The proposed development will be compatible with other uses and buildings in the
neighborhood and will not be contrary to the spirit and purpose of this chapter.

(6) The location, shape and size of required landscaped open space is such as to
provide adequate open space for the benefit of the inhabitants of the building and
the surrounding neighborhood.

Approval Criteria for Special Land Use Permits

Article 07, section 7.34 of the Zoning Ordinance specifies the procedures and approval
criteria for Special Land Use Permits. Use approval, site plan approval, and design
review are the responsibilities of the City Commission. This section reads, in part:

Prior to its consideration of a special land use application (SLUP) for an initial
permit or an amendment to a permit, the City Commission shall refer the
site plan and the design to the Planning Board for its review and
recommendation. After receiving the recommendation, the City
Commission shall review the site plan and design of the buildings and
uses proposed for the site described in the application of amendment.

The City Commission’s approval of any special land use application or
amendment pursuant to this section shall constitute approval of the site plan and
design.

Suggested Action

Based on a review of the site plans submitted, the Planning Division recommends that
the Planning Board APPROVE the applicant’s request for Final Site Plan and a SLUP to
permit a Bistro License for Toast Birmingham restaurant at 203 Pierce Street with the
following conditions:

Ms. Robinson advised that the subject site is located on the east side of Pierce St. between
Maple Rd. and Martin St. The parcel is zoned B-4 Business-Residential and D-4 in the
Downtown Overlay District. The applicant, a new restaurant, is seeking approval of a Bistro
License under Chapter 10, Alcoholic Liquors, of the City Code. Chapter 10 requires that the
applicant obtain a SLUP and approval from the City Commission to operate an establishment
with a Bistro License within the City. Bistro requirements allow two new bistros in the calendar
year 2008. Accordingly, the applicant will be required to receive a recommendation from the
Planning Board on the Final Site Plan and SLUP, and then obtain approval from the City
Commission for the final site plan, SLUP, and for the operation of a Bistro License.

As the applicant is also proposing signage and changes to the exterior of the
building, and because the building is located within the CBD Historic District,
approval from the Historic District Commission (“HDC”) is also required.

In accordance with the Commission resolution passed December 10, 2007, since
parking spaces are being taken out of service for this proposal, the applicant must
also submit plans of the dining deck for review by the Advisory Parking Committee
(“APC”).

Toast Birmingham is proposing to have 9 seats in the 174 sq. ft. bar area. Toast Birmingham
bistro does not propose any dancing area, but they wish to have low key musical
entertainment. They also propose to have tables located in the storefront space lining Pierce
St., and to provide the existing 70 percent glazing along the front facade. They propose to
install a new canvas black awning over the café, directly against the building.

Toast Birmingham is also proposing 26 seats for outdoor dining, with 18 on an elevated
platform along Pierce St., and 8 seats on the sidewalk directly adjacent to the south side of the
front elevation of the building. A 5 ft. clear passage will be maintained along the public
sidewalk. They propose to construct a temporary 12 ft. 5 ¥z in. by 20 ft. platform of composite
non-slip decking fastened with clips to provide a level outdoor dining surface on the sidewalk
and into the street. The platform is proposed to extend 7 ft. into one parking space along
Pierce St. The applicant is also proposing a 3.5 ft. high custom-made metal fencing system to
enclose the outdoor dining space.

At the recommendation of the Planning Division, the restaurant will maintain hours that extend
into the evening. Mr. Thom Bloom said Birmingham Toast hours will be Monday—Wednesday 7
a.m. — 9 p.m.; Thursday-Saturday 7 a.m. — midnight; Sunday 7 a.m. — 5 p.m.





Mr. Drew Norton was present to represent Toast Birmingham. With him were Thom and Regan
Bloom, the business owners; Mr. Jason Kregar, the architect; along with the head chef, Rubin
Griffin.  Mr. Norton indicated the applicant has satisfied or is prepared to satisfy all of the
conditions raised by the Planning Division.

Mr. Bloom discussed some of the special events they may want to have in the evening, such as
wine tastings for charitable events, guest chef cooking classes, and art gallery
showing/openings with local artists. On the weekends there could be a Bloody Mary and
Belini/Mimosa bar. The front section can be closed off as a private dining area for larger parties
while they are operating the restaurant. Lastly, they manage quite a robust catering business
out of their establishment for upscale corporate events. They request that on occasion there be
some light entertainment such as a violin or a harp in the background, but nothing loud. If they
are given the opportunity to have a bistro license Mr. Bloom feels it will be a benefit to the City,
the patrons, and the community, as well as something they would very much enjoy.

