Contract #7-15(SW) 
Change Order #1 


At the meeting of February 23, 2015, the City Commission awarded the above contract to RDC 
Construction Services, LLC.  The project is being managed well, and we fully expect that it will 
be built within the contract time limits, as well as within budget.   


While reviewing the scope of work for the Downtown (Area 1D) portion of this project, it was 
observed that several areas in front of the Baldwin Public Library were in need of repair (see 
attached exhibit).  Since the library is in the general area of the downtown work, the 
Engineering Department would like to include it as part of this year’s program. 


In addition, the City Commission has requested that new sidewalk be installed along the east 
side of S. Old Woodward (just south of Haynes – see attached exhibit) to provide pedestrians a 
safe route to travel after exiting their vehicles.  We entertained the idea of soliciting bids from 
various contractors, but this may not have been successful given the relatively small size of the 
project.  We asked RDC Construction Services if they would consider adding this work to their 
contract, using the contract unit prices and an agreed upon unit price for the new sidewalk 
($5.80 per square foot) along S. Old Woodward.  This cost falls within the expected range for 
this type of work (based on the unit prices under the existing contract).  They have agreed and 
anticipate performing the work sometime in June. 


The Engineering Department feels that this represents the best opportunity to get this work 
done this year at a reasonable price.  The cost of the work is estimated as follows:

SUBJECT: Department of Public Services Main Garage Roof Replacement 


The roof over the main garage at the Department of Public Services is in need of replacement 
due to its age and rapidly deteriorating condition. The roof targeted for replacement covers the 
entire south building minus the front offices and conference room. The roof has had leaks 
repaired in the past and has surpassed its 20 year life expectancy.  


A request for proposal (RFP) was developed to replace the failing roof system. This included 
meetings with Carlos Jorge and the manufacturer to do an energy savings analysis and 
incentive review utilizing different insulation thicknesses to realize the best return on investment 
for the project. After reviewing the results of the analysis, the RFP was written to include the 
addition of 2” (option #1) or 2.7” (option #2) of Polyiso insulation (ISO) to the existing 1.5” 
currently present on the roof deck.  The base project includes the removal of the existing ballast 
material and membrane and the installation of additional insulation, new 60-mil non-reinforced 
EPDM and the reinstallation of the existing ballast material.  Optional pricing was also requested 
in the RFP to substitute non name brand sheet metal for the edging and coping that will be 
replaced as a part of the project.  


Sealed proposals were opened Tuesday April 28, 2015 for “Main Garage Roof Replacement at 
the Department of Public Services Facility”. The (RFP) was entered into the Michigan Inter-
governmental Trade Network (MITN) purchasing system and advertised in the Birmingham 
Observer Eccentric. Seven (7) vendors responded submitting a total of seven (7) bids.

PART 1 GENERAL 
 
1.01 DESCRIPTION 
 


A. The Main Garage is located at 851 S. Eton in Birmingham, MI. Paul 
Matthews, Project Coordinator, is the Owner’s Representative and may be 
contacted regarding any questions or for a pre-bid job site inspection,

roof.  The job site inspection may occur on the day of the pre-bid meeting 
or prior to such a meeting.  Should access to the roof be necessary before 
or after the pre-bid meeting, the contractor must contact the owner’s 
representative, Paul Matthews, Public Works Manager, at 248-530-1715 
to coordinate an appropriate time. 


 
C. Bids must be submitted in a sealed envelope marked “Main Garage Roof 


Replacement at the Department of Public Services Facility”. The date and 
time of the bid opening must be marked on the envelope.

D. Any conditions which are not shown on the shop drawings should be 
indicated on a copy of the shop drawing and included with bid submittal if 
necessary to clarify any conditions not shown. 


 
 
1.09 TEMPORARY FACILITIES AND CONTROLS 
 


A. Temporary Utilities: 
 


1. Water, power for construction purposes and lighting are available at 
the site and will be made available to the roofing contractor. 


 
2. Provide all hoses, valves and connections for water from source 


designated by the owner when made available. 
 


3. When available, electrical power should be extended as required 
from the source.  Provide all trailers, connections and fused 
disconnects. 


 
B. Temporary Sanitary Facilities 


 
Sanitary facilities will not be available at the job site.  The roofing 
contractor shall be responsible for the provision and maintenance of 
portable toilets or their equal. 
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C. Building Site: 
 


1. The roofing contractor shall use reasonable care and responsibility 
to protect the building and site against damages.  The contractor 
shall be responsible for the correction of any damage incurred as a 
result of the performance of the contract. 


 
2. The roofing contractor shall remove all construction debris from the 


job site in a timely and legally acceptable manner so as to not 
detract from the aesthetics or the functions of the building. [Tear off 
materials may be recycled, contact Nationwide Foam, Inc. (888) 
820-2760 for details.] 


  
D. Security: 


 
Obey the owner’s requirements for personnel identification, inspection and 
other security measures. 


 
1.10 JOB SITE PROTECTION 
 


A. The roofing contractor shall adequately protect building, paved areas, 
service drives, lawn, shrubs, trees, etc. from damage while performing the 
required work.  Provide canvas, boards and sheet metal (properly 
secured) as necessary for protection and remove protection material at 
completion.  The contractor shall repair or be responsible for costs to 
repair all property damaged during the roofing application. 


 
B. During the roofing contractor’s performance of the work, the building 


owner will continue to occupy the existing building.  The contractor shall 
take precautions to prevent the spread of dust and debris, particularly 
where such material may sift into the building.  The roofing contractor shall 
provide labor and materials to construct, maintain and remove necessary 
temporary enclosures to prevent dust or debris in the construction area(s) 
from entering the remainder of the building. 


 
C. Do not overload any portion of the building, either by use of or placement 


of equipment, storage of debris, or storage of materials. 
 


D. Protect against fire and flame spread.  Maintain proper and adequate fire 
extinguishers. 


 
E. Take precautions to prevent drains from clogging during the roofing 


application.  Remove debris at the completion of each day’s work and 
clean drains, if required.  At completion, test drains to ensure the system 
is free running and drains are watertight.  Remove strainers and plug 
drains in areas where work is in progress.  Install flags or other telltales 
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on plugs.  Remove plugs each night and screen drain. 
 


F. Store moisture susceptible materials above ground and protect with 
waterproof coverings. 


 
G. Remove all traces of piled bulk materials and return the job site to its 


original condition upon completion of the work. 
 
1.11 SAFETY 
 


The roofing contractor shall be responsible for all means and methods as they 
relate to safety and shall comply with all applicable local, state and federal 
requirements that are safety related.  Safety shall be the responsibility of the 
roofing contractor.  All related personnel shall be instructed daily to be mindful 
of the full time requirement to maintain a safe environment for the facility’s 
occupants including staff, visitors, customers and the occurrence of the general 
public on or near the site. 


 
 
1.12 WORKMANSHIP 
 


A. Applicators installing new roof, flashing and related work shall be factory 
trained and approved by the manufacturer they are representing. 


 
B. All work shall be of highest quality and in strict accordance with the 


manufacturer’s published specifications and to the building owner’s 
satisfaction. 


 
C. There shall be a supervisor on the job site at all times while work is in 


progress. 
 
D.  All field seams and flashing details are to be completed according to 


manufacturer’s specifications and details by the end of each work day.  
 


1.13 QUALITY ASSURANCE 
 


A. The Sure-Tough EPDM membrane roofing system must achieve a UL 
Class A rating. 
 


 
B. The membrane must be manufactured by the material supplier.  


Manufacturer’s supplying membrane made by others are not acceptable. 
 
C. The manufacturer must have a minimum of 20 years experience in the 


manufacturing of vulcanized thermal set sheeting. 
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D. Unless otherwise noted in this specification, the roofing contractor must 
strictly comply with the manufacturer’s current specifications and details. 


 
E. The roofing system must be installed by an applicator authorized and 


trained by the manufacturer in compliance with shop drawings as 
approved by the manufacturer.  The roofing applicator shall be thoroughly 
experienced and upon request be able to provide evidence of having at 
least five (5) years successful experience installing single-ply EPDM 
roofing systems and having installed at least one (1) EPDM roofing 
application or several similar systems of equal or greater size within one 
year. 


 
AND 


 
The applicator shall, upon request, be able to document three (3) 
installations completed more than two years prior to issuance of the 
contract documents, utilizing components of the proposed manufacturer, 
that are comparable to those required for the work and similar in scope 
and complexity. Provide complete contact information, warranty history for 
previous installations and demonstrate in-service performance. 


 
F. Provide adequate number of experienced workmen regularly engaged in 


this type of work who are skilled in the application techniques of the 
materials specified.  Provide at least one thoroughly trained and 
experienced superintendent on the job at all times roofing work is in 
progress.  


 
G. There shall be no deviations made from this specification or the approved 


shop drawings without the prior written approval of the specifier.  Any 
deviation from the manufacturer’s installation procedures must be 
supported by a written certification on the manufacturer’s letterhead and 
presented for the specifier’s consideration. 


 
H. Upon completion of the installation, the applicator shall arrange for an 


inspection to be made by a non-sales technical representative of the 
membrane manufacturer in order to identify any needed corrective repairs 
that will be required for warranty issuance.  Notify the building owner 
seventy-two (72) hours prior to the manufacturer’s final inspection. 