He distributed a final draft of the dinner menu and a summary on the history of Toast. They
have been in business in Ferndale for seven years. Due to the success of their Ferndale,
location they are very confident that they will provide a very unique and lively establishment in
Birmingham with some additional offerings.

Mr. Kregar clarified that the bistro tables measure 28 in. x 24 in. The restaurant seating will be
adjusted to accommodate 65 people.

Mr. Nickita noted the board has not done this sort of dual outdoor enclosure in the past. His
issue was congestion on the sidewalk. He suggested moving the entrance to the small dining
area along the building to the north side, and flipping the outer platform 180 degrees in order
to have the ramp access near the door.

Mr. Blaesing indicated he is extremely pleased after looking at the presentation. This is the kind
of establishment that the board was hoping to get, right in the middle of town, and run by
proprietors who have been successful with another establishment. The more synergy that
occurs with the restaurants, the art community, shopping, and the office crowd, the better the
whole downtown will work. He is concerned about having the dual outdoor dining areas
because he feels that when a pedestrian walks up and sees tables on both sides of the sidewalk
the pedestrian may be intimidated and shy away. Mr. Blaesing is reluctant to approve with
dining on both sides of the sidewalk, because he thinks it takes up too much of the public space
and sets a precedent for other applicants to come in with seating on both sides and further
constrict sidewalk width and functionality. His view is that the board should approve outside
dining on one side or the other, see how it goes for a year, and if they think it is going to work,
the applicant can come back next year and get seating on the other side. Once the seating is
in, however, it is not easy to take it out.

Mr. Nickita noted that to the north there is an existing stone planter that protrudes from the
building frontage almost the exact same distance as this dining area. So, the planter has
already established the pedestrian path away from the building. Therefore, in this condition he
is absolutely comfortable with the two dining areas. Walking between tables makes for a very





interesting urban experience and he doesn’t think people would be intimidated. Ms. Lazar
noted the dining areas are enclosed by a railing.

Chairman Boyle said that if it is determined that outdoor dining on both sides of the sidewalk is
not working out, it is not beyond the realm of common sense to remove the seating next to the
building. There is the opportunity to be flexible.

Mr. Nickita observed the board has set a bit of a precedent as to the construction of platforms.
Mr. Bloom said they have looked at designs that have been approved and designed their
platform to those exact specs. The railings will be painted black.

No members of the public came forward to comment at 8:20 p.m.

Motion by Mr. Nickita
Seconded by Ms. Whipple-Boyce to approve the applicant’s request for Final Site
Plan and a SLUP to permit a Bistro License for Toast Birmingham restaurant at 203
Pierce with the following conditions:
1) The applicant maintain nighttime hours as presented this evening,
Monday—Wednesday 7 a.m. — 9 p.m.; Thursday—Saturday 7 a.m. —
midnight; Sunday 7 a.m. —5 p.m.;

2) The applicant pay for the removal and re-installment of the parking meter
where the outdoor dining platform is located;

3) The applicant appear before the Historic District Commission for all
building changes and signage;

4) The applicant execute a contract with the City of Birmingham for use of

the right-of-way;

5) The applicant obtain an outdoor dining permit from the City of
Birmingham for use of the right-of-way;

6) The applicant comply with all requests of City departments;

7) The applicant shall provide low-key entertainment as desired;

8) The color of the railing is black as presented;

9) The tables measure 24 in. x 28 in. as opposed to 28 in. x 28 in.;

10) The entry to the east outdoor seating area is at the north side of the
enclosure and the west patio access is at the north side of the enclosure,
flipped from what is shown;

11) The seating be 65 seats, with no more than ten at the bar in accordance to
the Ordinance.

There was no discussion from the audience at 8:30 p.m.

Bistro Requirements

Ms. Ecker offered background. The subject site is located at 203 Pierce St., on the east side of
Pierce between Maple Rd. and Martin St. The parcel is zoned B-4, Business-Residential and D-4
in the Downtown Overlay District. The applicant, Toast Birmingham, obtained approval of a
Bistro License under Chapter 10, Alcoholic Liquors, of the City Code in 2008.