 
I. Inspector shall be employed and trained by the manufacturer and have 


received product-specific training from the manufacturer of the products. 
 
J. The Sure-Seal EPDM Membrane exceeds 41,580 kJ/m2 under Xenon-Arc 


UV Light testing used for testing “Resistance to Outdoor (Ultraviolet) 
Weathering.” (ASTM D 4637 Specification requires a 7560 kJ/m2   
minimum total radiant exposure at 70 W/m2 irradiance at 176oF black 
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panel temperature to pass.)The membrane shows no visible signs of 
cracking or crazing. 


 
1.14 JOB CONDITIONS, CAUTIONS AND WARNINGS 
 


Refer to Carlisle’s Sure-Seal Roofing System specification for General Job Site 
Considerations. 


 
A. Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) must be on location at all times 


during the transportation, storage and application of materials. 
 


B. When positioning membrane sheets, exercise care to locate all field 
splices away from low spots and out of drain sumps.  All field splices 
should be shingled to prevent bucking of water. 


 
C. When loading materials onto the roof, the Carlisle Authorized Roofing 


Applicator must comply with the requirements of the building owner to 
prevent overloading and possible disturbance to the building structure. 


 
D. Proceed with roofing work only when weather conditions are in 


compliance with the manufacturer’s recommended limitations, and when 
conditions will permit the work to proceed in accordance with the 
manufacturer’s requirements and recommendations. 


 
E. Proceed with work so new roofing materials are not subject to construction 


traffic.  When necessary, new roof sections shall be protected and 
inspected upon completion for possible damage. 


 
F. Provide protection, such as 3/4” thick plywood, for all roof areas exposed 


to traffic during construction. Plywood must be smooth and free of 
fasteners and splinters. 


 
G. The surface on which the insulation or roofing membrane is to be applied 


shall be clean, smooth, dry, and free of projections or contaminants that 
would prevent proper application of or be incompatible with the new 
installation, such as fins, sharp edges, foreign materials, oil and grease. 


 
H. New roofing shall be complete and weathertight at the end of the work 


day. 
 


K. Contaminants such as grease, fats and oils shall not be allowed to come 
in direct contact with the roofing membrane. An overlay of Epichlrohydrin 
membrane must be adhered around units which have the  potential to emit 
solvents, grease or oil. 
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1.15 WARRANTY 
 


A. Provide manufacturer’s 20 year Total System Warranty covering both 
labor and material with no dollar limitation.  The maximum wind speed 
coverage shall be peak gusts of  55 mph  measured at 10 meters above 
ground level.  Certification is required with bid submittal indicating the 
manufacturer has reviewed and agreed to such wind coverage. 
 


 
B. Pro-rated System Warranties shall not be accepted. 
 


 
PART 2 PRODUCTS 
 
2.01 GENERAL 
 


A. All components of the specified roofing system shall be products of 
Carlisle SynTec or accepted by Carlisle SynTec as compatible.  


 
B. Unless otherwise approved by the specifier and accepted by the 


membrane manufacturer, all products (including insulation, fasteners, 
fastening plates and edgings) must be manufactured and supplied by 
the roofing system manufacturer and covered by the warranty. 


 
2.02 MEMBRANE 
 


Furnish Sure-Seal 60-mil thick non-reinforced EPDM (Ethylene, Propylene, 
Diene Terpolymer) in the largest sheet possible with 3” or 6” Factory-Applied 
Tape (FAT).  The membrane shall conform to the minimum physical properties of 
ASTM D4637.  Sheet widths range from 10 feet to 50 feet and length is 
maximum 250 feet long. 


 
2.03 INSULATION/UNDERLAYMENT 
 


A. Insulation shall be loose laid over the substrate and, when applicable, 
shall be installed in multiple layers.  Mechanical attachment of the 
insulation is not required in accordance with the manufacturer’s published 
specifications. 


 
B. Insulation shall be HP-H Polyiso as supplied by Carlisle SynTec. 


 
1. Carlisle HP-H Polyiso – A foam core insulation board covered on 


both sides with a medium weight fiber-reinforced felt facer meeting 
ASTM C 1289-06, Type II, Class 1, Grade 2 (20 psi). The product is 
available in 4’ x 8’ standard size with a thickness from 1 to 4 inches.  
4’ x 4’ tapered panels are also available. 
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2.04 ADHESIVES, CLEANERS AND SEALANTS 
 


All products shall be furnished by Carlisle and specifically formulated for the 
intended purpose. 
 
A. 90-8-30A Bonding Adhesive:  A high-strength, yellow colored, synthetic 


rubber adhesive used for bonding Sure-Seal/Sure-White EPDM 
membranes to various surfaces.  Available in 5 gallon pails. 


 
B. Carlisle Weathered Membrane Cleaner:  A clear, solvent-based cleaner 


used to loosen and remove dirt and other contaminants from the surface 
of exposed EPDM membrane (for repairs, etc.) prior to applying EPDM 
Primer.  Weathered Membrane Cleaner can also be used when applying 
Splicing Cement.  Available in 1 and 5-gallon pails. 


 
C. Sure-Seal SecurTAPE™ (Factory Applied):  A 3" or 6" wide by 100' long 


splice tape used for splicing adjoining sections of EPDM membrane.  
Complies with the South Coast Air  Quality Management District Rule 
1168. 


 
D. EPDM Primer:  A solvent-based primer used to prepare the surface of 


EPDM membrane for application of Splice Tape or Pressure-Sensitive 
products.  This Primer can also be used in conjunction with EP-95 Splicing 
Cement in lieu of Splice Cleaner.  Available in 1 gallon pails. 


 
E. Low VOC EPDM Primer - A low VOC (volatile organic compound) primer 


(less than 250 grams/liter) for use with SecurTape or Pressure-Sensitive 
products. Available in 1 gallon pails.  


 
F. Lap Sealant:  A black, heavy-bodied material used to seal the exposed 


edges of a membrane splice.  A pre-formed Lap Sealant tool is included in 
each carton of Lap Sealant.  Available in tubes. 


 
G. Water Cut-Off Mastic:  A one-component, low viscosity, self wetting, 


Butyl blend mastic used as a sealing agent between the EPDM membrane 
or Elastoform Flashing and applicable substrates.  Available in tubes. 


 
H. Pourable Sealer:  A black, two-component, solvent-free, polyurethane 


based product used for tie-ins and as a sealant around hard-to-flash 
membrane penetrating objects such as clusters of pipes and for a daily 
seal when the completion of flashings and terminations cannot be 
completed by the end of each work day. 


 
I. One-Part Pourable Sealer:  Available in black or white, a one-


component, moisture curing, elastomeric polyether sealant used for 
attaching lightning rod bases and ground cable clips to the membrane 
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surface and as a sealant around hard-to-flash penetrations such as 
clusters of pipes. 


 
J. Universal Single-Ply Sealant A one-part polyether, non-sagging sealant 


designed for sealing expansion joints, control joints and counterflashings.  
Available in white only. 


 
 


2.05 FASTENERS AND PLATES 
 


To be used for additional membrane securement:  
 


A.  InsulFast Fasteners:  A threaded #12 fastener with #3 phillips drive used 
for insulation attachment into    steel or wood decks. 


 
B. HP Fasteners:  a threaded, black epoxy electro-deposition coated (E-


Coat) fastener used with steel, wood    plank, minimum 15/32” 
thick plywood or minimum 7/16” thick oriented strand board. 


 
C. HP Term Bar Nail-In:  a 1-1/4” long expansion anchor with drive pin used 


for fastening Sure-Seal      Termination Bar or Seam Fastening 
Plates to concrete, brick, or block walls.  The fastener is set by   
 hammering the drive pin into place. 


 
D.  Seam Fastening Plate:  a 2” diameter metal fastening plate used in 
conjunction with RUSS or EPDM  membrane for additional membrane 
securement. 


 
E.  Polymer Seam Plate:  a 2” diameter plastic fastening plate incorporating 
barbs on the underside of the  plate.  This plate is required for membrane and 
RUSS attachment installed in conjunction with steel roof  decks. 
 
F. Sure-Seal Pressure-Sensitive RUSS™  (Reinforced Universal 
Securement Strip):  a 6” or 9” wide,  nominal 45-mil thick clean, cured black 
reinforced EPDM membrane with 3” wide Factory-Applied Tape  (FAT) 
laminated along one edge for the 6” wide RUSS and along both edges for the 9” 
wide RUSS. 


 
1. 6” wide Pressure-Sensitive RUSS is used horizontally or 


vertically at the base of walls, curbs, etc., in conjunction with 2” 
diameter Fastening Plates below the EPDM deck membrane for 
additional membrane securement (Polymer Seam Plates are 
required for steel decks). 
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2.06 METAL EDGING AND MEMBRANE TERMINATIONS 


 
A. General: All metal edgings shall be tested and meet ANSI/SPRI ES-1 


standards and comply with International Building Code. 
 