At this time, the applicant is proposing to make minor design changes to the exterior of
the building, and is seeking approval to add an outdoor dining platform in the two on-street
parking spaces immediately adjacent to their storefront.

As design changes are also proposed to the exterior of the building, the applicant is

required to obtain approval from the Historic District Commission ("HDC"). In addition, the
applicant will be required to appear before the Advisory Parking Committee ("APC") to review
the use of the two on-street parking spaces along Pierce St. As Toast operates under an
existing SLUP, final approval of the City Commission will also be required.

Toast Birmingham bistro is now proposing a total of 52 seats for outdoor dining, with 28

on an elevated platform along Pierce St., and the remaining 24 on the sidewalk directly
adjacent to the south side of the front elevation of the building. The 24 seats on the sidewalk
along the storefront are to remain in their existing configuration.

The applicant is proposing to construct a temporary 11.16 ft. by 32 ft. platform of composite
non-slip decking to provide a level outdoor dining surface on the

sidewalk and into the street. The platform is proposed to extend into two parking spaces

along Pierce St. The applicant is also proposing a 3 ft. high custom-made metal fencing system
to enclose the outdoor dining space.

The required 5 ft. pedestrian path has been provided along the sidewalk except in the area of
the existing tree well. The applicant will be required to provide the required 5 ft. walk by
removing tables or adding an ADA compliant tree grate to the tree well.

Design Review
No changes are proposed to the front elevation of the building and no work is proposed on the
rear (alley) elevation of the building at this time.

The Planning Board may wish to improve the rear elevation of the restaurant
as it fronts on the alley in accordance with the Activating Urban Spaces

Plan. Vertical landscaping on the rear elevation or paint and awning

details could be added to enhance the via facade.
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Discussion disclosed that the number of outdoor dining patrons does not apply to the
calculation for restroom facilities.

Mr. Thomas Bloom, the proprietor of Toast, was present with his partner, Mr. Scott Myrick and
Mr. Chris Enright, the architect. Mr. Bloom believed they had 5 ft. existing to the tree well.
However, they are willing to make adjustments if needed. They plan just one high-top table on
the right side of the sidewalk in place of the existing. They have never had complaints about
their restroom facilities. They have removed their dumpster from the alley and now use City
owned trash compactors. They don't own the building, but they can encourage the landlord to
paint.

At 8 p.m. the chairman asked for comments from members of the audience.

Mr. Stuart Jeffries, 1381 Birmingham, said that Toast always goes above and beyond for the
community. There seem to be enough bathrooms whenever he is there.

Ms. Whipple-Boyce thought maybe Code Enforcement should take a look at the extent of the
peeling paint. Also, she would like to see the tree grate even if they have a continuous 5 ft. of
clear right-of-way.

Motion by Ms. Whipple-Boyce

Seconded by Mr. DeWeese that the Planning Board approve the applicant's request
for Final Site Plan and a SLUP to permit a Bistro License for Toast Birmingham
restaurant at 203 Pierce St. with the following conditions:

(1) The applicant provide the required 5 ft. walk by adding an ADA compliant city
standard tree grate to the tree well;

(2) The applicant add trash receptacles to both outdoor dining areas subject to
administrative approval;

(3) The applicant provide appropriate details on the platform guardrail and
handrails on the ramp to the platform to ensure compliance with the requirements
of the Building Division;

(4) The applicant pay for the removal and re-installment of the parking meter

where the outdoor dining platform is located;

(5) The applicant execute a revised contract with the City and obtain an outdoor
dining permit; and

(6) The applicant is allowed to change the north table seating arrangement to a one
table setup with administrative approval.

There were no comments on the motion from the audience at 8:10 p.m.
Motion carried, 6-0.

Mayor Moore opened the Public Hearing to consider a Special Land Use Permit Amendment
for Toast Birmingham, 203 Pierce at 7:49 PM.

Planner Ecker explained the request from Toast Birmingham to add an outdoor dining
platform. She noted that the platform would require the use of two on-street parking
spaces and one parking meter would have to be removed. The platform would add an
additional twenty-eight seats.

Commissioner Dilgard expressed concern with taking away two parking spaces with the current

parking situation.
Commissioner Hoff pointed out that a letter was received from Leslie Rogers, 180 Pierce,

opposed to the proposed platform.