1.  SecurEdge 2000:  a metal fascia system with an extruded aluminum 
anchor bar and .040” thick aluminum or 24 gauge galvanized steel 
fascia.  Metal fascia color shall be as designated by the Owner's 
Representative. ANSI/SPRI ES-1 Certified. 2000 Fascia FM Approved 
1-645. 2000 Extended Fascia FM Approved 1-270. 2000 Canted 
Fascia FM Approved 1-270. 


 
B. SecurEdge Coping:  incorporates a 20 gauge anchor cleat with 4 pre-


slotted holes, a concealed joint cover and 10 foot continuous sections of 
coping cap; can accommodate minimum 5 “ wide parapet walls.  Metal 
coping cap color shall be as designated by the Owner's Representative. 


 
C. Termination Bar:  a 1” wide and .098” thick extruded aluminum bar pre-


punched 6” on center; incorporates a sealant ledge to support Lap Sealant 
and provide increased stability for membrane terminations. 


 
2.07 BALLAST 
 


A. Rounded Water-Worn Gravel 
 
1.  Nominal 1-1/2” rounded water-worn gravel which conforms to 


gradation #4 when sized in accordance with ASTM D 448 method 
of sizing. 


 
2.08 WALKWAYS 
 


Protective surfacing for roof traffic shall be concrete pavers (minimum 18 pounds 
per square foot loose laid over a slip sheet of cured EPDM membrane or two 
layers of HP Protective Mat. 


 
 
PART 3 EXECUTION 
 
3.01 GENERAL 
 


A. Comply with the manufacturer’s published instructions for the installation 
of the membrane roofing system including proper substrate preparation, 
jobsite considerations and weather restrictions. 


 
B. Position sheets to accommodate contours of the roof deck and shingle 


splices to avoid bucking water. 
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3.02 INSULATION INSTALLATION 
 


A. Re-use existing insulation where applicable.  Replace any wet or crushed 
insulation upon inspection with matching thickness HP-H 
Polyisocyanurate. 


  
B. Install insulation or membrane underlayment over the substrate with 


boards butted tightly together with no joints or gaps greater than 1/4 inch.  
Stagger joints both horizontally and vertically if multiple layers are 
provided. 
 


C. Insulation shall be loose laid over the substrate in accordance with the 
manufacturer’s specifications. 


 
3.03 MEMBRANE INSTALLATION 
 


A. Unroll and position membrane without stretching.  Allow the membrane to 
relax for approximately 1/2 hour prior to splicing. 


 
B. Install adjoining membrane sheets in the same manner, overlapping 


edges approximately 6 inches. 
 
3.04 MEMBRANE SPLICING  
 


A. Position membrane sheet to allow for required splice overlap.  Mark the 
bottom sheets with an indelible marker approximately 1/4” to 1/2” from the 
top sheet edge.  The pre-marked line on the membrane edge can also be 
used as a guide for positioning splice tape. 


 
B. Fold the top sheet back and clean the dry splice area (minimum 3” wide) 


of both membrane sheets by scrubbing with clean natural fiber rags 
saturated with Sure-Seal Primer.  When using Sure-Seal (black) PRE-
KLEENED membrane, cleaning the splice area is not required unless 
contaminated with field dirt or other residue. 


 
C. Apply Sure-Seal EPDM Primer or Low VOC EPDM Primer to splice area. 


 
D. When adhering Factory Applied Tape (FAT), pull the poly backing from 


FAT beneath the top sheet and allow the top sheet to fall freely onto the 
exposed primed surface. Press top sheet on to the bottom sheet using 
firm even hand pressure across the splice towards the splice edge. 
 


E. For end laps, apply 3”  SecurTAPE to the primed membrane surface in 
accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications. Remove the poly 
backing and roll the top sheet onto the mating surface. 
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F. Tape splices must be a minimum of 2-1/2” wide using 3” wide SecurTAPE 
extending 1/8” minimum to 1/2” maximum beyond the splice edge.  Field 
splices at roof drains must be located outside the drain sump. 
 
Note: For projects where a 20-year System Warranty is specified, splice 
enhancements are required.  Refer to Carlisle’s EPDM Roof System 
specification.   


 
G. Immediately roll the splice using positive pressure when using a 2” wide 


steel roller.  Roll across the splice 
edge, not parallel to it. When FAT is used, Carlisle’s Stand-Up Seam 
Roller can be used to roll parallel to the splice edge. 


 
H. At all field splice intersections, apply Lap Sealant along the edge of the 


membrane splice to cover the exposed SecurTAPE 2” in each direction 
from the splice intersection.  Install Carlisle’s Pressure-Sensitive “T” Joint 
Covers or a 6” wide section (with rounded corners) of Sure-Seal Pressure-
Sensitive Flashing over the field splice intersection. 


 
3.05 FLASHING 
 


A. Wall and curb flashing shall be cured EPDM membrane.  Continue the 
deck membrane as wall flashing where practicable. Use Pressure-
Sensitive Curb Wrap when possible to flash curb units. 


 
B. Follow manufacturer’s typical flashing procedures for all wall, curb, and 


penetration flashing including metal edging/coping and roof drain 
applications. 


 
 
 
3.06 BALLASTING 
 


A. Install ballast in accordance with the manufacturer’s installation 
instructions. 
 


B. Rounded Water-Worn Gravel or Crushed Stone 
 


1. Nominal 1-1/2” rounded gravel: coverage rate shall be no less than 
1000 pounds per 100 square feet and gravel must be evenly 
distributed to maintain an average of 10 pounds per square foot. 


 
2. Install ballast evenly without bare spots to provide complete 


coverage over the membrane. 
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3. Comply with published (American National Standards Institute) 
ANSI/SPRI RP-4 guidelines concerning applicable coverage rates 


 
3.07 WALKWAYS 
 


A. Install concrete pavers with an additional layer of EPDM membrane at all 
traffic concentration points (such as roof hatches, access doors, rooftop 
ladders, etc.) and all locations as identified on the specifier’s drawing. 


 
B. The protection layer must extend a minimum of 2” on each side of the 


concrete paver. 
 
3.08 DAILY SEAL 
 


A. On phased roofing, when the completion of flashings and terminations is 
not achieved by the end of the work day, a daily seal must be performed. 


 
3.09 CLEAN UP 
 


A. Perform daily clean-up to collect all wrappings, empty containers, paper, 
and other debris from the project site.  Upon completion, all debris must 
be disposed of in a legally acceptable manner. 


 
B. Prior to the manufacturer’s inspection for warranty, the applicator must 


perform a pre-inspection to review all work and to verify all flashing has 
been completed as well as the application of all caulking. 


 
 
3.10      GENERAL INSTALLATION NOTES

1.    Core cut results- 1.5” Polyiso, .045 mil EPDM, Ballast River Rock  


 
 2.    Ballast to be removed, left onsite, and re-installed on new membrane.  


Site to store ballast will be chosen by building owner representative. 
 
3.    Tear out membrane and flashings only.

 This AGREEMENT, made this _______day of ____________, 2015, by and 
between CITY OF BIRMINGHAM, having its principal municipal office at 151 Martin 
Street, Birmingham, MI (hereinafter sometimes called "City"), and-
____________________________________________, having its principal office at 
______________________________________________________ (hereinafter called 
"Contractor"), provides as follows: 


WITNESSETH: 
 WHEREAS, the City of Birmingham, through its Department of Public Services 
Department, is desirous of having work completed to remove and replace the roof on 
the main garage at the Department of Public Services facility at the City of Birmingham.  
 
 WHEREAS, the City has heretofore advertised for bids for the procurement and 
performance of services required to remove and replace the roof on the main garage at 
the Department of Public Services facility, and in connection therewith has prepared a 
request for sealed proposals (“RFP”), which includes certain instructions to bidders, 
specifications, terms and conditions. 
 
 WHEREAS, the Contractor has professional qualifications that meet the project 
requirements and has made a bid in accordance with such request for cost proposals to 
perform the removal and replacement of the roof on the main garage at the Department 
of Public Services facility. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the respective agreements and 
undertakings herein contained, the parties agree as follows: 


1. It is mutually agreed by and between the parties that the documents consisting of 
the Request for Proposal to perform the removal and replacement of the roof on the 
main garage at the Department of Public Services facility and the Contractor’s cost 
proposal dated April 28, 2015 shall be incorporated herein by reference and shall 
become a part of this Agreement, and shall be binding upon both parties hereto.  If any 
of the documents are in conflict with one another, this Agreement shall take 
precedence, then the RFP.  
 
2. The City shall pay the Contractor for the performance of this Agreement in an 
amount not to exceed _________________, as set forth in the Contractor’s April 28, 
2015 cost proposal. 
 
3. This Agreement shall commence upon execution by both parties, unless the City 
exercises its option to terminate the Agreement in accordance with the Request for 
Proposals. 
 