Ms. Ecker confirmed for Commissioner Hoff that the ordinance does not restrict outdoor
dining to the sidewalk or a platform. Commissioner Hoff expressed concern with
eliminating two parking spaces on Pierce due to the parking issue. She expressed concern
with increasing the size of the bistros as it was not the intent of the bistro ordinance.

Commissioner Rinschler agreed that parking is a serious issue, but noted that other
platforms have been approved on Pierce. Commissioner Nickita pointed out that Martin
Street has been rebuilt since the previous request by Toast to add a platform.

Mayor Pro Tem Sherman pointed out that taking away parking spaces sends a double
message with the appearance of a parking issue. Commissioner McDaniel agreed that the
timing of the request is wrong and noted that he does not have a problem with the
proposed size of the platform.

Chris Longe, representing Toast Birmingham, acknowledged the parking deficit and noted
that not allowing the platform on two spaces will not make a significant impact on the deficit.

Dorothy Conrad suggested postponing the decision as a platform removes parking in the
day and evening.

Cheryl Daskas, Tender, expressed opposition to the platform and commented that there is
a parking crisis.

The Mayor closed the Public Hearing at 8:18 PM.
The Commission took no action.

03-47-15 AD HOC PARKING STUDY COMMITTEE FINAL REPORT
AND RECOMMENDATIONS

City Engineer O’Meara explained that in 2013 the City noticed that parking demand was
exceeding capacity in all five of the structures. The Ad Hoc Parking Study Committee was
formed to study the current and future parking environments for the Central Business District
and the Triangle District and to make recommendations for future parking improvements if
needed. He discussed the seasonal parking trends of the parking structures and the short and
long term parking development projections.

The Commission commended the Committee on its work. Commissioner Nickita stated that one
of the issues is to recognize the existing conditions and align them with the overall master plan
goals. Mayor Sherman noted that the recommendation is to create a second committee to
develop an implementation strategy.

Mayor Pro Tem Hoff noted that the motion does not mention the Pierce Street area. Mr.
O'Meara explained that staff felt that, in order to move forward, the North Old Woodward
property has the most opportunity for further discussion. The Pierce Street Structure only
involves whether or not two floors are added. He explained that the first resolution includes a
review of the entire Central Business District which would include the Pierce Street Structure.

Mr. Valentine confirmed for Commissioner Nickita that a formal resolution will be brought to the
Commission with the specific criteria establishing the steering committee and their specific
charge.

Mayor Sherman suggested the committee be comprised of only two Commissioners and one
resident who is not involved in any other board with a background in finance and an interest in
the downtown.

To accept the findings of the Ad Hoc Parking Study Committee estimating that a deficit of 278

SUBJECT: 2015 Spring Screening for Bistro Applicants

On September 12, 2011, the City Commission established a new process that altered the bistro
application process from the previous "first come, first served" policy. The policy for the 2015
bistro license application process is now as follows:

1. Deadline for the initial review of 2015 bistro applications is October 1, 2014.

2. The City Commission will consider only those initial reviews that are filed with the Planning
Department on or before October 1, 2014.

All bistro applications submitted for initial review must contain only the following information in
5 pages or less:
A brief description of the bistro concept proposed, including type of food to be served,
price point, ambience of bistro, unique characteristics of the operation, if any, and an
explanation of how this concept will enhance the current mix of commercial uses in
Birmingham;
Proposed location, hours of operation and date of opening;
Name of owner/operator and outline of previous restaurant experience; and
Evidence of financial ability to construct and operate the proposed bistro.

3. All bistro applications received by October 1, 2014 that meet the requirements outlined
above will be reviewed by the City Commission on October 13, 2014 for prioritization based on
the proposed bistro concept, proposed location within the City, potential impact on the City, and
the capability of the proposed owner/operator. Each applicant will be given a time limit to
verbally present their concepts to the City Commission. No PowerPoint presentations, display
boards or other visual aids will be permitted.

4.  The City Commission will prioritize all initial applications received, and will direct the top
applications to the Planning Board for full site plan and design review and Special Land Use
Permit review.

5.  All bistro applications forwarded to the Planning Board for full review will be required to
provide additional information as required for review of the bistro as a SLUP including site
plans, floor plans, sample menus, interior design details, evidence of financial capability, as well
as any other information requested by the Planning Board.
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6. All detailed applications directed to the Planning Board from the City Commission will be
reviewed during public hearings conducted during a single Planning Board meeting within 90
days of the initial review by the City Commission.