4. The Contractor shall employ personnel of good moral character and fitness in 
performing all services under this Agreement.  
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5. The Contractor and the City agree that the Contractor is acting as an 
independent Contractor with respect to the Contractor 's role in providing services to the 
City pursuant to this Agreement, and as such, shall be liable for its own actions and 
neither the Contractor nor its employees shall be construed as employees of the City.  
Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be construed to imply a joint venture or 
partnership and neither party, by virtue of this Agreement, shall have any right, power or 
authority to act or create any obligation, express or implied, on behalf of the other party, 
except as specifically outlined herein.  Neither the City nor the Contractor shall be 
considered or construed to be the agent of the other, nor shall either have the right to 
bind the other in any manner whatsoever, except as specifically provided in this 
Agreement, and this Agreement shall not be construed as a contract of agency.  The 
Contractor shall not be entitled or eligible to participate in any benefits or privileges 
given or extended by the City, or be deemed an employee of the City for purposes of 
federal or state withholding taxes, FICA taxes, unemployment, workers' compensation 
or any other employer contributions on behalf of the City. 
 
6. The Contractor acknowledges that in performing services pursuant to this 
Agreement, certain confidential and/or proprietary information (including, but not limited 
to, internal organization, methodology, personnel and financial information, etc.) may 
become involved.  The Contractor recognizes that unauthorized exposure of such 
confidential or proprietary information could irreparably damage the City.  Therefore, the 
Contractor agrees to use reasonable care to safeguard the confidential and proprietary 
information and to prevent the unauthorized use or disclosure thereof.  The Contractor 
shall inform its employees of the confidential or proprietary nature of such information 
and shall limit access thereto to employees rendering services pursuant to this 
Agreement.  The Contractor further agrees to use such confidential or proprietary 
information only for the purpose of performing services pursuant to this Agreement. 
 
7. This Agreement shall be governed by and performed, interpreted and enforced in 
accordance with the laws of the State of Michigan.  The Contractor agrees to perform all 
services provided for in this Agreement in accordance with and in full compliance with 
all local, state and federal laws and regulations. 
 
8. If any provision of this Agreement is declared invalid, illegal or unenforceable, 
such provision shall be severed from this Agreement and all other provisions shall 
remain in full force and effect. 
 
9. This Agreement shall be binding upon the successors and assigns of the parties 
hereto, but no such assignment shall be made by the Contractor without the prior 
written consent of the City.  Any attempt at assignment without prior written consent 
shall be void and of no effect. 
 


10. The Contractor agrees that neither it nor its subcontractors will discriminate 
against any employee or applicant for employment with respect to hire, tenure, terms, 
conditions or privileges of employment, or a matter directly or indirectly related to 
employment because of race, color, religion, national origin, age, sex, height, weight or 
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marital status.  The Contractor shall inform the City of all claims or suits asserted 
against it by the Contractor’s employees who work pursuant to this Agreement.

12. The Contractor shall maintain during the life of this Agreement the types of 
insurance coverage and minimum limits as set forth below:

This coverage shall be primary to any other coverage that 
may be available to the additional insured, whether any other available coverage 
by primary, contributing or excess. 
 


E. Professional Liability: Professional liability insurance with limits of not less than 
$1,000,000 per claim if Contractor will provide service that are customarily 
subject to this type of coverage.  
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F. Pollution Liability Insurance: Contractor shall procure and maintain during the life 
of this Agreement Pollution Liability Insurance, with limits of liability of not less 
than $1,000,000, per occurrence preferred, but claims made accepted.  
 


G. Owners Contractors Protective Liability: The Contractor shall procure and 
maintain during the life of this contract, an Owners Contractors Protective 
Liability Policy with limits of liability not less than $3,000,000 per occurrence, 
combined single limit, Personal Injury, Bodily Injury and Property Damage. The 
City of Birmingham shall be “Name Insured” on said coverage. Thirty (30) days 
Notice of Cancellation shall apply to this policy.

I. Proof of Insurance Coverage: Contractor shall provide the City of Birmingham at 
the time the Agreement is returned for execution, Certificates of Insurance and/or 
policies, acceptable to the City of Birmingham, as listed below.

If both parties elect to have the 
dispute resolved by arbitration, it shall be settled pursuant to Chapter 50 of the Revised 
Judicature Act for the State of Michigan and administered by the American Arbitration 
Association with one arbitrator being used, or three arbitrators in the event any party’s 
claim exceeds $1,000,000. Each party shall bear its own costs and expenses and an 
equal share of the arbitrator’s and administrative fees of arbitration. Such arbitration 
shall qualify as statutory arbitration pursuant to MCL§600.5001 et. seq., and the 
Oakland County Circuit Court or any court having jurisdiction shall render judgment 
upon the award of the arbitrator made pursuant to this Agreement. The laws of the State

The owner of the property known as 1530 Pilgrim is seeking a lot split to divide the existing 
parcel into two (2) equal sized parcels.  The subject property is zoned R1A, which requires a 
minimum lot size of 20,000 sq. ft.  The applicant is requesting a waiver from this requirement.  
As stated in the attached letter from the applicant, with the exception of the east side of Pilgrim 
between Quarton and Redding, all of Pilgrim is zoned R1, which has a minimum lot size of 
9,000 (see attached map).  The applicant is requesting that they be granted waivers from the 
lot split requirements as they would comply with the if they were zoned R1 as the rest of the 
street is.  The applicant, land survey and supporting letter from the applicant are attached for 
your review. 
 
The Subdivision Regulation Ordinance (Chapter 102, Section 102-53) requires that the following 
standards be met for approval of a lot division. 
 
(1) All lots formed or changed shall conform to minimum Zoning Ordinance Standards. 
 


Attached are copies of the survey provided by the applicant depicting existing and 
proposed conditions.  The proposed rearrangement has been reviewed by the 
Community Development Department.  The subject parcels are zoned R1A (Single-
Family Residential).  The minimum lot size for R1A is 20,000 sq. ft.   
 
The resulting lot sizes proposed for the two (2) parcels will be smaller than 20,000 sq. 
ft.  The combined size of the existing parcels is approximately 20,516.1.  The size of the 
new parcels would be 12,153.75 sq. ft. for each parcel.  Accordingly, the resulting 
parcels are not in compliance with this requirement.  The minimum lot size for 
R1 is 9,000 sq. ft. 
 


(2) All residential lots formed or changed by the division shall have a lot width not less than 
the average lot width of all lots on the same street within 300 feet of the lots formed or 
changed and within the same district. 


 







The resulting lot width of the proposed residential lots would be 75 for each parcel.  The 
average lot width for the R1A parcels within 300’ is 108.37 feet.  Accordingly, the 
resulting parcels are not in compliance with this requirement.   
 


(3) The division will not adversely affect the interest of the public and of the abutting 
property owners. In making this determination, the City Commission shall consider, but 
not be limited to the following: 


 
a. The location of proposed buildings or structures, the location and nature of 


vehicular ingress or egress so that the use of appropriate development of 
adjacent land or buildings will not be hindered, nor the value thereof impaired. 


 
b. The effect of the proposed division upon any flood plain areas, wetlands or other 


natural features and the ability of the applicant to develop buildable sites on 
each resultant parcel without unreasonable disturbance of such natural features. 


 
c. The location, size, density and site layout of any proposed structures or buildings 


as they may impact an adequate supply of light and air to adjacent properties 
and the capacity of essential public facilities such as police and fire protection, 
drainage structures, municipal sanitary sewer and water, and refuse disposal. 


 
The parcels as proposed would be developed into two (2) single-family residential homes.  The 
size of the parcels and the proximity to adjacent structures would not create any 
Zoning Ordinance non-conformities in relation to the adjacent existing homes. 
 
The subject property is not located within the floodplain or soil erosion limit of a recognized 
stream, river, lake or other water body.

SUBJECT: Public Hearing for Final Site Plan & Special Land Use Permit at 


250 N. Old Woodward – Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill  
 
 
On March 25, 2015, the Planning Board conducted a public hearing to discuss a request by the 
applicant to open the Emagine Palladium Theatre, along with the Ironwood Grill., in the former 
Palladium Theatre space at 250 N. Old Woodward.  Both the theatre and the restaurant are 
proposing to serve alcoholic liquors, and thus in accordance with the Zoning Ordinance, they 
are required to operate under a valid Special Land Use Permit.  The existing Class C liquor 
license owner is The Palladium of Birmingham, LLC (owner of the Palladium Building), which is 
assigning the license to CH Birmingham, LLC a/k/a Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill 
Inside Emagine Palladium which will own and operate the theatre and restaurant proposed by 
the applicant at this time.  The Planning Board voted to recommend approval of the Final Site 
Plan and Special Land Use Permit Amendment to the City Commission with the following 
conditions: 
 


1. Execute a contract with the City outlining the details of the proposed theatre and 
restaurant operations upon approval of the SLUP in accordance with the 
presentation made this evening; 


2. Meet all City Department requests, subject to administrative approval; 
3. Provide material specifications for the background sign panel on the marquis, and 


clarify all sign colors; 
4. Obtain a variance from the Board of Zoning Appeals for all exterior entry signage; 
5. Planning Board finds that the marquis is an architectural feature of the building, and 


is approved as an alternate design in lieu of a sign band; and 
6. LED lighting on the Ironwood Grill signs must be mounted so that it is not visible 


through the open cut area.  
 
The applicant is scheduled to appear before the Board of Zoning Appeals on May 12, 2015 for 
a variance to allow signage for both the Emagine Theatre and Ironwood Grill on the first floor 
sign band although their primary square footage is not located on the first floor of the building.  
Draft minutes of the meeting of the Board of Zoning Appeals should be ready by the public 
hearing on May 18, 2015. 
 