7. All bistro applications will be evaluated by the Planning Board based on the criteria set
forth in Chapter 10, Alcoholic Liquors, Division 4, Selection Criteria, and up to two applications
will be recommended for approval to the City Commission. All applications will be assigned a
priority ranking by the Planning Board.

8. All bistro applications reviewed by the Planning Board will be forwarded to the City
Commission for a detailed review and approval/denial in the order of the ranking assigned by
the Planning Board.

9. The City Commission will conduct public hearings to review the selected bistro applications
and determine which, if any, bistros to approve for 2015, up to a maximum of two approvals.

10. In the event that two bistro approvals are not granted as a result of the fall review period,
the City will accept additional bistro applications for the current calendar year on or before
April 1st.

11. All bistro applications received in this second round will be reviewed and ranked by the
Planning Board using the same review process noted in steps 2 through 9 above.

On October 3, 2014, the City Commission, in accordance with the process outlined above,
reviewed the following applicants for the initial review process, prior to the October 1, 2014
deadline established by the City Commission:

e The Factory Bistro;
e SHO; and
e The Park.

The City Commission selected The Factory Bistro and SHO to move forward for a full review by
the Planning Board. However, a full and complete application for site plan and Special Land
Use Permit review was not submitted within 90 days for either of the selected bistro concepts.

Accordingly, as outlined in the bistro process for 2015, the City Commission may consider
additional bistro applicants who apply by April 1%, 2015. The following applications were
received by the Spring deadline:

o Hillstone Restaurant Group, Inc.; and
e La Strada Dolci E Caffe.

Each of the two new bistro applications are attached for your review. Each applicant will be
given a time limit to verbally present their concepts to the City Commission, without the use of
PowerPoint presentations, display boards or other visual aids. A suggested time frame would
be a five minute presentation of the concept by the applicant, with a five minute period for
guestions from the City Commission. The City Commission will then have the opportunity to





prioritize these Spring applications, and direct the top applications to the Planning Board for full
site plan and design review and Special Land Use Permit review, if so desired.

Boundary Survey

Recently, the Ad Hoc Parking Study Committee reviewed and identified the above property as
one of two prime candidates for potential parking system expansion. The newly formed Ad Hoc
Parking Development Committee will now be studying this parcel in greater detail to help
develop a concept of what could be built there someday.

There is a strong potential that the City will be entertaining proposals from developers that
could assist in redeveloping the property with several uses, both public and private. A
necessary tool as a part of this exercise will be a detailed boundary survey. The survey would
allow for the following:

1. A survey crew would locate and mark the actual corners of the property, as best as
possible, to use as physical reference points on site. Confirming the actual property
corners also helps determine if there are currently encroachments.

2. All existing improvements, both above ground and underground, will be documented to
the best of the surveyor’s ability. Existing improvements documented are important in
terms of understanding any current obstacles that need to be moved or relocated to
facilitate future development.

3. The site has a significant slope. Grades will be shot throughout the parcel to help
understand how various changes to the parcel can be accommodated into the existing
slopes.

4. The outside edges parking structure itself will be located. Grades of each floor at the
west end of the building will be identified to ensure that additions to the building can be
designed and coordinated appropriately (if an addition to the structure is ultimately
proposed).

It is our understanding that the tasks set before this new committee would be best completed
in a timely manner. Getting the survey ordered and completed in the near future will ensure
that the committee’s work is not delayed due to the lack of information.

The Engineering Dept. requested a proposal from Nowak & Fraus, who has done several similar
boundary and topographic surveys for the City on parcels over the past several years. They
also conduct suveys on a regular basis for upcoming street improvement projects. They are
fully qualified and are ready to deliver on this work, if authorized. The Engineering Dept.
recommends that the City hire Nowak & Fraus Engineers to prepare a boundary and

topographic survey of Parking Lot #5 to be used for future study by the Ad Hoc Parking

Development Committee. Funding for this work was not budgeted, but can be accommodated
under the current Auto Parking System budget.

You have asked us to submit this Proposal to provide a survey for the above described property.

UNDERSTANDING OF PROJECT

As you explained, the main focus of the survey is for planning of the redevelopment of the
property. Also, that our survey shall focus on the existing parking lot and parking structure
building, but should exclude any detailed surveying of the wooded area to the north thereof
(except for required boundary work).