Please find attached the staff report presented to the Planning Board, design plans for both the 
interior and exterior of the building on Hamilton Row, along with the relevant meeting minutes 
for your review.

WHEREAS, Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill have together filed an application 


pursuant to Article 7, section 7.34 of Chapter 126, Zoning, of the City Code to 
operate two food and drink establishments under common ownership, both 
serving alcoholic liquors, as required in Article 6, section 6.02(5) of Chapter 126, 
Zoning, of the City Code;   


 
WHEREAS, The land for which the Special Land Use Permit is sought is located on the east 


side of N. Old Woodward along Hamilton Row; 
 
WHEREAS, The land is zoned B-4, and is located within the Downtown Birmingham Overlay 


District, which permits food and drink establishments serving alcoholic liquors 
with a Special Land Use Permit; 


 
WHEREAS, Article 7, section 7.34 of Chapter 126, Zoning requires a Special Land Use 


Permit to be considered and acted upon by the Birmingham City Commission, 
after receiving recommendations on the site plan and design from the Planning 
Board for the proposed Special Land Use; 


 
WHEREAS, The Planning Board on March 25, 2015 reviewed the application for Final Site Plan 


and Special Land Use Permit and recommended approval with the following 
conditions: 


 
1. Execute a contract with the City outlining the details of the proposed theatre 


and restaurant operations upon approval of the SLUP in accordance with the 
presentation made this evening; 


2. Meet all City Department requests, subject to administrative approval; 
3. Provide material specifications for the background sign panel on the marquis, 


and clarify all sign colors; 
4. Obtain a variance from the Board of Zoning Appeals for all exterior entry 


signage; 
5. Planning Board finds that the marquis is an architectural feature of the 


building, and is approved as an alternate design in lieu of a sign band; and 
6. LED lighting on the Ironwood Grill signs must be mounted so that it is not 


visible through the open cut area.  
 


WHEREAS,  The applicant has agreed to comply with all conditions for approval as 
recommended by the Planning Board on March 25, 2015; 


 
WHEREAS, The Birmingham City Commission has reviewed Emagine Palladium and Ironwood 


Grill’s Special Land Use Permit application and the standards for such review as set 
forth in Article 7, section 7.36 of Chapter 126, Zoning, of the City Code;  


 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, The Birmingham City Commission finds the standards 


imposed under the City Code have been met, subject to the conditions below, and 







that the Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill application for a Special Land Use 
Permit authorizing the operation of two food and drink establishments, under 
common ownership, serving alcoholic liquors with a Class C liquor license with a 
Direct Connect Endorsement at 250 N. Old Woodward in accordance with Chapter 
10, Alcoholic Liquors, is hereby approved; 


 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED,   That the City Commission determines that to assure continued 


compliance with Code standards and to protect public health, safety, and welfare, 
this Special Land Use Permit is granted subject to the following conditions: 


 
1. Execute a contract with the City outlining the details of the proposed theatre 


and restaurant operations upon approval of the SLUP in accordance with the 
presentation made this evening; 


2. Meet all City Department requests, subject to administrative approval; 
3. Provide material specifications for the background sign panel on the marquis, 


and clarify all sign colors; 
4. Obtain a variance from the Board of Zoning Appeals for all exterior entry 


signage; 
5. Planning Board finds that the marquis is an architectural feature of the 


building, and is approved as an alternate design in lieu of a sign band; 
6. LED lighting on the Ironwood Grill signs must be mounted so that it is not 


visible through the open cut area; 
7.  Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill shall abide by all provisions of the 


Birmingham City Code; 
8. The Special Land Use Permit may be canceled by the City Commission upon 


finding that the continued use is not in the public interest; 
10. Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill shall provide for the removal of 


disposable materials resulting from the operations and maintain the area in 
a clean and orderly condition by providing the necessary employees to 
guarantee this condition, and by the placement of a trash receptacle in the 
outdoor seating area; and 


11. Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill shall enter into a contract with the City 
outlining the details of the operation of the proposed restaurants. 


 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That failure to comply with any of the above conditions shall result in 


termination of the Special Land Use Permit.  
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, Except as herein specifically provided, Emagine Palladium and 


Ironwood Grill and its heirs, successors, and assigns shall be bound by all 
ordinances of the City of Birmingham in effect at the time of the issuance of this 
permit, and as they may be subsequently amended. Failure of Emagine Palladium 
and Ironwood Grill to comply with all the ordinances of the city may result in the 
Commission revoking this Special Land Use Permit.  


 
MAY IT BE FURTHER RESOLVED that Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill are recommended 


for operation of a theatre and restaurant, under common ownership, serving 
alcoholic liquors, with a Class C Liquor License with a Direct Connect 
Endorsement, at 250 N. Old Woodward, Birmingham, Michigan, 48009, above all 







others, pursuant to Chapter 10, Alcoholic Liquors, of the Birmingham City Code, 
subject to final inspection.

250 N. Old Woodward – Emagine Palladium Theatre and 
Ironwood Grill  


 
 
Executive Summary 
 
The subject site is located at 250 N. Old Woodward, on the south side of the existing Palladium 
building, in a portion of the former Palladium Theatre space.  The parcel is zoned B-4, 
Business-Residential and D-4 in the Downtown Overlay District.   
 
The applicant, Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill, is seeking approval of the 
transfer of ownership of one of the Class C liquor licenses that has long been associated with 
the Palladium Building to allow the owner to operate the Emagine Palladium Theatre and 
Ironwood Grill under Chapter 10, Alcoholic Liquors, of the City Code.  The assignor of this 
Class C license is The Palladium of Birmingham, LLC (owner of the Palladium Building), which 
is assigning the license to CH Birmingham, LLC a/k/a Emagine Palladium and Ironwood Grill 
Inside Emagine Palladium, which will own and operate the theatre and restaurant proposed at 
this time.  There are 2 members of CH Birmingham, LLC:  CH Royal Oak, LLC as to 65% (entity 
that operates the Emagine Royal Oak), and Cloud Nine Theater Partners, LLC as to 35% 
(entity that operates the Maple Theater in Birmingham).  Emagine owns and operates seven 
other movie theatres, with a total of 84 screens.  Ironwood Grill was founded 5 years ago and 
currently operates a restaurant in Plymouth, MI, and works in partnership with Emagine Royal 
Oak to provide selected offerings at that location, and with full food service at Emagine 
Macomb. 
 
This license was formerly used at Buca di Beppo and is being transferred from 270 N. Old 
Woodward to 250 N. Old Woodward.  This Class C liquor license is proposed to be held by CH 
Birmingham, LLC with the following permits and endorsements: 
 


 Direct Connection Permit;  
 Dance Permit;  
 Entertainment Permit;  
 Additional Bar Permit;  
 Sunday AM Sales Permit;  
 Sunday PM Sales Permit; and 
 Specific Purpose Permit (for movies and food). 


 







The applicant has indicated that there is no permanent dance floor proposed inside the 
Emagine Palladium Theatre or Ironwood Grill, but that dancing and entertainment will be 
offered at special events only.  The applicant has also indicated that the additional bar permit 
is to allow the use of a “floating bar”, which will be set up in certain areas of the establishment 
as needed for special events.  Finally, the applicant has advised that the specific purpose 
permit is to allow the showing of movies and the service of food outside the normal operating 
hours for the service of alcohol (such as special midnight release showings that could go 
past 2:00am, thus theater would be open past 2:00am, but alcohol service would cease at 
2:00am).  No outdoor dining permit is requested, nor required. 
  
Chapter 10 requires that the applicant obtain a Special Land Use Permit and approval from the 
City Commission to open a new liquor establishment, and to transfer ownership of existing 
liquor licenses.  Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill will be required to obtain a 
recommendation from the Planning Board on the Final Site Plan and Special Land Use Permit, 
and then obtain approval from the City Commission for the Final Site Plan and Special Land 
Use Permit (“SLUP”), and for the transfer of ownership of the existing liquor license.   
 
On March 11, 2015, the applicant appeared before the Planning Board for review of the 
proposed Emagine Theatre and Ironwood Grill.  After much discussion, the Planning Board 
postponed the matter and requested additional information on the proposed membership 
theatre concept, an updated and ordinance compliant sign package with all required details, 
and design and material details on the proposed exterior changes on the fourth floor of the 
south elevation where open air dining is proposed. 
 
At this time, the applicant has not provided any additional information on the 
proposed membership theatre concept, but has provided an updated sign package 
and a detailed elevation of the fourth floor of the south elevation where open air 
dining is proposed. 
 
1.0 Land Use and Zoning  
 


1.1  Existing Land Use – A portion of the tenant space was most recently the 
Palladium Theatre.  The tenant space is currently vacant.  Land uses 
surrounding the site are retail, commercial and residential. 


 
1.2  Existing Zoning – The property is currently zoned B-4, Business-Residential, and 


D-4 in the Downtown Overlay District.  The existing use and surrounding uses 
appear to conform to the permitted uses of each Zoning District. 