It is noted the southerly part of the property, encumbered by the City’s parking structure no. 5,
along with a surface parking lot, consists of approximately 3.65 acres. The said northerly part of
the property exists in a wooded undeveloped condition, being traversed by the Rouge River, and
consists of approximately 0.97 acres. Overall, the entire parcel consists of approximately 4.62
acres.

Please see the enclosed map detail for the overall parcel, including a designation of the survey
area as discussed and outlined herein.

Engineering design services are not proposed at this time.

SCOPE OF WORK & FEE

Our estimated not to exceed fee to provide a survey of the area described herein is $12,960.00,
which was developed from the fee schedule contained in the Engineering Consulting Contract,
that exists between the City of Birmingham and Nowak & Fraus Engineers. In summary, we
anticipate approximately five (5) days of survey crew time in the field gathering the required
survey information, followed by the office time necessary to establish the property boundary, and
to reflect the survey information onto the survey drawing. The components of work shall consist
of, but not be necessarily limited to the following items:

1. Establish/confirm the boundary of the property, to be based upon a legal description to be
provided by the City.

SUBJECT: Update on the Development Plan & Tax Increment Financing Plan for
the Birmingham Triangle District

On March 16, 2015, the City Commission conducted a public hearing on the Development Plan
and Tax Increment Financing Plan for the Birmingham Triangle District (hereinafter “the Plan™).
Staff outlined the details of the Plan and members of the public were provided an opportunity
to comment on the Plan and ask questions regarding the Plan. The City Commission discussed
a pending change in Oakland County’s guidelines for reviewing TIF plans and whether to
postpone adoption until Oakland County had a chance to comment on the Plan. The City
Commission voted unanimously to postpone the matter to May 11, 2015.

This memo is intended to provide the City Commission with an overview of Oakland County’s
new guidelines for reviewing TIF plans, and to provide an update on the status of the County’'s
review of our Plan.

Oakland County’s Board of Commissioners adopted a new Policy for Review and Potential
Participation in Downtown Development Authorities (DDA), Corridor Improvement Authorities
(CIA) and Local Development Financing Authorities (LDFA) (hereinafter “County Policy”) on
March 18, 2015. Although formal legal notice regarding the public hearing on our TIF Plan and
a copy of the TIF Plan was sent to the County prior to March 18, 2015, Oakland County has
advised that it will review our TIF Plan in accordance with their new policy. In accordance with
the revised County Policy, Oakland County will opt out of a proposed TIF Plan if a contract is
not negotiated within the 60 day opt-out period required under State law, and may continue
working with an applicant municipality to review the plan and determine if a contract for the
county’s participation is recommended.

As noted above, the Plan has been submitted to the county for review. Under the County
Policy, county staff shall review the TIF Plan and provide comments to various boards and
commissions. In accordance with the County Policy, the TIF Plan will first be formally reviewed
by the County Executive’s Budget Task Force, who will then provide comments to the Oakland
County TIF Review Committee. This seven member panel will then evaluate the TIF Plan to
determine if the county should enter into negotiations to attempt to establish a contract
permitting the capture of county taxes. If the panel so recommends, legal counsel for the
county then negotiates terms for a contract with the applicant municipality. Once a contract
has been finalized, it is brought back before the TIF Review Committee for a recommendation
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of approval and a recommendation that any prior opt out be rescinded by the Board of
Commissioners.

On March 26, 2015 the Oakland County Finance Committee passed a resolution recommending
that the County Board of Commissioners exempt its taxes from capture by the Birmingham CIA
at this time, and resolving that the County TIF Review Committee will study a proposal from
Birmingham and determine later if it should recommend that the county negotiate a contract
with Birmingham. The resolution further states that if the county determines later that it is
advisable to opt in to the CIA under a contract, the county may revise its decision to exempt its
taxes from capture. On April 2, 2015, the Oakland County Board of Commissioners adopted the
same resolution.

The County Policy sets out the following parameters that determine whether Oakland County
will opt in and participate in a municipal TIF Plan by contributing county tax funds.

Oakland County Requirements for All TIF Plans

1. The Applicant must provide financial projections that demonstrate a positive return on
investment of County incremental taxed proposed for capture as well as an
improvement of employment and the taxable value of the District. The projections shall
attempt to include details on the projected number and types of new and retained jobs
and a projection of tax base growth for the entire capture period. The TIF Review
Committee may request the County’s Equalization Division to conduct a review of the
Applicant’s projections.