 
1.3  Summary of Land Use and Zoning - The following chart summarizes existing 


land use and zoning adjacent to and/or in the vicinity of the subject site. 
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2.0 Proposed Theatre and Restaurant Operations 
 
Both movie theatres and food and drink establishments are permitted in the B4 zoning district, 
and alcoholic beverages may be served with approval of a valid SLUP.  The proposed theatre 
and restaurant space is approximately 31,000 sq.ft. in size, and is proposing to operate 5 
movie screens with a total of 590 seats.  The former Palladium Theatre had 12 screens and 
2200 seats.  Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill propose to operate under a new 
neighborhood theatre membership model, where patrons must buy a yearly membership.   
Under this model, only members can purchase movie tickets, and all individual seats will be 
reserved for a specific date and time.  The applicant does intend to provide guest 
memberships to visitors staying at the Townsend Hotel.  All theatre seating will be luxury 
recliners and luxury rockers in the digital projection auditoriums.  The proposed standard hours 
of operation for the theatre are 10:00am – 1:00am, seven days a week. 
 
Ironwood Grill is proposed to be open to the public (with no membership requirement).  The 
restaurant will provide an upscale casual dining experience and offer 198 seats, including 17 
seats at the bar, with an exhibition style brick pizza oven kitchen and an open air dining 
experience overlooking Hamilton above the theatre marquis.  Ironwood Grill will offer award 
winning BBQ specialties and wood-fired Neapolitan style pizzas, a variety of freshly prepared 
dishes and an extensive selection of craft beer, wine and cocktails.  A private banquet room is 
also proposed with a private bar that will be available for rental for birthday parties, meetings, 
bridal showers and similar functions.  The proposed hours of operation for the Ironwood Grill 
are 10:00am – 12:00am, seven days a week.  At this time, the applicant has not 
provided any additional information on the proposed membership theatre concept, 
as requested by the Planning Board on March 11, 2014.   
 
Emagine Palladium Theatre members will be entitled to priority reserved seating at the 
Ironwood Grill during busy periods and be entitled to call ahead food service.  Theatre 







members can enjoy concession stand food and beverages that will be offered in the theatre 
lobby, or they order from the Ironwood Grill and restaurant wait staff will provide the service 
of food and beverages from the Ironwood Grill to patrons’ theatre seat prior to the start of the 
movie. 
  
The applicant will be required to execute a contract with the City outlining the 
details of the proposed theatre and restaurant operations that must be fully 
executed upon approval of the SLUP. 
 
3.0  Screening and Landscaping 
 


3.1 Screening – No changes are proposed.  If any additional mechanical units or 
venting are required, all changes must be submitted to the Planning Division for 
approval.   


 
3.2 Landscaping –No changes are proposed.  All existing street trees are proposed 


to remain.   
 
4.0 Parking, Loading, Access, and Circulation  
 


4.1 Parking – As the subject site is located within the Parking Assessment District, 
the applicant is not required to provide on-site parking for theatre or restaurant 
uses.   


 
4.2 Loading - Loading spaces are not required, nor proposed for this tenant space 


individually.  Loading areas for the entire building are provided off of Ferndale 
Avenue. 


 
4.3 Vehicular Access & Circulation - Vehicular access to the building will not be 


altered.   
 
4.4    Pedestrian Access & Circulation – Pedestrian access to both the theatre and the 


restaurant will be available directly from the City sidewalk. Patrons will walk into 
the first floor lobby and will be greeted by a concierge who will assist both 
restaurant and movie membership guests with reservations and ticketing, and 
direct patrons to the stairs and elevators to the second floor. 


 
4.5  Streetscape – The existing sidewalk conforms to the current Downtown 


Birmingham Streetscape Standards.  No changes are proposed. 
 
5.0 Lighting  
 


No exterior lighting changes are proposed. 
 


6.0 Departmental Reports 
 


6.1 Engineering Division – No concerns were reported from the Department of 
Public Services. 







 
6.2 Department of Public Services – No concerns were reported from the 


Department of Public Services. 
 
6.3 Fire Department – The only comments received from the Fire Department was 


to note the requirement for a Knox box. 
 
6.4 Police Department - No concerns were reported from the Police Dept. 


 
6.5 Building Department – Standard comments were received from the Building 


Department.  The following area of concern was noted: 
 


The existing curtain wall is fire stopped at each floor level. The fire 
stopping system must be maintained or replaced with a UL approved 
system.  
 


7.0 Design Review  
 
The applicant is proposing several design changes to the existing building.  The 
changes proposed are to the design of the marquis itself, signage changes and the 
removal of decorative metal elements and fixed windows at the new fourth floor.  The 
applicant is proposing to remove the art deco metal design element from the top of the 
marquis, as well as the changeable channel letter boards that were previously used to 
list all movies being shown in the former Palladium Theatre.  In addition, 40’ of the 
fourth floor fixed curtain wall windows are proposed to be replaced with a retractable 
Nanawall folding window system to provide an open air dining experience in the portion 
of the Ironwood Grill overlooking Hamilton Street above the existing marquis.  At this 
time the applicant has not provided specification sheets or a color selection 
for the Nanawall system.  The applicant has indicated that a “code compliant safety 
barrier” will be provided across this opening, and be covered by a spandrel glass panel 
from 42” above the finished floor to the bulkhead above.  No further details, 
elevation drawings or materials have been provided to illustrate the design 
of the proposed safety barrier or the panel that may be attached to the 
safety barrier.  The applicant will be required to provide specifics on the 
proposed “code compliant safety barrier” before design approval can be 
granted.  In any event, the use of spandrel glass is not permitted in the 
Downtown Birmingham Overlay District, nor are balconies or railings 
permitted to be made of glass (Article 3, section 3.04(E) of the Zoning 
Ordinance).  The applicant has now provided an elevation drawing of the fourth floor 
on the south elevation where open air dining is proposed.  The new plans indicate that 
the existing prefinished aluminum curtain wall framing is to remain.  A new Nanawall 
system is proposed for the upper 5.95’ of the existing opening.  A new prefinished 
aluminum frame is proposed to be added 3.5’ above the bottom of the existing 
opening.  This frame will hold the base of the Nanawall frame, as well as the top of a 
new row of prefinished insulated composite metal panels to match the existing panels 
below.  The plans note that all colors will match existing, but the existing 
colors are not noted.  The plans also show what appears to be a railing 
element on the top of the proposed metal panel guard rail.  This is proposed 







to be mounted up to 2” from the top of the metal panel and extend 1.5’ 
above.  No other details are provided, so it is unclear what this is, and of 
what material it is made.  The plans no longer propose the use of spandrel glass, 
and metal panels are permitted for use on balconies and railings in accordance with 
Article 3, section 3.04(E) of the Zoning Ordinance. 
 
As the proposed open air dining is not located outside of the building footprint at grade 
or in the public right-of-way, most of the normal outdoor dining requirements do not 
apply.  No outdoor dining permit or license agreement is required.  However, the 
applicant is proposing that the Nanawall window system will only be open during the 
regular hours of business for the Ironwood Grill (weather permitting).  As the 
restaurant will not be open past midnight on any evening, no open air dining will be 
offered past midnight.  At this time, the applicant has not provided any 
specifications sheets on the proposed dining tables and chairs to be used 
within the restaurant in the area adjacent to the Nanawall retractable 
windows.  At this time, the applicant has not provided specification sheets 
on the proposed dining tables and chairs to be used adjacent to the Nanawall 
window system.  Photos of the interior of the restaurant have been provided. 
 
Signage  
 
As discussed above, the decorative features on the top of the marquis are proposed to 
be removed to create a clean line, and the existing channel letter boards are proposed 
to be removed as well.   Three new name letter signs and three graphic elements are 
proposed to be mounted to the existing marquis sign. 
 
At this time, no signage drawings or plans have been provided.  The 
applicant has provided a photo with the proposed signage overlaid on the 
existing marquis.  This photo is not to scale, and thus it is unclear as to what 
the total amount of signage proposed.  The applicant has now submitted sign 
drawings, with dimensions, for each of the signs proposed to be placed on the existing 
marquis.  The plans submitted appear to show the removal of the changeable 
copy boards on the marquis, with the installation of a new black background 
panel.  No details have been provided on the material of the background 
panel.  The following chart lists all proposed dimensions of the signage 
proposed to be placed on the existing marquis.

No material samples or colors have been provided, nor have the mounting 
details, projection details or full dimensions for any of the signs proposed to 







be mounted to the existing marquis.  The applicant will be required to 
provide accurate, to scale drawings of the proposed signage, as well as a 
section view to show the mounting details and projection information, as 
well as material and lighting specifications.  The applicant has now submitted 
sign drawings, with dimensions, for the proposed signage to be placed on the existing 
marquis, and has submitted section views to show the mounting and projection details.  
The applicant has also provided information on the proposed sign materials and sign 
lighting. 
 
Article 3 of the Zoning Ordinance provides that signage within the Downtown 
Birmingham Overlay District shall be integrally designed and painted with the 
storefront, with one sign permitted per entry.  The proposed signage does fit on the 
existing marquis, which can be considered an architectural feature integrally designed 
with the building.  However, Article 3 further provides that only one sign is permitted 
per entry for each business whose primary square footage is on the first story.  As the 
primary square footage for both the Emagine theatre and the Ironwood Grill 
is on the fourth story, the applicant will be required to obtain a variance for 
all exterior entry signage.   
 