2. The Applicant must disclose any agreements, proposed agreements, or opt-outs by
other taxing entities and any voted millages that would impact the amount of lawfully
captured tax revenue.

3. The Applicant must explain its plan to inform investors and businesses in the District
about the services available from the Oakland County Economic Development
Community Affairs Department including the One Stop Shop Business Center and the
Oakland County Economic Development Corporation and the Oakland County Business
Finance Corporation.

4. The city, village or township which created the Authority must adopt/amend its
community master plan to accurately incorporate the TIF Plan.

5. The Authority utilizes all (100%) of the TIF revenue for redevelopment efforts, i.e.,
those activities specifically authorized within the applicable act, including operating
expenses of the Authority.

6. The proposed plan must meet a majority of the standards provided in this Policy for the
particular type of Authority.

The Planning Division is currently working with Oakland County staff to provide a report that
highlights the level of return on investment outlined in the Plan, and to provide an estimate of
the projected numbers and types of new jobs and expected tax base growth. The report will
also provide disclosure of all agreements with other taxing entities, and commit to promoting
the County’s One Stop Shop Business Center and other related programs. The report will also
discuss the incorporation of the TIF Plan in the Triangle District Plan, and restate the proposed
use of TIF funds for parking development in the Triangle District.





Oakland County Guidelines for Reviewing CIA Proposals

The performance standards that will be used as a guideline for evaluating CIA requests for the
county’s participation in a TIF Plan adopted by a CIA are as follows:

1. Meets all applicable criteria in Public Act 280 of 2005, as amended;
2. Demonstrates to the TIF Review Committee how it complies with the seven
development area criteria specified in PA 280 which are as follows:

(a) Is adjacent to or is within 500 feet of a road classified as an arterial or collector
according to the federal highway administration manual "Highway Functional
Classification - Concepts, Criteria and Procedures”;

(b) Contains at least 10 contiguous parcels or at least 5 contiguous acres;

(c) More than 1/2 of the existing ground floor square footage in the development
area is classified as commercial real property under section 34c of the general
property tax act, 1893 PA 206, MCL 211.34c;

(d) Residential use, commercial use, or industrial use has been allowed and
conducted under the zoning ordinance or conducted in the entire development
area, for the immediately preceding 30 years;

(e) Is presently served by municipal water or sewer;

(f) Is zoned to allow for mixed use that includes high-density residential use; and

(9) The municipality agrees to all of the following:

(i) To expedite the local permitting and inspection process in the development
area.

(if) To modify its master plan to provide for walkable non-motorized
interconnections, including sidewalks and streetscapes throughout the
development area;

3. Facilitates the redevelopment and/or revitalization of an existing developed area as
opposed to developing a greenfield area or relatively undeveloped areas;

4. Establishes that single family residential use does not comprise more than 10% of the
existing or planned land use of the Authority District;

5. Demonstrates that high density residential use does not comprise more than 30% of the
existing and/or planned land use of the Authority District; and

6. If feasible, explains how one or more of the “Emerging Sectors” identified by Oakland
County on its website www.advantageoakland.com as an economic growth industry, will
benefit from this request.

The Planning Division is currently working with Oakland County staff to provide a report that
clearly demonstrates how the Plan complies with the seven development area criteria specified
in PA 280, and highlight the sections of the TIF Plan that demonstrate that the Triangle District
is specifically designed to facilitate the redevelopment of an urban area consisting of mostly
commercial and mixed use buildings, and to encourage the type of compact, walkable urban
form that will attract millennials and the creative class, along with businesses seeking these
employees.

Finally, it is important to note that if the county negotiates with a municipality to opt-in to a TIF
capture, County Policy provides limitations on the amount of funds that may be captured,
allowing only 50% of county funds to be captured, with the possibility of a 75% capture in
those cases where the municipality is contributing an amount three times greater than the
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county’s share. The Birmingham TIF Plan does fall into the latter category, allowing for a 75%
capture of the county taxes. County Policy also establishes a maximum overall cap of 5% of
the total county operating level for all TIF plans, which has not yet been reached. County
Policy further establishes that preference for granting approval of TIF plans shall be given to
municipalities that do not have any pre-existing districts. Birmingham does not have any pre-
existing CIA, DDA or LDFA districts.