Article 3 of the Zoning Ordinance also provides that buildings within the Downtown 
Birmingham Overlay District may have sign bands a maximum of 1.5’ in vertical 
dimension between the first and second floors.  Where a sign band is not architecturally 
feasible based on building design, an alternate design will be considered, provided the 
following conditions are met: 


1. The sign must fit within the total sign area allowed for the business; 
2. The sign must be compatible with the building’s street design and will enhance 


the streetscape; 
3. The sign adheres to the goals of the 2016 Plan. 


 
The photo does show the height of the name letter signs at 1.5’, although they are not 
mounted directly on the sign band, but on the previously approved marquis which is 
located in the sign band between the first and second floor.  The only information 
provided on the sign material is that the signs are constructed of back lit acrylic panels 
with crisp graphics and colors.  The Planning Board must determine if a sign band is 
architecturally feasible above the theatre entry doors between the first and second 
floors.  As the marquis can be deemed an architectural feature of the building, 
was previously approved and is located in the area generally reserved for a 
sign band, the Planning Board may wish to approve it as an alternative 
design for the placement of signage.  The existing marquis itself is however larger 
than 1.5’ in height.  An alternative design could be approved in this case as the signage 
fits within the total sign area allowed (no maximum square footage in the Overlay), and 
the signage is compatible with the building’s street design, will enhance the 
streetscape, and is a pedestrian scale, thus adhering to the goals of the 2016 Plan. 


 
The art deco graphic elements proposed are to be constructed of Modern Master 
Platinum.  The triangle element is proposed to be painted purple (PMS 261) to match 
other detailing on the Palladium building.  No colors have been provided for the 
other portions of the graphic element.   







 
The Emagine Palladium name letter sign is proposed to be constructed of Painted 
Modern Master in Champagne (PMS 206).  The Ironwood Grill name letter signs are 
proposed to have a back panel with digital flame graphics in black (PMS 261 is noted, 
but also shown as purple on plans), orange (PMS 172) and gold (PMS 123), and a 
brushed aluminum plate mounted over the graphics with open cut lettering.  All signs 
are dimensional, and will be pin mounted 1.5” off the wall. 
 
Article 3 of the Zoning Ordinance also provides that external signs shall not be 
internally illuminated, but may be back lit or externally lit.  The applicant has now 
provided lighting details for each of the signage elements.  All signage is proposed to 
use low voltage electronic LED lighting mounted behind signage, to reflect off 
background and subtly illuminate each element with a halo effect.  However, due to 
the design of the Ironwood Grill signs including open cut lettering, the LED 
lighting must be mounted so that it is not visible through the open cut area.  
It must be mounted to a solid portion of the aluminum panel from which the 
letters are open cut. 
  


8.0 Downtown Birmingham 2016 Overlay District 
 


The site is located within the D-4 zone of the DB 2016 Regulating Plan, within the 
Downtown Birmingham Overlay District. Specifically, the 2016 Plan recommends a mix 
of retail, office, restaurant, entertainment and residential uses downtown, and thus the 
Palladium Building itself and the theatre and restaurant proposed are exactly the uses 
encouraged in the 2016 Plan.  The architectural details are provided on the theatre 
entrance and the signage is proposed at a pedestrian scale, and the open air dining 
above will add activity and interest to Hamilton Street.  However, the use of glass 
railings and spandrel glass is not in accordance with the recommendations of 
the 2016 Plan.  Other materials should be selected.  As noted above, the 
applicant has removed all previously proposed spandrel glass and replaced it with metal 
panels, which are permitted. 


 
9.0 Approval Criteria for Final Site Plan 
 


In accordance with Article 7, section 7.27 of the Zoning Ordinance, the proposed plans 
for development must meet the following conditions: 


 
(1) The location, size and height of the building, walls and fences shall be such that 


there is adequate landscaped open space so as to provide light, air and access to 
the persons occupying the structure. 


 
(2) The location, size and height of the building, walls and fences shall be such that 


there will be no interference with adequate light, air and access to adjacent lands 
and buildings. 


 
(3) The location, size and height of the building, walls and fences shall be such that 


they will not hinder the reasonable development of adjoining property not diminish 
the value thereof. 







 
(4) The site plan, and its relation to streets, driveways and sidewalks, shall be such as 


to not interfere with or be hazardous to vehicular and pedestrian traffic. 
 


(5) The proposed development will be compatible with other uses and buildings in the 
neighborhood and will not be contrary to the spirit and purpose of this chapter. 


 
(6) The location, shape and size of required landscaped open space is such as to 


provide adequate open space for the benefit of the inhabitants of the building and 
the surrounding neighborhood. 


 
10.0 Approval Criteria for Special Land Use Permits 
 


Article 07, section 7.34 of the Zoning Ordinance specifies the procedures and approval 
criteria for Special Land Use Permits. Use approval, site plan approval, and design 
review are the responsibilities of the City Commission. This section reads, in part: 
 


Prior to its consideration of a special land use application (SLUP) for an initial 
permit or an amendment to a permit, the City Commission shall refer the 
site plan and the design to the Planning Board for its review and 
recommendation. After receiving the recommendation, the City 
Commission shall review the site plan and design of the buildings and 
uses proposed for the site described in the application of amendment.  


 
The City Commission’s approval of any special land use application or 
amendment pursuant to this section shall constitute approval of the site plan 
and design.  


 
11.0 Planning Department Findings 
 


Based on a review of the site plans submitted, the Planning Department finds that the 
applicant meets all of the established ordinance requirements to qualify for a Special 
Land Use Permit to operate a theatre and restaurant serving alcoholic liquors.  
However, all design elements have not yet been finalized to allow a full 
review by the Planning Board.  The following sample motions with attached 
conditions have been provided in the event that the Planning Board deems it 
appropriate to send a recommendation of approval forward to the City Commission.   
The applicant has now provided a signage design package and an elevation drawing of 
the south elevation.  However, the applicant has not submitted any further information 
on the proposed theatre membership concept as requested by the Planning Board on 
March 11, 2015. 
 


12.0 Sample Motion Language 
 
Based on a review of the site plans submitted, the Planning Board recommends 
APPROVAL of the applicant’s request for a Final Site Plan and a SLUP approval to permit 
Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill to operate at 250 N. Old Woodward with 
the following conditions: 







 
1. Provide details on the membership theatre concept prior to appearing before 


the City Commission; 
2. Execute a contract with the City outlining the details of the proposed theatre 


and restaurant operations upon approval of the SLUP; 
3. Provide all colors for the proposed metal panels, Nanawall system and 


aluminum framing, and provide details on what appears to be a railing on top of 
the metal panel guard rail on the fourth floor of the south elevation; 


4. The fire stopping system must be maintained or replaced with a UL approved 
system where the Nanawall is proposed; 


5. Provide material specifications for the background sign panel on the marquis, 
and clarify all sign colors; 


6. Obtain a variance from the Board of Zoning Appeals for all exterior entry 
signage; 


7. Planning Board finds that the marquis is an architectural feature of the building, 
and is approved as an alternate design in lieu of a sign band;  and 


8. LED lighting on the Ironwood Grill sings must be mounted so that it is not 
visible through the open cut area.

Application to allow a movie theatre, restaurant and bar serving alcoholic liquors in 
a portion of the former Palladium Theatre space 
 
Ms. Ecker explained that the subject site is located at 250 N. Old Woodward Ave., on the south 
side of the existing Palladium building, in a portion of the former Palladium Theatre space. The 
parcel is zoned B-4, Business-Residential and D-4 in the Downtown Overlay District. 
 
The applicant, Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill, is seeking approval of 
the transfer of ownership of one of the Class C liquor licenses that has long been 
associated with the Palladium Building to allow the owner to operate the Emagine 
Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill under Chapter 10, Alcoholic Liquors, of the City 
Code. This license was formerly used at Buca di Beppo and is being transferred from 270 N. 
Old Woodward to 250 N. Old Woodward. This Class C liquor license is proposed to be held by 
CH Birmingham, LLC, 
 
The applicant has indicated that dancing and entertainment will be offered at special events 
only. The applicant has also indicated that the additional bar permit is to allow the use of a 
“floating bar,” which will be set up in certain areas of the establishment as needed for special 
events. Finally, the applicant has advised that the specific purpose permit is to allow the 
showing of movies and the service of food outside the normal operating hours for the service 
of alcohol (such as special midnight release showings that could go past 2 a.m., thus the 
theater would be open past 2 a.m., but alcohol service would cease at 2 a.m.). No outdoor 
dining permit is requested, nor required. 
 
Emagine Palladium Theatre and Ironwood Grill will be required to obtain a recommendation 
from the Planning Board on the Final Site Plan and SLUP and then obtain approval from the 
City Commission for the Final Site Plan and SLUP, and for the transfer of ownership of the 
existing liquor license. 
 
Ms. Ecker advised that the proposed theatre and restaurant space is approximately 31,000 sq. 
ft. in size, and is proposing to operate five movie screens are proposed with a total of 590 
seats. The former Palladium Theatre had 12 screens and 2200 seats. Emagine Palladium 
Theatre and Ironwood Grill propose to operate under a new neighborhood theatre membership 
model, where patrons must purchase a yearly membership. Under this model, only members 
can buy movie tickets, and all individual seats will be reserved for a specific date and time. The 
applicant does intend to provide guest memberships to visitors staying at the Townsend Hotel. 
All theatre seating will be luxury recliners and luxury rockers in the digital projection 
auditoriums.  
 
Ironwood Grill is proposed to be open to the public (with no membership requirement). 
The restaurant will provide an upscale casual dining experience and offer 198 seats, 







including 17 seats at the bar, with an exhibition style brick pizza oven kitchen and an 
open air dining experience overlooking Hamilton St.  Ironwood Grill will offer award winning 
BBQ specialties and wood-fired Neapolitan style pizzas, a variety of freshly prepared dishes and 
an extensive selection of craft beer, wine and cocktails. A private banquet room is also 
proposed with a private bar that will be available for rental. 
 
Design Review 
The applicant is proposing several design changes to the existing building.  The changes 
proposed are to the design of the marquis itself, signage changes and the removal of 
decorative metal elements and fixed windows at the new fourth floor.  The applicant is 
proposing to remove the art deco metal design element from the top of the marquis as well as 
the changeable channel letter boards that were previously used to list movies being shown in 
the former Palladium Theatre.  In addition, 40 ft. of the fourth floor fixed curtain wall windows 
are proposed to be replaced with a retractable Nanawall folding window system to provide an 
open air dining experience in the portion of the Ironwood Grill overlooking Hamilton St. above 
the existing marquis. 
 
Three new name letter signs and three graphic elements are proposed to be mounted to the 
existing marquis sign.  The sign drawings as submitted do not meet all required sign 
standards.  The applicant has agreed to comply with the sign requirements.  Details are 
needed from the petitioner with regard to the balcony railing, the spandrel glass and signage.  
This evening the board will consider only the packet that has been submitted and reviewed. 
 
Discussion followed as to whether the membership requirement causes the operation to be a 
private social club rather than a movie theatre and how that may affect the Liquor License. 
 
Mr. Paul Glance, CEO of Imagine Entertainment, Inc., talked about the project.  They have 
substantially reduced the seat count which is consistent with their goal of serving the local 
community as a neighborhood theatre.  They believe that by creating an economic barrier to 
entry they will to some degree ensure they are serving the demographic that they endeavor to 
serve.  They are considering a $400 membership fee which would include a $250 gift card that 
could be used at the theatre.  Thereafter the membership would be $150/year.  He wants the 
theatre to be a place where there will be civility and good behavior. 
 
Mr. Glance advised that on occasions when there is a special midnight showing, the theatre 
may stay open until 2 a.m.   
 
Ms. Whipple-Boyce asked if it is possible to see what is going on in other floors in order to 
understand how this application fits into the site as a whole.  Ms. Lazar said the new concept 
of requiring membership comes across to her as being very exclusionary and she is 
uncomfortable with it.  Mr. Glance replied the venue is so small that they can't serve a region.  
The best they can do is to serve a community.  He noted they are not selling movies anymore; 
they are selling an out-of-home entertainment experience.  If they don't pick up their game to 
better serve the market, he thinks they will be relegated to the economic junk heap. 
 
There was no input from the public at 8:50 p.m.

Ms. Ecker recalled that on March 11, 2015 the applicant appeared before the Planning Board.  
The Planning Board postponed the matter and requested additional information on the 
proposed membership theatre concept, an updated and ordinance compliant sign package with 
all required details, and design and material details on the proposed exterior changes on the 
fourth floor of the south elevation where open air dining is proposed.  At this time the 
applicant has provided a detailed elevation of the fourth floor of the south elevation where 
open air dining is proposed.  The applicant has removed all previously proposed spandrel glass 
and replaced it with metal panels, which are permitted.   
 
Design Review 
The applicant is proposing several design changes to the existing building.  The changes 
proposed are to the design of the marquis itself, signage changes, and the removal of 
decorative metal elements and fixed windows at the new fourth floor.  The applicant is 
proposing to remove the art deco metal design element from the top of the marquis as well as 
the changeable channel letter boards that were previously used to list movies being shown in 
the former Palladium Theatre.  In addition, 40 ft. of the fourth floor fixed curtain wall windows 
are proposed to be replaced with a retractable Nanawall folding window system to provide an 
open air dining experience in the portion of the Ironwood Grill overlooking Hamilton St. above 
the existing marquis.  
 
Ms. Ecker advised that an updated sign package has been received.  However, Article 3 of the 
Zoning Ordinance provides that only one sign is permitted per entry for each business whose 
primary square footage is on the first story.  As the primary square footage for both the 
Emagine Theatre and the Ironwood Grill is on the fourth story, the applicant will be 
required to obtain a variance from the Board of Zoning Appeals for all exterior 
entry signage.  Further, the Planning Board must determine if a sign band is architecturally 
feasible above the theatre entry doors between the first and second floors.  As the marquis is 
located in the area generally reserved for a sign band, the Planning Board may wish to 
approve it as an alternative design for the placement of signage. 
 
In response to the chairman, Ms. Ecker advised there is currently nothing in the ordinance that 
prohibits a membership based theatre. 
 
Mr. Paul Glantz, CEO of Emagine Entertainment, Inc., talked about their plans. They have now 
resolved to take a slightly different tact with respect to their membership concept.  The 
approach now will be that customers can purchase a seat license that will allow preferential 
booking rights on Friday, Saturday, Sunday and certain holidays.  Other than that, the venue 







will be open to the public.  They do not intend to impose a two-drink maximum restriction.  
Also, they plan to use low light surveillance cameras to monitor behavior. 
 
Mr. Jason Gekiere, Tower Construction, Construction Manager for the project, explained that a 
small glass petition that sticks up provides an added level of protection within the curtain wall 
system.  Mr. Michael Southen with Signature Associates, Consultant to Emagine Theatre, 
described the detail on the partition.   
 
With respect to limiting the number of drinks that can be served to patrons, Mr. DeWeese 
thought the City could write the agreement to say if they start having problems the SLUP 
would come back up for review.  Mr. Williams stated he is in favor of the project.  A little 
elitism will ease the traffic flow in that neighborhood.  Mr. Koseck encouraged the petitioner to 
take another look at the sign.  He thought it could be better.  Mr. DeWeese had the concern 
that the City Attorney should look at the membership concept before it goes to the City 
Commission.

Both sets of numbers above will be added to the final 2015-2016 budget document. 
 
Is the projected amount of $85,380 for Quarton Lake Maintenance correct since 
there was no treatment of the lily pads last year?   
Year-to-date expenditures for 2014-2015 total $57,921 of which $50,423 was for dredging 
services and $7,498 was for consulting and management services.  Upcoming expenses yet to 
be spent this fiscal year include treatment of the lily pads at a cost of approximately $5,600 and 
if necessary invasive species removal at the lake.   When the budget was prepared for 2014-
2015 we had estimated the cost of treatment of the lily pads was going to be approximately 
$15,000.  Given the expenditures listed above, it does appear that the projected expenditures 
for this line item will be well below the $85,380 as stated in the proposed document. 
 
Is there a current mechanism for tracking the loan to the golf courses? 
Funds transferred from the General Fund to the golf courses totaled $1,316,046 ($500,000 
2007-08; $250,000 2009-10; $166,000 2010-11; $308,446 2011-12; $91,600 2012-13).  Of this 
amount, $968,207 was used for clubhouse and parking lot renovations at Lincoln Hills and the 
remaining amount of $347,839 was used to cover operating losses at both golf courses.  
Currently, there is no repayment plan in place, but since the golf courses are operating at a 
profit, staff will begin transferring funds to pay back the loans.  
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How much did it cost to set up Birmingham’s dog park? 
Approximately $28,000. 
 
How many website hits has our new website received? 
March 2014 was our first full month with the new website.  Here are the first year-to-year 
comparisons for the website:

SUBJECT: Water/Sewer Rate Changes for 2015-2016 


Water Rates 
Water rates are recommended to increase $.28 from $3.93 to $4.21, or 7.1%.  The increase 
would raise the annual cost to the average homeowner by $25.20.  The increase is the result of 
a 14% increase in the cost of water. 


Sewer Rates 
Sewer rates are recommended to decrease $.14 from $9.02 to $8.88, or 1.6%.  The decrease 
would lower the annual cost to the average homeowner by $12.60.  The decrease is the result 
of a decrease in sewage disposal costs and CSO maintenance costs of 1.6% and a decrease in 
maintenance costs of 2%.  


The charges for Industrial Surcharge and Industrial Waste Control Charge are determined by 
Detroit Water and Sewerage Department (DWSD).  These charges are collected by the City and 
remitted to DWSD.  The City does not keep any of the money it collects for these fees.  The 
Industrial Waste Control Charge is scheduled to decrease 39.2%. Currently, there are no 
Birmingham customers charged an Industrial Surcharge. 


The new rates will take affect for all billings where the read date is on or after July 1, 2105.
